KAch Incoming train to-tiny brought
the advance guard of the delegates who
were selected to name the next gover¬
nor of West Virginia. Even at this
early date the city is fllted with enthu¬
siastic Republicans from all over the
etate. The majority of the candidates
are already here and have opened up
their headquarters and have begun
work in dead earnest.' Senator Elklns
arrived early this morning, lie'has not

many callers upon him to-day. as
h* has been diligently at work upon the
speech he will deliver Wednesday upon
being called to preside as temporary
chairman of the state cmivcntlon.

The Keynote or the Campaign.
His speech will sound the keynote of

West Virginia Republicanism and will
he a memorable effort of this historic
campaign.
Briefly stated It will be the greatest

speech of Senator Elklns' life, and that
1? saying''considerable, for h- has de¬
livered significant speeches on previous
occasions.
In a brief chat with the Intelligencer

correspondent the senator expressed the
brightest hopes of the triumph of Mc-
Kinley. sound money and protection in
West Virginia, as well.as in the entire
country. He said he was informed
from aJl quarters In the state that th«»
free silver craze was rapidly dying out.
If It had not already died out.
To-night this city was as full of note*

as on a Fourth of July day. Two brass
bands and speakers mounted upon store
boxes tilled Market street. The princi¬
pal speech making was In front of Ca¬
bell county's headquarters, where an
eager multitude listened and cheered
Cach. speaker. It was only a' forerunner
of the times that are to follow tUl Fri¬
day.

T^ni-grat Convention Krer Held.
From all indications the state con¬

vention will be the largest ever held by
Republicans In West Virginia. It will
last Wednesday and Thursday. To¬
morrow the Fourth congressional dis¬
trict convention will be held, when Hon.
Warren MUler will be re-nomlnated by
acclamation.

ST. LOUIS, Mo., July 20..The Popu¬
list situation docs not crystallze to-day.
The leaders are ut war over the quea-
tlon of endorsing or nominating Bryan.
Some, like ox-Governor Llewelllng,
Senator Allen, of Nebraska; General
John B. Weaver, of Iowa, who wus the
Populls t candidate for President In
1S91'; Captain Iteubcn IColb, of Alabama,
who claims In* was twice defrauded of
the governorship of his state, bis lunged
Tom Patterson and Governor Walte, of
Colorado, are earnestly striving for an
endorsement of the Chicago tlckct;
Chairman Taubeneck. Ignatius Don¬
nelly, of Minnesota; Senator Butler. of
South Carolina; ex-Governor Buchan¬
an, of Tennessee; General Coxey, of
Ubk), want to endorse Bryan under
terms laid down by them, while "Cy¬
clone" Davis, of Texas, Paul Vamler-
vort, of Nebraska; Colonel Frank Burk-
ett, of Mississippi, and others, want to
keep in the "Middle of the Bond" and
nominate un independent ticket on an
Independent platform.
Each.faction asserts that It desires

to preserve the autonomy of the party
organization, and Its way is the way.
Shipwrecked hopes and a bolt seem In¬
evitable, no matter what the ultimate
outcome is. The llryan supj>ortersclaim to be the majority. They are well
organized. Their leaders are shrewd
and sagacious.many of them experi¬enced politicians. In addition to this,they have the open and active supportof the silver party leaders, whose con¬
vention Is likely to be ."fmply u llryanratification meeting, anil of Senator
Jones, chairman of the Democratic na¬
tional committee, who Is here with l»Is
lieutenants, striving to this end.
Many of the delegates from this sec¬

tion, like Llewelllng, of Kansas, and
Patterson, of Chicago, declare that, If
Bryan la not nominated or endorsed
here, nine-tenths of the Populists will
support lrtin and th* Identity of the
Populist party in the west will be de¬
stroyed.

Repudiate tlir Chicago Tlckct.
The halls nre placarded with mottoes

and editorials from Populist papers de¬
manding the repudiation of the Chicago
ticket,-and several orators are usually
talking to the crowd at the same time.
An Irredeemable currency and direct
legislation are proclaimed to be the
foundations of their faith. Tl»e initiative
and referendum scheme, which is to
originate all legislation with the people
and refer it back to them for endorse¬
ment Is the key-note of their arch.
The basis of representation is one del¬

egate for each senator and representa¬
tive, and one for each 2,000 Populist
votes cast. Under this appointment
Texas and North Carolina have the
largest delegation, 95 each out of a total
of about 1,300. In North Cnrollna the
fusion Populist and Republican votes
are counted, and tnese two delegations,
It will be seen, comprise almost one-slx-
teenth of the convention. Georgia, which
is also claimed by the "Middle of the
ltoad" faction, has 61. The largest of
the Bryan delegation is Kansas, with
92. Alabama, which is for Bryan, has
til. and Nebraska 61. Tho Bryan people
claim on a preliminary canvass that
takes no account of those delegations
which have not yet put In an appear¬
ance. *123 votes. Their claims, however,
are disputed In several quarters.

