A LONDON SCANDAL

Altfc! In Court.

LONDON, July 23..The trial of the
Yardi^-Buller divorce case begun to¬
day, before the Right Hon. Sir Francis
Henry J»;une. The plaintiff is the Hon.
Walter Yarde-Buller, brother of Lord
Churston, and member of a distinguish¬
ed Devonshire family. The defendant,
Mrs. I.ellah Yarde-Buller, is the daugh¬
ter of General R. W. Klrkham. a
wealthy resident of San Francisco. C'al.
The Yarde-Bullers were married in 1SSS.
The plaintiff alleges cruelty and adul¬
tery on th-» part of the defendant, with
Mr. Valentine Gadesden. who Is said to
bo a real estate agent In San Francisco.
Mrs. Yarde-Buller denies all the al¬
leged allegations and makes counter
accusations. The plaintiffs petition re¬
cites'the facts of his marriage with the
defendant, who was then the widow of
Mr. Boyle Blair, who died In the Brit¬
ish consular service In South Africa.
He settled £G.500 up her. subject to the
life Interest of his mother. Soon after
the marriage, It Is alleged, he discover¬
ed that his wife was given to drink.
After their return to England, it Is fur¬
ther alleged, the defendant upon sev¬
eral occasions threatened to kill the
petitioner, with n knife, and struck him
with a silver mounted bag. Evidence,
the petitioner alleged, will be Introduc¬
ed to prove that Gadesden and the de¬
fendant were seen In each other's bed¬
rooms while Gadesden was Visiting
Churston court, in Devonshifo. the
estate of Mr. Yarde-Buller.
Mr. Yarde-Buller took the witness

stand nnd testified In support of the al¬
legations contained in the petition. II"
al>«» denied the accusations of adultery
which his wife brought against him In
fr*T counter petition. He and his wife
had separated, but were re-unlted In
1S9I. Ills wife, however, he testified,
continued to behave like a mad wo¬
man. One* r»he took poison. She locked
herself In the drawing room and made
strange noises. Sometimes she locked
her husband out of the house. Upon one
occasion she struck him with a dinner
plate.
One night she insisted upon going to

the Alhambra Music hall and after¬
wards to the Cafe Cavour, a resort of
the demi-monde where she made a dis¬
turbance while he was talking with a
friend. Then she drove home with a
strange woman and looked him out of
the house.
Under cross-examination the petition¬

er denied that his domestic troubles
arose from his drinking habits nnd fast
llvng. Re had never struck his wife,
Ik; testified, although he had signed a
statement that he had done so.
The hearing was adjourned.
