gon, and who neted ns his interpreter,

LI Hhange Chang rose and bowed with
formnl courtesy as his visltor entepsd
nnd then shook hands, after which he
motloned 1o a seat opposite hils own,
Ho was habited In an undress costumne
ennsluting of w plum colored stuff shir,
ek blue sllk fncket and o biaek satln
enp with a erimson sillc bntton in the
center of the crown, Lo deslgnnte his
atiatus ng o mandarin. In the front of
the cap band was fixed o large pearl
st et with dinmonds, A dlnond
ring olso glittered on the e fnger of
hls right hone His shoes wore of binck
snthn trimmed with two nes of green
allle il having thick white telt shoes,

An the distingulshed forelgnee took
bis sent following his guest's actlon, his
atthude sielkingly rosembled (he pume-
erous published portraftn from phinto-
wpraphs, wo that e wonld haye beep
readily recognized withont Information
ua o hig ldentity,

The servanteclad
I hig native garh, entered, bowed low
and retired nnd then returned with tea
In n ecovered cup of exquisitely frafl
and delleate porecinin, While this was
partaken of by lils ealler, L4 Hung
Chang asked nhout the specinl traln
on the Pennsylvanin radiroad, which i
10 be provided for him and whether |t
would carry him direct te Vancouver
without change, He was Informed that
probably it would,

LI explained thab ffon, John Ruesell
Young hnd wrilten to him, asking him
to luncheon i Philadelphia, at which
he promised fhat adl of L1 Hung
Chang's old*friends should be presont.
LI first met Mr. Young when tho latter
anecompanied General Grant on  his
tour nround the world and afterwards
when he beeame 1nited Btates minlstar
to Chinn under President Arthur, L1
neked I Mr. Young bold sauch a posi-
tlon among Americans as to lead them
to follow hils arrangements.  Pelng as-
sured a8 to this, he asked cordially af-
ter the health of Mr. Young, and of
General Jnmes H, Wison and  Mr,
Whnrton Darker, whom he had scen
in Chinn.

The Amoctated Preas's representat!ve
mnlil that the prenlest regret wan felt
amnong Ameriean people that L4 Hung
Chilng woulil be unable to see enough ot
the United States to obtaln n knowledze
af the country equally Intimate with
thnt obfained of the other countrles he
has already seen,

Itegrets Me Conldn't Bee the Elephant,

L1 ITung Chang In reply neserted that
he deeply regretted that It was impera-
tive that he ghiould =all from Vancouver
on Heptember 14, for wilch date paesage
haw been wecured for him on the steam-
ur Empress of Chino.

He was nsked if he would lke to ent
some of the Amerlean delleacles, such
o terrapin and canvaseg baek ducke,
which were likely to be offered to him
at Ameriean dinners,

The fame of the terrapln and the can-
vag hack are belleved to have pene-
trated China through the extrovogant
fondness for these dishes of o former
Chinese envoy nl Washignton.. L1
replisd to this query with rn amused
smlle, saying:

“I shauld be pleared to taste all such
dnlnltes, but I cannot promise to do so
a# my teeth are no longer good.  For
this repzon I prefer to conflne my dlet’
to Chinese ment

Here LI ITung Chang ealled out same-
thing to the servant in the adjolning
room The latter entered nnd took from
n eldebanrd o long stiver plpe, the bowl
of which msembled o spirt lamp, He
blow through the howl, put & pinch of
tobneen into It, lghted 1t with o taper
and then held the stem to the Chinese
notentate’s Hps, 0 polled thrice with
much npparent. grotification, which
sterved 1o exhoust the charge, for the
servat removed the pipe, blew out the
ashes, refiited the bowl, relit it and of-
ferid It to his superior. This wos re-
peatedd  three  thnex before T1 had
enough of the fumes to satlsfy his
tagte,

Following hils smoke, he agked ns to
the facilitier nnd the eost of rhipping
heavy baggaee form New York to Vane
convre,

The carrespondent eatlsfled him upon

They
gay If they can prevent his nomination
an theopening baliot, the distriet attor-
ney’s nome f3 “Mud,” or something to
that effect, that delegates from counties
in all parta of the state who fecl obll-
guted to vote for Watts on the first will
desert his banner on the later ballots,

The Watts men mpprecinte the. fact
that they must win on the first ballot,
though some of them affect to belleve
that  thelr strength can be held ‘ua- -
w#huken even if there Is no cholce at the '
sturt.

It is becoming moro apparent  than
ever that the opposition to Watts will
center Inrgely on Judge Bennett. With
the supporters of Smith and Bennett,
