Monometallism in
onc-metiillisni,.tlie use or one money
metal. Bimetallism is two-metalli^m,.
the use of two money metals. '

Everybody who Is willing to know
anything about our monetary system
knows that to-day we have practically
bimetallism, that is to say, the use of
gold and silver; that we have about an

much of one as of the ntb'T. and that a

silver dollar is of full debt paying power
and purchasing power as compared with
the gold dollar.
Thos* who have givon any ntt^ntlon

to tho history nf money and to the mon¬

etary systems now in im* by the several
nations l^now that our own country has
bimetallism in tho only way In which it
Is possible to have it. th.it Is to say. on

the gold standard. Cold Is the standard
or measure; gold and silver are our

money metals. So It is with other gold
ptandard countries; on the gold basis
they use gold and .silver.

It i:j just lie* other way with silver
standard' countries; they use sllvr.
They do not use guld, and in tlu-uatuiv
of things cannot use it. They might
throw it Into thHr circulation, but by a

law as certain In Its operation as the
law of gravity, the gold would gvt out
of circulation.
No matter with what metaphors Mr.

Bryan may clothe hla otatenienta, it l.-j
not true that the gold standard uwana
monometallism, and it Js not true that
the silver standard mentis bimetallism.
If anybody has been-misled Into jl sup¬
port of the free coinage of sliver be¬
cause he believes In monometallism, he
owrs it to himself to g-t rid of that de¬
lusion, to get away from free silver, and
to plant, himself squarely on the gold
basis.

It will be >-ild many tlniea during this
campaign that the sound money men
are seeking to confine thin country to the
Ubo of gold aa a money metal, and no

mutter how often thin may bo wild, It
will never be true. It h true and will
ln> contluulnnly true, In spite of any¬
thing the silver advocates may imy, that
their lam, meant* monometallism,-^the
line or nllver ulone of the money metals.
