Maltiunlra of Proportion Vary Prom
Fifty to Mnrly I'cr ('rnt-A l>in>ieiiir of
in,000 III Np»v York <'lty-Mrnii|r Hrnll-
limit for l)rfriinr of ttiv Natloii'i Honor
iiikI Crrtlll.

New York Advertiser: There are
from 15,000 to 20,000 voters In Now York
Slty who were born and brought op In
the southern atatea. They have here¬
tofore been practically solid In tupport-
Ins the Democratic ticket. Political
managers of that party In calculating
the chance of elections have always
counted the southern vote as sure.
This year, however, th.» southern vote

Is nut solid. in fact, the chances seem
to be that the greater part of It will be
cast for McKlnley and llobart.
Many of the lending southern men are

now out of the city, but so far as can
be learned, they are all, with two or
three exceptions, strongly ugalnst
Itryan. .

Hugh S. Thompson, comptroller of
the New York Idfe tn'aurance Com¬
pany, twice elected governor of South
Carolina, and a life-long unswerving
Democrat, is outspoken In his determi¬
nation to vote for McKlnley. lie \z
president of the Southern Society bore.
While that body is strictly n«m-politic¬
al and none of Its officers would give
an opinion of the political tcndoncles
of Its members, estimates were obtain¬
ed from other sources. These ranged
from GO to iiO per cent for McKlnley.
Charles Lt. itouss. who Is a Virginian

and an ex-Confederatei Is a strong Me-
Kinley man. Of his 20p employes many
uro from the south ami west. There is
considerable Itryan sofctlment among
them, and the vote there Is likely to be
divided. In other ostabllshments.how-
over, where th.» number of men em¬
ployed is smaller, the proportion of Mc¬
Klnley voters among thr« southerners
was found to be from two-thirds t<»
four-fifths.
Assistant District Attorney George

Gordon Rattle. who has figured closely
on the southern vote, said he recog¬
nized the existence of a considerable
McKlnley sentiment among southern
men. but would not venture an opinion
on the proportionate strength of Bryan
and McKlnley. /
The most conservative estimates

among southern men generally give
McKlnley 50 per cent of that vote. Some
prominent and well informed members
of the colony believe that he will re¬
ceive a much larger share of It. There
seems to be no doubt that th° Republi¬
cans will gain from this element in
New York City fully 7,500 votes they
have never had before, and that the
Dcmocratlo' nominees will lose the same
number fr.->m men who have been here¬
tofore among the most trustworthy of
party assets.
This Is the first definite straw Indicat¬

ing the direction in which the wind Is
likely to blow In New York city on elec¬
tion day. The southerners have here¬
tofore composed the only important
class of voters hre who were s did and
could be counted «»n to go one way.
They were practically unanimous.far
more trustworthy as Democratic voters
than even the Irish. From the careful
Investigation and tests made by the
Sunday Advcrtiser.lt is certain that the
Republicans can begin-to figure <>n the
results here with a gain of 15.COO over
any recent preceding Presidential elec¬
tion.
Captain Hugh Ft. Garden, the well

known lawyer, who was an olllcer In
the Confederate army, and who is
prominent In the southern colony In
this city. Is strongly opposed to Bryan
and Sew all and the Chicago platform.

"I have be*»?i a Democrat all my life,
but I am heartily opposed to Altgeld-
Ism and Tlllnmnlsm." said the captain,
"and therefore I tKrk that I am prov¬
ing my Democracy i:i doing all that I
can to defeat the Chicago ticket.
"The people of the south are divided

Into three classes.the conservatives,
the radicals and the freemen. At pres¬
ent the radicals seem to hive forced
the conservatives to the wall, and have
the control of affairs.
