I
proceeded to tho customs office to have
my baggage vised, then visited the
cashier to make the best terms for ex¬
change of American money for Mexi¬
can money, for fear there might be a

hesitancy^abouc accepting greenbacks,
National bank notes or silver on this
side of the line. I was immediately in¬
formed by theofllcer at Diaz that this was
an unnecessary precaution; that he
would give me ninety-five cents premi¬
um on all American money, whether
gold, silver or paper. That Ik. for every
.twenty dollars American money he
would give me thirty dollars Mexican
money. Hpon b«*lng asked, why he
would just as soon pay premium qh
American paper currency, or silver as
upon gold., he quickly replied: "Why,
all American money la as good as.gold.
The United States is on a gold basis
and we know every dollar ttore Is
backed by gold, so It makes no differ¬
ence to us whether you offer gold,
sliver or paper."

It has several times been my fortuhe
In foreign .countries to be very proud
of the fact that I was an American cit¬
izen, but never before did I feel more
proudthan last night when the olllciai
said this.
Stopping at Jaral, state of Coahuila,

on the line of the Mexican interna¬
tional railway, this morning for break¬
fast, I was given another object lesson
on free silver. The eating station is
owned by the railroad company, and
is run by a Chinaman. A fair break¬
fast was served, and as a party'of four
Americans stepped up to pay the bill I
asked how much? "

POSITION.

Tho eighth animal exhibition of tho
Western Pennsylvania Exposition of
Pittsburgh »ia drawing near, the open¬
ing date being September Otb. Al¬
ready Is there great activity 1n the bis
buildings at the Society. Old decora¬
tions oro bclog torndown to bo replaced
by new and novel effects, and every
effort U toetog made by exhibitors to
furnish nttroctive displays. Many are
rebuilding and repainting their booths,
so that the general result of the Inte¬
rior of the Main 'Building -when it is
opened <ro September 0 will Tar exceed
In brilliancy any other of tho annual
Inauguration nigbts. The great change
In the liiterior comes, of course, from
the addition of the music wing built
on the north side, directly opposite tho
main entrance. The large area, wHh
Its platform for tho band. L'4x40 feet,
with seats on three sldos, accommo¬
dating nearly 2.0W .people, will be the
musi? room ofl the Exposition. All the
concerts will be given there. Insuring
the muslcaJ listener a seat In comfort.
The old music gallery has been 'en¬
larged by t)io addition of about 500
seats, and now accommodates about
1JS00 people. Tims It will be seen that
the "Exposition managers can offer seats
at -oil their concerts to 3.500 people.
Hie calendar of the appearance of the

several military bands Is as follows:
Chicago Marine band of 35 performers,
T. P. Brooke, conductor, opens the Ex¬
position oc Wednesday. September 0,
remaining through Saturday, tho 10th.
On toe 21s.. comes Innes and his New
York musicians, T>0 strong, whose en-
gagoment lasts through Saturday, Oc¬
tober 3. Monday. October B, Ollmore's
land, of 50 players, with Victor Her-
bert, conductor, makes Its sccond Ex¬
position apnearanco since reorganiza¬
tion. This line band will remain until
the Exposition closes, on October 21.
No exposition lt> the United States has
ever offered such splendid band music
as wUl be heard In Pittsburgh during
the six weeks, from September 0 to Oc¬
tober 24. Fonr concerts will be given
dally during the six weeks of the Ex-
position: afternoons, 2 to 3 and 4 to R;
evenings, 7.30 to S.30 and 9.30 to 10.30.
The general character of the programs
Inst season will bo maintained, the best
popnlar music being at all times pro¬
vided.

The art exhibit this year will be dis¬
tinctly superior to that of any previous
season. Manager Keating, with the as¬
sistance of Artist Martin B. liolsspr,
having givnn this feature a great deal
of attention during the past six months.
While the exhibit will Include the best
examples or American, art, tho sum
total of the pictures will be thoroughly
cosmopolitan.
