ono lapel of tholr coats (hoy wore tholr(Iraad Army button*, In tho othor a Mc¬Klnley and llohurt badge, and tlioyseemed to bo an proud of tho ono an thoothor. 1 asked ono of them how It wanthat tho old soldiers wtre no unanimoustor MoKlnloy, when Inohtdod in tholrnumber woro ho many patriotic Demo-oratn whowent to tho front In tho hourof tholr country's Ho replied:"Tho mon whom you see to.day walk¬ing tho streets of tills city, with Inilrmuttp or on crutches, carrying urmlesHsleeves and brokon down In health, savedthis nation oner, and tlioy aro JiiHt an pa¬triotic to-day as tlioy woro In isiii, but,of course If thoro wan lighting to bo dono,Someone else would havo to do It. Woconsider that tho honor of tho nation Isat make, and wo love that old Hag nomuch (pointing to tho regimental Hag.which stood In the hall of tho house ofrepresentatives, where tho reunion wasbeing held) that our patriotism, thankfortune, In tho pronent content sees Itsreward In tho exercise of the ballot, ruth-.,or than the force of shot and nhell."MoKlnloy wont through tho war withus. ttnd inado a Kaliant record for bra¬very. A man who has fought for tlioHag has greater respect for It. Life Indear to every ono, and the man who vol¬untarily went to the front and riskedbin life, certainly placed a very highvalue upon the emblem of bin country,eo that an tin veterans look ot It, Mo¬Klnloy has lost none of the love which hoshowed for tho old Hag when he shoul¬dered hln musket and went to do battlefor It. 1 atn a member of tho Eighty-second ruglment. which was known Inthe war as the Deniooratlc regiment. Inthe presidential election between Lin¬coln and Douglas, n vote of tho regimentshowed a majority of only 12 votes forLincoln. Thero uro only ISO survivingmomborn of tho regiment to tell of thohardships endured and the glorious vic¬tories then achieved, and CO of them arohere to attend thin reunion. There IsJ list one man among us wearing a Bryanbutton, and ho does not seem to bo verystrong in tho faith. Then, mmln. we areall pensioners, or tho niont of un. at least,and we are interested In knowing whatkind of money wo aro going to bo paidIn. As a matter of faot. I am a Demo¬
crat myself, and have always voted thatticket, but I am a sound money. Demo¬
crat, and for that reason I expect to votefor McKlnley and the gold standardThere are ether Democrats In the same
regiment, but they occupy the same posi¬tion that I do."
The Eighty-second regiment adoptedresolutions favoring McKlnley for thopresidency, and sent a greeting to tholr

comrade at bin home In Canton, assur¬
ing him of their support. The Thirty-second O. V. I., which belli Its reunion
here during tho week, took similar ac¬
tion. Out of an attendance of CO at the
reunion of this regiment, just ono man
wore a Bryan or free silver badge. The
following Is the resolution which was
adopted by the Thirty-second regiment
and wired to Major McKlnley ut his
hlme:
..Resolved. That the surviving moni¬

tors of the Thirty-second C). V. I., in con¬
sideration of the momentous questions
now before the people, do state and de¬
clare that the hope of coming good gov¬
ernment compel* them to declare their
choice for Major McKlnley as the next
President of the United States."

HAD TO GET A MOVE ON.

WASHINGTON. D. C.. Sept. C..

Thomas Ewlng Moore, United States
commercial agent at Weimar, 1ms call¬
ed the attention or the department of
state to the fact that the British kov-
ernment has taken steps to supplement
Its consular service by the appoint¬
ment of commercial attaches. So far
two of these attnehes have been ap-
pointed, one nt Berlin, whose field com-
prises Germany, Netherlands and
Scandinavia, and 'one at Madrid for
Spain and Portugal.
The duties of these ofllclals are to re-

lieve the consuls of the work of intro¬
ducing British goods Into foreign mar-
kets, and the beginning of this service
has been noted with alarm* by Eng¬
land's greatest trade competitor; Ger-
many, where the press has begun al¬
ready an agitation looking to the re¬
form of the German consular service
to me<»t England's action. Involving a
special education and preparation of
young men for a consular career. It Is
demanded that the consular offlcers be
men commercially and technically
trained, or rise that they l»e supplied
with specially trained assistants.
Mr. Moore attributes this agitation

in both Great Britain and Germany for
th> remodeling of the consular service
to a perceptKm of the excellent results
attending the development by the Unl-
td States of a system of special con-
sular reports upon matters calculated
to benctlt American producers and
merchants. 1

I.nmlon Slock Jlnrkrt.
LONDON. Sept. 6..The partial ces¬

sation of the demand for bullion for
America has made the rates for mo¬
ney easier. More gold will, however, bo
wanted for Austria and for the coming
Chinese loan, so that rates are likely to
remain fairly steady. Business on the
stock exchange was on a small scale,
but the feeling Is more cheerful. Th»>"
only thing now preventing a) brisker
rise in Americans Is the rate cutting
war in the south. Still, the week's ad¬
vances ranged from two to five points.
Lord Salisbury's firm attitude to¬

wards Turkey Is having a good effect
on foreign securities. Italians were also
recovered and there was good Inquiry
for Peruvians and Argentines on Im¬
proved railway tralllc reports.

Wool.
Bradstreet's: Tiie market continues

dull and prices low. although a better
tone Is noticeable at the clone. A few
large lines of wool were picked up in
Boston during the past few days. In¬
cluding 500,000 pounds Montana, about
500,000 pound* territory, .100.000 pounds'
Texas and 400.000 pounds unwashed
fleeces. These wools were sold at cut
pries, while bids on several million
pounds more were made nt llgures lower'than holders would accept. A cubic
from England bidding 'ic below the|
holders' views was received on a line of
G50.000 pounds of territory wool. Holders
show more disposition to keep their
prices steady nt the close, and bargains
on large lines would be less easily ob¬
tained this week than last. Asking
prices are yet very low, but the disposi¬
tion to cut lower Is less marked. Fleecer
are In light supply, particularly lino
grades, but the demand Is dull. Aus¬
tralian wool Is dull but held steady. Re¬
ports that more foreign wool will be
shipped abroad for a market. About
1200,000 pounds exported the past week,
including about 50,000 pounds domestic.

The stock market to-day was moder¬

The specula¬
tion displayed an undertone of strength
throughout, although realizing sales
and coverings for short accounts caus¬
ed occassional concessions, especially
after the publication of the bank state¬
ment. That exhibit as Is frequently the
case, failed to a considerable extent to
Indicate the actual condition of the
banks, and, of course^ did not include
the proportion of the $5,GOG,000' in gold
or thereabouts, which arrived too late
to he reported yesterday, but was de¬
posited In the banks. The grand total
of arrivals for the week were S10.10I.4GS,
which was the largest aggregate Im¬
ports In any single week. The Initial
prices were a. shade below \Friday's
closing figures, owing to realizations
and bear offerings. Influenced chlelly
by lower Ixmdon prices. After a brief
reactionary movement, prices took an
upward trend and ilrmness ruled all
along the line. The closing was dull.
The bond market displayed aggres¬

sive strength on Investment purchases
for local and foreign account. The
sales were $5,717,000.
Governments bonds were quiet, but

strong In sympathy wltls the advance
in other securities. The sales were
41.575,000.
Silver certificates were dull and with¬

out change on transactions of $71,000.
