FOR SOUND MONEY.
Why the National (ilue Maimtuc

Hirers Oppose I'rco Silver.

WOUIJ) MEAN DliATII TO TRADE,
r«r tl»* CliNiigr t'niibl \ol lm Ili-ought
Aliuilt \V 11 In* ii ( n 1'itllln.Crlili of the
ll«nr~Ktlriirli from Hi* Aiititml Ail-
drrftiof (lie t'rfililriit of lite Aainrlntloit.

At tho meeting of the United States
Glue Manufacturers' Association In
New York lant week, strong grounds
wore taken ngalnst tho free silver
movement. In IiIh annual address the
president of <ho association, anions
other thlim*, nald:
Tho burning question of tho country

at this tline, In, shall Its monetary
standard l»o changed? Shall wo buss
from a sound to an unsound basis?
Will the voters of our country arise In
their patriotism and settle the question
In the right way? will the majority
of voters see thut cheap money cannot
Improve tho condition of tho debtor
clnsses and wage-earners. If the voters
of the United States decide on Novem¬
ber 3, that our present money stand¬
ard is the proper one, we may feel as¬
sured that capital will forsake Its hid¬
ing places, confidence will be restored,
a great movement will ensue in all the
nrteries of trade, and once more we
shall enter upon a happy and prosper¬
ous* business.
On the other hand. If the country de¬

cides that we must'try the experiment
of a cheap monetary system, we shall
live In turmoil for years to come. Al¬
lowing that cheap money elected the
President and Congress, we sttll have
the supremo court ns the bulwark of
the nation which would uphold us con¬
stitutional every gold contract. The
hope of the nation would be in the su¬
premo court, and Jong before ks per¬
sonnel could be changed, the people
would be brought to their senses; but
while tho country would be struggling
through these years of doubt and un¬
certainty, we should be sufferers. Let,
however, the existing standard tri¬
umph and our Industry will be close to
a renewed prosperity. We would like to
quote the views of the. late General
Francis E. Spinner, treasurer of the
United States, during the civil war, as
taken ftvm an article recently pub¬
lished lr» Leslie's Weekly.

'i am nearly eighty-eight years old,
and for more than half a century have
watched and taken nn Interest In the
monetary and commercial affairs of
our country. I have no Interest of
friends or self to subserve. I am
standing confronting an open grave,
and expect soon to sink Into one. I love
my country greatly, and Move Its peo¬
ple more. The prosperity of'our coun¬

try and the happiness of Its people that
now are. and of the generations that
are to follow, are the subjects of solici¬
tude nearest my heart. I cannot bear
to sink into that grave without giving
this, my last note of warning. IF THE
COUNTRY WOULD AVOID AGREAT
CALAMITY, LET IT RESTORE
GOLD TO BE THE SOLE STAND¬
ARD OF VALUES. AND THE CON¬
SEQUENT MEASURE OF ALL
TRANSFERABLE COMMODITIES.
Fortify tho. United States treasury
with gold coin, gradually rcplace the
warehouse silver certificates with
treasury notes of all denominations,
from a five-cent to a thousand-dollar
note, based upon And redeemable from
the gold on deposit In the treasury. Is¬
sue low Interest-bearing Interchange¬
able currency bonds.
'This currency would not only have

the gold In the treasury, but all that
sixty-five million people possess, as a
guarantee, for Its redemption. Such an
arrangement of the currency would
constitute tho treasury of the United
States Into a safe Insurance office
against commercial revulsions and
monetary panics. On tl» other hand,
an Illy constituted and depreciated
circulating medium, a dual standard of
values, a redundant. Inflated currency
based on a greatly depreciated silver
coin, such as the "silver cranks desire,
are the she-wolves that will breed and
litter want of confidence.dlstrust.fears,
failures, and punics upon our country,
and disaster and ruin upon our people.
The monetary course now being pur¬
sued is sure to bring disaster as EF¬
FECT FOLLOWS CAUSE. Let the
people be warned of the danger that is
before them."
The temper of conservative manufac¬

turers is indicated by the instructions
recently given to the salesmen of a very
large company whose products have an
International reputation. The manager
having called them together, they ex¬
pected to receive a lesson on the art of
selling, with special reference to the
methods necessary In dull times to secure
more business. Their surprise may be
imagined when they were told the policy
of the company was to sell as little as

