Tim® and time again you
havo heard them declare that whllo pro¬
tection might be a good thing for New
England it waa a curse to U>© west and
south. You know bettor now after hav¬
ing had throe years and a half oxperl-
ence under partial free trade, In vain
did Republican speakers and papers re¬
monstrate against tlils madness, but of
no avail; and so the people gave.it a
trial, wrth what result? Is it not true
that partial free trado has injured us
one and all? Ia it not true that partial
free trade has Injured every interest
and every industry in Woat Virginia?Have not tho people and tho government
grown steadily poorer under its de¬
structive operations? Have not both
producer and' consumer been, injured?Tho southern, In common with all tho
other states, .teadily advanced under
the protective system, if there,was a
difference between them und tho north¬
ern states, and it was in their favor
steadily evory year from 1870 to 1890,
simply because their resourcos were
greater, and their development more
general and rapid.

In August, 188S, eight years ago, I de¬

livered an address before the Chautau¬
qua association of Atlanta, Go., in
which I endeavored, to point out ta the
people of that and other southern states,
the great advantage it would be to their
material interests to sustain and advo¬
cate the protective policy and in that
connection cited the statistics of the ad¬
vancement of the south under the Amer¬
ican protective system as the best pos¬
sible argument for its .continued en¬
forcement.

Rtmukililo Progress of (bo South.
Imposing as lias been 'the progress

from 1STQ to 18S0, tho growth ot the south
from 18SQ to 1S90 is still more remarka¬
ble. and I want la call your attention to
some particulars of it. According to
the statistics quoted by General James
Longstreet. in a Republican speech at
Augusta,-Ga* On the 9th day ot~the
present month, ho said: "Between 1S8Q
and 1S90 the true valuation (not tho as¬
sessed valuation) of real and personal
property in the south increased from
J7.W1.000.000 to $11,534,000,000, a gain of
53.800,000,000. of 60 per cent; whllo the
New England and Middle states com¬
bined only gained 53.900,000. or an in¬
crease of only 22 per ©en t. Tho va'lue qC
farm property, in the south in 1SS0 was
52.314,000.000; in 1S90. $3,1S2,000,000, a gain
of 37 per cent. The Increase in farm
values in all other ueotions was about 30
per cent. In 1880. tho south had 5257,-
244.000 Invested in manufacturing. Ift
1S90, aho had 5639,258,000, a gain of 156
per cent. While the gain of_tho entire
country was about 121 per cent. The
value of the manufactured products o{
the sbuth in 1880 was 5457,454.000. In
1890 it was 5917.r,89.03Q, a gain of over 100
per cent. In 1880 the factory hands In
the south received 575,917,000 In wages.
In 1890 they received 5222,118,000. In 1830
the south had invested in cotton manu¬
facturing 521,976.000; in 1890. 501.100,000,
and now about 5120,000.000. In 18S0, the
south had $3,500,000 invested in the cot¬
tonseed oil industry. It has now more
than 530,000,000 so invested. The rail¬
road mileage of the south has been in¬
creased since 1S80 more than 25.000 miles,
at a cost in building .new roads and in
the improvement of old ones, of over
$1,000,000,000. In 1880 the south made
397.000 tons oC.plg iron. In 1895 it made
1,702,088 tons. In 1890. the soirth's out¬
put of coal was 6.000.000 tons. At pres¬
ent it is at the rate of 20,000,000 tons per
year.

This, my frllow citizens, all occurred
after the so-called "crime of 1873," when
the free coinage of silver was suspended.
No other section of this country, no
other section of the world made such
progress as the south made between 1880
and 1890, AND DURING ALL THAT
PERIOD WE WERE, ON A GOLD
BASIS, ONE DOLLAR AND ALL OF
THEM EQUAL TO TIIE BEST; AT
THE SAME TIME WE WERE UN¬
DER A PROTECTIVE TARIFF POLI¬
CY THAT ENCOURAGED OUR OWN
DEVELOPMENT AND TIIE IN¬
CREASE OF OUR'OWN MANUFAC¬
TURES.
Do you want to turn your backs upon

this policy, men of West Virginia? Do
vou want a return of that prosperity
which you ho signally enjoyed from 18S0.
to 1890. (Cries of "you bet we don't").'
Then, my fellow citizens, the way to ac¬
complish that Is to vote for that party.
not for the Individual.but to vote for
that party that has always stood for
protective tariff and believes In protect¬
ing our own as against all the world.
This, my fellow citizens, has been tho
principle of the Republican party from
the beginning. It believes, that the bus¬
iness of this country must be done with
dollars that arc wortii 300 cents each In
every state-of 'the union, and In every
part of the civilized world. We do not
want n cheap dollar any'more than we
want cheup men. We no more want free
silver than we want free trade. We
want good money and a protective tariff,
and then we want our votes, on the 3rd
of November, to tell* the whole world
that this Is a government of law and a
Kovornmcnt oS Integrity und of un¬
sullied honor.

