- Although Solomon
had the power, he was too wise to es-
tablish a ratlo of 16 to 1. Kings x:21
says: “And all the King's drinking
vessels were of gold and all the vessels
of the house of the forests of Lebanon
were of pure gold. None were of silver.
It was nothing aceounted of In the days
of Solomon.” In TI. Chronieles " ix:20,
very much the same language Is used.
1 Kings x:27: “And the King made sil-
ver to be in Jerusalem as stones,”
Josephus, chapter 8, page 2270 “Hp
also mnde cups ‘of gald and  preclous
stones. for the entertalnment of his
guests and had them adorned in the
maost artistie manner, and he contrived
that all his furniture of vessels be of
gold, for there was nothing then to be
bought with silver; for the King had
many ships which lay upon te sea of
Tarsus. These he commanided o carry
out all_sorts of merchandlse into the
remote nations, by the sale of which
sllver and gold were brought to the
King." Page 228 Josephus says: “He al-
80 urdained  the Egyptian merchants
that brought him merchandise to sell
him a chariot with o pair of horses: for
8ix hundred drachmae of silver, and hé
eent them to the IKings of Syrin and
the Kings that were beyond the Ru-
phrates.” ' It scems by the ‘twenty-
ninth’ chepter of I Chronicles ' that
David left o very large fund from pub-
lle and  private sources, both of guld
and sliver, We dnfer by reading the
account of the bullding of the temple
but little silver was used.
