The study of oratorio Is generally
admitted to bo one of the best means
for obtaining a knowledge and appro-1
elation of the beat music. W. S. B.
Mathews, one of the best known writ-
ors, in an article regarding the devel¬
opment of musical culture In "Music"
for October.

All writers ndmlt that one
of the reasons for the advancement
of music In Germany and t'lsewhere fn
the older countries.

Its reputation as a city of
culture, while in no less a degree has
tho great singing society made the city
of Worcester, Mass., famous. Ann
Arbor. Mich-., a city of less than fif¬
teen thousand inhabitants,has a chorus
of three hundred and fifty voices and
gives annually from four to ten con¬
certs. ending with a magnificent May
Festival. In Detroit and Grand Rapids.
Michigan, In Sprlngfleid. Illinois, and
many other cities, are found successful
societies, while tfw Apollo Club. In Chi¬
cago, and the Ilandel A Haydn Society,
of Boston, have long been famous. The
Intelligence Is pleased to see Wheeling
advancing In this direction. The ofTlccrs
of the? oratorio society have been cho.sen
from men of extended experience and
the advisory committee consists of one
dozen of Wheeling's most tatlu'.-ntlai
business men.
