THE CENTENNIAL
Anniversary of Brooke County is

to be Celebrated

AT mi.SBURG NliXT SPRING.
'I'lin Anniversary li on the ttOtli ot Till*
Mouth, lint the Wellilmrjj People Have
Decided to Defer the Celebration (Jntll
the Spring or'07.'The WellOmrg Coun¬
cil line Already Appointed a Committee.
Other Uodle* win Join.

The centennial anniversary of the
formation of Brooke county Is on Mon¬
day, Just a week from to-day. Early In
the fall It was thought that a celebra¬
tion would tako place, but on account
of the short time It has been decided to
postpone the celebration until next
spring, which will be an appropriate
time, as It was In the spring of 1707 that
the first court was held In Brooke.
Mr. G. B, Crawford, president of the

"Wellsburg town council, speaking of
the proposed celebration, says that the
council has already appointed a cele¬
bration committee, and* ut to-day's
meeting of the Brooke county court,
that 'body will appoint a committee,
which will act In conjunction with the
committee of council. The court will al¬
so probably take the initiatory steps
toward the celebration by fixing the
date and making an outline of the
celebration, which Is proposed to be on
an elaborate scale.
A number of the Brooke county citi¬

zens are talking of forming a historical
society, -which is a move In the right
direction.

WITH THE RAILROADS.
The Royal Blue Line trains on the

Baltimore & Ohio railroad between |
Washington and Philadelphia have at-
,traced considerable attention by reason
of the rapid time they make and the
beauty of the -equipment. No effort has
been made to break any speed rccord3,
yet within the past two or three weeks
some very creditableperformances have
been made by the new Baldwin en¬
gines, ten of which were recently pur¬
chased for service upon these trains.
The' schedule time between Washing¬
ton and Philadelphia is fifty-three
miles per hour and the maximum ob¬
tained Is seventy-five per hour, the lat¬
ter speed being only maintained for
short distances,and in most cases when
engineers are attempting to make up
lost time. Probably the best perform¬
ance of the month was on November
15. Train COT (the Chicago limited),
with engine 1,308, hauling eleven*cars,
the entire train, with the exception of
three cars, being vestlbuled, left Cam¬
den Station, Baltimore, at 7:04 p. m.,
and arrived In Washington at 7:52 p. m.
being a run of forty miles In forty-eight
minutes.

The new Royal Blue trains on the
Baltimore &. Ohio railroad from Pitts¬
burgh to Cincinnati have been fur¬
nished with uniformed train -porters,
whose duty It will be to pay especial
attention to the comfort of ladles and |children.

A new Pir.tscb gas plant is being 1
erected at Pittsburgh for the benefit of
the Baltimore & Ohio railroad, which
has adopted this Jight for its passen-
ger trains.

granger group. The recent unfavorable
gross returns published and the predic¬
tions of continued light exhibits, for
some time to come, based upon the de¬
creased movement of grain were the ar¬
guments advanced in favor of lower
prices. Liquidation was evident In
some Instances and checked a tendency
toward Improvement In other properties.
Some of the low priced figured in the de¬
cline. notably Readily;, Missouri Pacific
and Tennessee Coal. Decided weakness
was also apparent In a few of the usual¬
ly Inactive stocks, on very light dealings,
however. The bank statement was ex¬
ceptionally favorable, showing for In¬
stance an increase of $21,937,000 in de¬
posit. but. In view of the decidedly easier
monetary conditions, exerted no appre¬
ciable influence upon prices. The clos¬
ing was at the lowest of the day at net
concessions, averaging a point.
