reltterated his intentlon to kill himself,

Hls famlly, however, dld not think he |

was serlous in this intention, and did
not: puy much attentlon to his words. .

Sunday morning about 8 o'clock he
went to the stable, near the house, and
thatwas the dast seen of him alive, His
prolonged* ‘absence from the  housa
frightened his father, who Investigated
and found his son lylng in. tho stable,
dead, o bullet hole $n his right temple
and the revolver beside him, telling o
story all too plain and terrible to the
agonized parent.
