To tho Editor of tho Intelligencer.
Kill:.There la n subject before our

cltliens which demands the attention
and Intercut of every Intelligent man
and woman In tlw state.

I speak of the proposed separation of
the schools for tho deaf and blind, 'sit¬
uated nt Itomney, At thesp schools all
deaf und blind children In the state,between the ages of eight and twenty-five, nre educated, as well as clothed
and fed, at public expense. Within the
borders of West Virginia there Is not
grander charity, nor Is there an ln-

so rar from tho great centres of tlwstate, as to bo almost Unknown to a
vast majority of our citizens, and nrethus Injuriously deprived of not onlymoney, but the Interest and sympathyof Intelligent people.In spite of these disadvantages, theyhave been slowly Growing, until theyhave oversowed and are ready to bursttrough their UmltMT boundaries. And
as the time has come when somethingmust be done to provide space for theullllcted children of these two classes,nnd there being no moro room on thesegrounds for buildings, the board of re-
gents has determined to recommend tothe next legislature that tlio two class-
es bo separated, and each have a scltool
of Its own. This Is the policy of al¬
most every state In tho union. As a
matter of economy, tho blind, (beingthe smaller class), are spoken of for
removal, though the board Is not unan¬
imous In thlK, and of course the pointIs one to be settled by tho legislature.
There are now In the Romney insti¬

tution one hundred and twenty-fivedeaf and fifty-one blind. One hundred
and eighty is the outside capacity of
the institution. Besides the one hundred
and twenty-live deaf now present, there
are fourteen absent from temporary
causes, such as sickness In the family
or ill health of the child, nnd there are
twelve on the roll of the school who are
too young, or for other causes aro kept
at home, but who are entitled to school
privileges, and who must be provided
for. This makes the number of known
deaf In the state and now In the school,
or likely to be nt any time, one hundred
and llfty-one.

It can be seen at a glance what
very small margin is left for the
growth of the deaf school should It be
kept in these buildings, and how soon
the state would be again called upon
to solve the problem of acommodation
for her deaf children, while the blind
would have room here for all time, and
yet under energetic,quick-sighted man¬
agement the number of blind children
gathered in would soon All tho build¬
ings comfortably, for the blind require
much more space for their educational
apparatus than the deaf.
Few people realize that there are in

the state of West Virginia to-day up¬
wards of four hundred deaf nnd blind
children of school age. and the num¬
ber of the deaf only exceeds the blind
by about one-third. Another reason
why the deaf should be removed is
that they are so largely educated
through the eye. It Is, therefore, ex¬
ceedingly desirable that they should be
within reach of machine shops, print¬
ing ofllces and the thousand and one
places which "would enable them to see
how the work of the world goes on.
The question of which class Is to be
removed is a serious one, and will
doubtless receive the best attention of
those who will have the matter in
charge.
The question of where the new school

should go is also of great moment, the
place should be healthy and as near
the centre of tlw state as possible. There
Is an appropriation of $2,400 every two
years for travelling expenses, and this
sum is found all too small, because
the present location Is so far from the
centre, some of the children having to
go through two states to reach it. A
great saving could be made by locat¬
ing the new institution on the main
stem of some railroad.
When It comes to the man to be plac¬

ed at the head of the blind school, the
first qualification Is Christian charac¬
ter and integrity, not only on account
of the states funds which he must
handle, but because of tlw far weightier
responsibility of molding the morals of
her children. Being strong on these
points, and on business capacity and
executive ability, the next thing is to
get a wide awake, up-to-date man, eol-
lege-bred. and having those traits
which will not only command the re¬
spect, but tho admiration and afTectlon
of the children.
It should ever be kept before all par¬

ties that these schools are not founded
for the benefit of principals, or teach¬
ers, or oillcers, or-adult, deaf or blind
persons, but are' created and support¬
ed by the tax-paying public for the sole
benefit of deaf and blind children of
school age. Could tlwre be a nobler
object? One that appeals more strong¬
ly .to every kind and generous heart?
Look at these allllcted- little onos,start¬
ing life's difficult race, so hampered, so
handicapped. Do we not owe them tho
best we can give them? They coin"
mostly from the homes of tlw, poor,and
If left uneducated, grow up to'-fnrm one
of the most pitiful classes of paupers.
With the education they receive in these
schooJs, which is manual as well as
mental, they are enabkd ta. start life
equipped for the struggle, and can earn
for themselves, not only the necessities,
but many of the comforts, and even
luxuries of life. ~

There is nothing to be tolerated in
the training of these children, which
encourages, in them, a feeling of de¬
pendence upon charity. With-educa¬
tion of head anjl hand they can. and
must be trained to want to b?~self-re¬
specting, independent citizens. I de¬
voutly trust that this matter may re¬
ceive the thought and interested at¬
tention of our generous public and that
it may be wisely dealt with.

The speculative movement to-day

was almost Identical with tne operations
In stocks for several days past. De¬
cided Irregularity with the downward
trend was noted, but, as usual recently,
the* net changes at tne close were in¬
considerable. In the early trading
strength was apparent«on a fair amount
of commission house orders, and there
was a disposition to Ignore moderate
foreign selling, and a hardening ten¬
dency In sterling exchange. The last
development counted more in the latte
dealings, however, and partly inspired
a reaction in prices. The short interest
appeared inclined to cover, and this
course facilitated the advance, showing
sharp fractional gains in. the grangers,
southwesterns and Sugar. .Realizations
and whort sales started a reaction all
around, upon the publication of the
northwest statement for October, show¬
ing a decrease in gross earnings of
$464,SS5. The strength of the exchange
market was set down to covering of bills
put out prior to eleotlon. Posted rates
were advaAred %o successfully by one
drawer, ana actual figures also moved
up sharply. An easier discount rate in
London later In the day caused a re¬
cession In exchange from the top level.
Declines In some of the specialties were
material, notably in Manhattan and
Leather preferred, -which sold off 1V6 per
cent. In the hist mentioned stock it was
attributed to an alleged less favor¬
able prospeqt regarding dividend action
bv the directors at to-morrow's meet¬
ing. Sugar fell sharply on a report that
the Wllllamsourg refinery -would sus¬
pend operations, but rallied on a denial
from official sources. Toward the close
the market rallied all around and left
off steady at the improvements. The
net changes were irlvial.
Railway bonds were quiet and frac¬

tionally lower. The sales were 51,423,000.
Governments were strong and slightly

higher on investment orders.
The total sales of .stocks to-day were

1G9.44G shares.
Evening Post's London financial

cablegram:
The stock markets were quiet and ir¬

regular to-day. The firmest markets
are those in wnich there has been a re-
cent bear interest; thus, consols and
mines were good, the latter being fa¬
vorably affected by tho.commencement
of the settlement which shows a reduced
account, easy rates and shortness of
stock. Americans were dull and closed
at the lowest, the dullness'being partly
due to the large unexpired options still
hanging over the market.
The money market was distinctly

easier, half a million In Japanese money
was released to-day. but even apart
from that the Indications are In favor
of easier money.
The Paris bourse was steady. The

Berlin market was alw> steady, the de¬
cline In money rates having a good
effect.