Tlir Hml Fight.
The real fight appears to be l>ctween

the Bryan supporters find those who In¬
sist upon a compromise that will give
otilclnl endorsement of the Populist or¬
ganization. A great many plans for this
compromise have been suggested, the
basis of all of which Is the adoption of
a separate platform and a division of the
electoral votes.
As to the rest, the plans differ. Some

desire a separate ticket, others are will¬
ing to accept the Chicago nominee.
Chairman Jones has Indignantiy re¬

jected the proposition to throw Sewall
overboard, and the Bryan supporters In
the Populist party take a positive posi-
lon in opposition to It; but, it Is thought
that a division of electors In some of the
seats, like North Carolina. Nebraska.
Minnesota and Texas, could be arranged
by the state committees, which alone
would have the power to enter Into any
agreement.
There Is noise enough to satisfy any

frequenter of conventions. They crowd
the hotel corridors. All of them nre de¬
baters. with strong convictions, and
they take Into their confidence all within
the sound of their voices. The fact that
few of the delegates are young is an¬
other noticeable feature of the assem¬
bling Populists. Most of the whiskers
are dotted with grey, but they are full
of fire and enthusiasm. It Is not be¬
lieved that over half of the delegates
are yet on the ground.

THE r0i'UI.I9T CONVENTION
Will lie Dominated l»y thr Chicago Con¬

vention Democracy.
ST. LOTUS, Mo., July 20..'Tho pros¬

pect for a compromise, which some of
the Populists >affected for a while to¬
day to consider probable, lias disap¬
peared. It met Us fate In the Bryntt
camps, where it was smothered appar¬
ently beyond resuscitation.
The compromise proposition looking

to the retention of Mr. Bryan at thr*;
head of the ticket ami substituting a

Populist for Mr. Sewall for vice presi¬
dent was sprung In the still hours of
the morning In it promiscuous hearing
of party leaders. It was afterwards
adopted by the executive committee of
the national committee and was by them
.exploited as a panacea which would
easo all the Ills of the situation by unit¬
ing all the factions. The southern
delegations accepted the schcmc with
avidity on the theory that H would aid

them In maintaining (h«? integrity of
the parly for which they hivo hold out
so vigorously.
Tho Hryan people did not adopt the

nuKKOHtlou of tho delegation. They had
no sooner heard of It, than a llryun
meeting wns called which In the langu-
ago of one who Attended "proceeded th
Immediately Jump on It with both feet."
Thin l»ricf meeting and the one whlcj»
followed between representatives of
the Ilr.van element, nnd tho executive
committee, coiiHtltuted the Important
events of the duy. The result of these
meetings Is a probable split In the party
and the likelihood that the matter of
endowing IJryan or nominating another
candidate than Bewail will have to bo
fought out In the convention.
Chairman Jonea has not been ap¬

prised of tho proponed compromise. In
fact no proposition looking to the nub-
ntltutlon of part Populist electors In tho
various stat-s with a view to the seloc-
tlon of a vice president of Popullut faith
bad been submitted to him and the
Democratlo loaders who are here. It
can also bo stated authoritatively that
no compromise will bo entertained by
tho Democratic committee. Mr. Jones
said he would be a* loyal to the vlc«
president nominee as to the present
nominee. It Is known that Chairman
Jones does not regard a division of the
electors na possible or believe that tho
Democrats would consent to any such
division.
During the day Senator Jones received

numoroiiH letters from tho Populist par¬
ty. It Is understood that to all of thorn
ho announced that thin light Is one of
principle; that the altuatlon narrowed
down to the fact that either Hryan or
McKlnley was going to be elected Presi¬
dent; the Populists could Insure the elec¬
tion of Hryan by endorsing him, but by
the nomination of another ticket they
would endanger the silver cause. .Sena¬
tor Jones sold as he has before, that he
bad no pledge* to make either general
or Individual, but could only appoal to
tho friends of silver for silver. What
effect this statement and. position of
Senator Jones and the other Democratic
leaders baa upon the Populists cannot be
told.