possible until further orders, that the
fewer tho sales the more satisfactory It
would be to the management. The ex
planation of this slngulnr proceeding is
found in the fact that the company Is
not disposed t<> take the customary com¬
mercial risks at this time. They believe
In keeping their business under proper
control, and therefore regard existing
conditions as unsafe for carrying nn ex
tensive line of credit. it Is doubtful
whether credits have ever been as se¬
verely questioned as now. The commer¬
cial fabric has been rudely shaken by
war and by panics, lint even then per¬
sonal Integrity and nn established .bus¬
iness reputation counted for something
when credit was asked on purchases.
Now, however, they are not so seriously
considered because of the fear of a gen¬
eral convulsion which may cause whole¬
sale bankruptcy. The word of an hon-
ust man means much even in the midst
of a financial crisis, and great transac¬
tions have often been based on little
more, but It is recognized now that the
best Intentions may be hopelessly nulli¬
fied by the operation of overpowering
influence* created by the menace of free
silver coinage. But while additional
credit Is being severely curtailed, len¬
iency Is fortunately being extended-to
those who are unable.to promptly meet
their obligations. Debtors are not be¬
ing harshly dealt-with, but efforts nre
made to save them from collapse.

If the secret history of the business
houses of the country were to be written.
It Is believed that greater consideration
would be shown to be displayed toward
debtors at his time than ever before.
While it may l>e In accordance with
sound business Judgment to take no fur¬
ther risks, yet mercy prevails In the case
of those who are the victims of this un¬
necessary and unnatural ijeprc^slon, so
that failures are not so frequent ns has
boon apprehended. Tho commercial and
manufacturing Interests are nobly sup¬
porting one another.

Alone and solitary, the bitterness of

hlH heart, welled over, and In the letter,ail crumpled In his stiffened hand, ho
left IiIh dying message, his laat regret,
that he could not weatlnjr the storms of
adversity toAvltnesa tho election of Will-
lain McKlnley.
The letter he loft rends: ;"August 26, ISOG..My name Is Freder¬

ick Mohrmann.On the 17th day of Fob-
wary, 1 I wan born In Tomgo, In tho
province of Hanowr, Germany. on
November 10, IStin, I came to this coun¬
try. I was married on Ma/ f». 1S77. to
Caroline Frogling, a native of IlrunB-
wlck, Germany. .

"Wo lived happily together until April
1,1X0.", when ahe died. 1 tried hard after
that to obtain work and failed. All my
money Is now gone. 1 am sorry for It. 1
have longed to live until election" day.
My dying wish, now that ! am going to
die. Is ii hope that William McKlnley
will recclvo tho biggest majority that
any man running for President ever
received.
"I deeply deplore that T cannot vote

for him. All the effects In my room are
my own. Sufllclent, 1 hope, will bo real¬
ized to burv me lieslde my wife In Lin-
d-n 11111 cemetery. You will llnd »l"ed
with this letter. I now take farewell to
the world.

"FKEDEH1CK MOIICMANN.
Mohrmann was found dead In hi*'

room at 8 p. m. Ho had taken carl»ollc
add. lie bad occupied the name nv»m
In which he was found since the death
of hlsVlfe on April I. 1895.
Since then he has been despondent be¬

cause of his Inability to ^btaln employ-
ment.

, , , ,When Mrs. Mohnnann died her hus-
band gave up housekeeping and rented
the room In which ho was found dead.
He wan a peaceable, sober man. who

had little intercourse .with his neigh-
bors. though he was esteemed by all.

ft was after he buried nls wife that he
lost his position. Lately he did not go
out of his room.

,At 7 a. m. on Thursday morning he
was s-en by Mrs. Anna Garrlty. who
lives In the same houve. going out. ap¬
parently for something to eat. He was
not seen to return. At S o'clock last
night Mrs. Corrlty told hor husband
that something must bo the matter with
Mohrmann. as he had gone out and luiu
not be-n seen returning.
Garrlty and his wife went to the door

of Mohrmann's room and tried to look
through the keyhole, but the key was lu
the door.
Garrlty suspected that something was

wrong, and hastened to the Vernon ave¬
nue police station. A j>olIccman went
to tho houso and the door was broken

^Mohrmann was lying on the floor, ful¬
ly dressed. He was dead, and in h s

hand ho olutch«Ml his last letter, while
on the table nearby wan a bottle which
had contained the cartx>llc ackl he had
swallowed.