I thank you, my fellow citizens. fv»r
this call and trust.that the 3rd of Nov¬
ember will record, as your spokesmen
have Indicated, that the electoral vote
of West Virginia will go Into the rteht
column. I will ho glad to meet und
greet you all.

MORE TESTIMONY
That Candidate Bryan Called
Worklngmcn I'ubllc Beggars.

JAMES CAMPBELL MAKES OATH

Jt will be remembered that on the
flrst of tho present month tho Intelli¬
gencer published an affidavit, backed
by. conflrraatory statements, from
Charles Bryant, of Anderson, Indiana,
to the effect that while tho committee
of window giassworkers were In Wash¬
ington-in 1853, protesting to tho ways
anil means committee of the house of
representatives, against tho reduction
of the duty on window glass, In a con¬
versation after the hearing was over,
William Jennings Bryan, the present
free silver candidate for President de¬
nounced tha wage-workers who asked
tor tho duty as "public beggars." They
wero trying to show him how the pro¬
posed reduction would result in a re¬

duction of their wages when ho made
the remark. Tho reduction of the tariff
was made and the reduction of wa£esi
followed. Mr. Bryan contributed his
share toward bringing the window
giassworkers and all other workers to
a condition bordering on beggary,
whether they were public beggars be¬
fore that or not.
The Intelligencer's publication, which

was not only sworn to, but was based
on other equally good authority, cre¬
ated interest In labor circles through¬
out tire country, and when Jlr. Bryan
arrived In Wheeling on the same day
the article was printed, he was inter¬
viewed as to its truth. Mr. Bryan wa3
descrlbod by the Register as reading
'Mr.Bryant'3 swornstatementregarduig
the scene in tho committee room and
quoted his reply that tho official short¬
hand record o£ the proceedings o£ the
committee would show whether the
incident had occurred or not.
This was an evasive answer to tho

charge, and one which was not worthy
of a man who aspires to tha presi¬
dency of the United States. The affi¬
davit distinctly stated that the con¬
versation between Mr. Bryan and the
giassworkers occurred AFT 1'-R the of¬
ficial hearing .was adjourned and. not
during the proceedings of the commit¬
tee, consequently it would not appear
in the official record. Jlr. Bryan knew
this and yet he deliberately turned- off
.the question in tho manner mentioned.
His explanation did not explain.
The Intelligencer-announced in con¬

nection with the publication of Mr.
Bryant's affidavit that other gentlemen
who were present with the delegationstood ready to make oath to the truth
of the statement. Since then several
have dono so. Yctserday tho Intelli¬
gencer received from Mr. Jamo3 A.
Campbell, a fo»iner president of the
National Window Giassworkers" organ¬
ization, and ono of the best known
men liv the labor circles of Amerlca.'the
following additional affidavit, which
conllrms In every particular the state
raents made heretofore:

AnoUxr Affidavit.
'J£ committee, representing ithe Win-'

dow Glasfl Workers' Organizattoa of
America, composed of John P. Eber-
liart, president, A. M. Haramett, treas-
urer, and James Campbell, all of Pitts¬
burgh, Pa., O. L. Cake and John Keal-
ey, of Jcannette, Pa., Charles Bryant,of
Alexandria, Indiana, and Joseph Big-
gins, of Brldgeton, New Jersey, were
sent to Washington in September,1893,
to prate3tv against any reduction of the
tariff on window glass. We produced
.conclusive evidence to any fair-minded
man that a reduction of the tariff
would result in a reduction of the
wages of the workers. Notwithstand-;Jng tho evidence, the -tariff was re-
dueed and a reduction of tlw workers'
wages followed.
W. J. Bryan, now candidate for

Prealdent on the Democratic ticket,was
a member of tho ways and means com-,mlttee at that time, and after the com¬
mittee had adjourned, a manufacturer
who was present, got into a conversa¬
tion with Mr. Bryan and was explain¬
ing to him the .beneficial result that
the people of this country had received
¦under the protective tariff system, and
if the tariff on window glass was re¬
duced. as they proposed, he would be
forced to reduce the wages of the wor¬
kers, which he had no desire to do. Mr.
Bryan looked him straight In the eye
and said: "You are a robber." One of
our committed' spake up and said: "Mr.
llryan, If the employer is a robber,
what arc the working men?" Bo
promptly replied: "You arc public beg¬
gars." One of our committee said:
"We. do not consider it begging to ask
for protection against the cheap paid
labor of foreign countries." Be Raid:
"Nevertheless, you are public beggars,"
and with that, left tba committee
room. The above Is substantially what
occurred after the-ways and means
committee had adjourned.