A BOLT PROBABLE
III tlir I'opnllM Convention Ovrr the Mnt-

ter of Kudomlng Hrynii nod Nrwnll.
ST. LOUIS, July 20..The belief cotN

tlnues to be generally prevalent that a
bolt Is among the strong probabilities of
the Populist convention whatever tlio
course decided upon by the majority.
The delegates are constantly arriving
now and.the larger the crowd, booomra
the more evident Is the Intensity of feel¬
ing over the one question ut issue. This
question Is whether to endorse Hryan
and Sewall or to nominate an Independ¬
ent ticket. In a general way the contest
Is between the north and the south. The
western and northern delegate calls
himself a Populist and the southern del¬
egate also refers to himself as a Popu¬
list. Many of the delegates express the
opinion that they may at no distant day
bo separate parties. Tho northern men
as a class contend that in the endorse¬
ment of Hryan lies tho only hopo of
making the tnlluence of tho party felt or
of achieving practical results, while the
southern men, remembering their many
contests with Democrats of their section
maintain that such a course Is utterly
suicidal. The feeling Is the same whether
among leaders or the rank and file, the
only difference bclngthat the former dis¬
cuss the Issue In committee rooms and
the latter In tho hotel corridors. Doth
classes are equally earnest and both de¬
clare that there Is but one course open.
The crowds are not large but the men
are all very evidently greatly In earnest,
and uny two of opposing views, who en¬
gage In a controversy have no difficulty
In attracting a crowd; any number of
which Is only too glad to take up the
thread of discourse of his. champion.
They are all debatora, and all well In¬
formed In the Issues at stake.
The Hryan followers talk spilt more

openly than their opponents. They are
perfecting a thorough organization and
mean to make a most strenuous effort to
secure the endorsement of the Demo¬
cratic nominee. They do not publicly
admit that there la any possibility that
they will not be able to control the con¬
vention but privately many of them say
that If they are not In the majority, and
if a separate ticket Is nominated they
will walk out of the convention and ap¬
peal to the people to rally to the sup¬
port of Hryan nnd Sewall. The other
crowd are more reticent but the feeling
Is none the ler,s Intense.

Mo., July 20..The dele¬
gates to the Populist convention favor¬
able to the endorsement of -Mr. Hryan
met again to-day at their headquarters
at the LIndell hotoi and made perma¬
nent their temporary organization of
last night electing Hon. J. 13. "Weaver,
chairman, and Messrs, Halley, Young
and Merrltt secretaries. They also ap¬
pointed a steering committee with Mr.
Weaver as chairman 1o take in hand the
movement for the endorsement of Mr.
Hryan, and to act very much as the
Pllver steering committee, did at the
Democratic convention in Chicago.
Among the states represented at tho

meeting to-day were Maryland. Penn¬
sylvania, Colorado. Kansas, Oklahoma,
Nevada, Utah, California. Washington.
West Virginia, Nebraska, District of
Columbia. Indiana, Towa and Montana.
An Imperfect ennvass of the delegates

so far as they have arrived was report¬
ed as a result of which the Hryan peo¬
ple make the following claims as to del¬
egates: Alabama M; Colorado 4T»; Dela¬
ware .'t;'Illinois 27; Towa .10; Nebraska

Teller and eleven of his associates wlw
left the national Republican convention
this evening made public an addresB to
the silver Republicans of tho country,
setting forth their views of the situa¬
tion. The silver Republicans, con¬
gressmen and senators, have been In
conference at Manltou for ^evoral days
over this statement. In addition to those
signing tin? address, Senator Pettlgrew,
of South Dakota, and Senator Cannon,
of Utah, are declared to be In sympathy
with It. although Senator Cannon was
not present at the conference, owing to
business engagements in Boston, The
address says in part:
"Wo announce that we shall by voice

and vote to support Messrs. Hry-
an and Sewall for President
and vice President, and. we ap¬peal to all citizens and especially
to Republicans, who feel as we do that
gold monometallism would lie, of lastinginjury to the country to act with us In
securing their olcetlon.
"The Democrats who believe In the

gold standard nro announcing their In¬
tention to support MeKlnloy, or propon¬
ing to put a tlurd candidate In tho field
for tlf«» nvowed imrpoVo o£ uldliiK Mr.
McKlnley's election.
"To all who believe In hl-metuHlsni,

which numns tho equal treatment of
both gold and silver at tho mints of the
nation, there 1m hut one course to pursue
and that Is to unite all the Hllver force*
and to opposo with all our might the
caudlato representing the policy which
wo bellevo In fraught with disaster to
the notion and ruin to the people.
"Hold monometallism means the shlft-

Ing to gold alone, as primary money,
of aU the burdens of commerco and cred¬
it formerly home by gold and Hllver.and
as the world's stock of these metal« lin*
always been about equal In amount, It:
means the doubling of the burden upon
gold. Doubling tho htmlon upon gold
means doubling the demand for tlm
same, and doubling tho dumand of no*
cesslty doublcn the value thta£of. This
gradual shifting to gold of ulrtho bur¬
dens of, both gold and sliver,ban caused
a gradual nnd steady Increase In th»
value of every dollar redeemable In goUT,
and hence a gradual and *toady decline
In the value of every commodity that Is
measured by that dollar.
.Tho condition of tho country Is not

satisfactory, all admit. The producers
of wealth nro not receiving fair and
proper compensation for their labor,
whether In field, factory or mine; enter¬
prise has ceased; values are constantly
declining; labor Is unemployed; discon¬
tent nnd distress prevail to an extent
that was never before known in the his¬
tory of this country, nnd no rcneon can
be found for such an unhappy condition
save In a vicious monetary system.
Those who profess to deplore the pres¬
ent financial condition and opppse the
free coinage of silver nro divided In
opinion as to the cause of the present
condition. Some declnre that It Is be¬
cause we have too much tariff; others
that we have not enough, while the fact
exists that every gold .standard country
In the world, whether It has a high or a
low tariff, Is now and has been during
recent years In the throes of a financial
panic; and every sliver standard coun¬
try, compared with Its former condition.
Is enjoying nn Industrial development
and degree of prosperity hitherto un¬
known In Its history. While thus dif¬
fering In opinion, they unit* In
asserting that the gold standard must
be maintained until the foreign
countries shall signify their willingness
that the American people shall exer¬
cise the rights of free men and create
a financial system of their own. If we
overtook the humiliation and degrada¬
tion we must feel on account of such
a declaration of financial dependency,
we may well Inquire when the consent
of the leading commercial nations will
be obtained.
The address then lauds Bryan nnd

promises prosperity to the country If
he shall be c-Jected.

Anil Ilrrr U Another Faction.

ST. LOUIS, July 20..The representa¬
tives of the National Reform Associa¬
tion held n lively meting at the St.
James this afternoon at which the situa¬
tion nnd the advisability of endorsing
the Chicago ticket -.vere discussed. There
were about 150 present, nnd at time*
when the cause of Populism was eulo¬
gized the greatest enthusiasm prevailed.
Speeches were made by a dozen of those
present. The prevailing sentiment was
In favor of preserving the Populist or¬

ganization at all hazards and while
some spoke for fusion the majority
seemed to side with the "Middle of the
Koad" faction. The meeting apiwlnted
a committee to draw up formal resolu¬
tions for submission to-morrow.

A SERIOUS SECESSION

rrum Clie Knights of Labor l»y tlir Win-

PITTSBURGH, £a.. July 20..L. A.
300 (Window Glassworkers), to-night In
their convention voted to pay up the
JL',000 delinquent per capita tax and
withdraw from the Knights of I,abor.
This action Is the culmination of a

movement which has been at work for
Borne time.
Grand Master Workman Sovereign

and Secretary-Treasurer Hayes, of the
Knights of Labor, were notified of the'
secession and both officials will be here
to-morrow and will demand admittance
to the convention, which will bo de¬
nied. The fight for the funds of the or¬

ganization will then be on In earnest.
The convention In3.1S05 decided not to
pay the per capita which makes It over¬
due: but to-night this was re-consider¬
ed and the check was drawn for the
$2,000 delinquency In order to aavo the
funds to the assembly. Had the back
dues not been paid before withdrawal,
the charter would have been forfeited
and the funds and other property of the
assembly would revert to the general
order of Knights of Labor. The gJass-
workers assembly have a fund of over
$100,000 In cash, and the loans and mort¬
gages outstanding will increase this
amount materially.
The next work of tire convention -will

be to decide on trade action us an or¬

ganization. It is believed that entire
independence will be declared the pro¬
per thing for the future, though atfill-
atlon with the independent order of
Knights of Labor has many supporters.
There are a number of the members al¬
so who favor merging with the Ameri¬
can Federation of Labor.

If silver falls lower, its value as money
must still be kept up by our govern¬
ment, which is asked to take the bold
and strangely unbusiness-liko stand
that sixteen ounces of silver are now
and always will be equal to one ounce
of gold, and wil Ibuy as much of every¬
thing everywhere.

Why is this demand mado? iWho
makes it? Will it be a good thing for
the country to yield to it? Will it be a
good thing for West Virginia? Will the
people of Jackson county profit by it?
If it is going to be a good thing for us
we ought to help it along. Before we
agree to help It along we ought to mnke
very sure that it is going to be a good
thing for us and that it is not going
to be the worst thing that ever hap¬
pened to our country.
