The "Republican municipal primary jelection was held Saturday and the
showing made Is magnlttcent. Never
before was such n large vole polled at
a municipal context for nominations.
Nearly 5,000 votes were oast, about 1.000
more tlian was anticipated by the parly
men who made estimates of the prob¬
able vote, before the primary election
took place. It had been thouflhl 1,200
or 1 M0 votes would be sufficient to
nominate the candidate for mayor
who was fortunate enough to secure

them, but as the accompanying table
-which Rives the details of the vote
In comprehensive form-shows, one
candidate received over 1,300voton and
was over 600 votes behind the gootle-
nmn who carried «»ff the plum.

In
fact, it was smaller than the vote be
was conceded by the other candidates
for the nomination.
For city clerk. the nomination of Mr.

Watklns was considered certain, and
his managers were not surprised at
t!»*> magnitude of his majority oyer
Mr. Leasure. The same Is true of
Captain Bennett. Although his only
opponent. Mr. Johnson, nmdc nn ac¬
tive canvas* It was generally conceded
that Bennett would be nominated and
recelvft the largest majority of the lot.
His vote completely overshadows that
given the other contestant for the
chief of police nomination. There was
a very close light between Messrs.
Norrincton and Crockard for wharf-
master. In which the present wharf-
master came out in the lead by a ma¬
jority upwards of ."00.
The polls opened at 11 n. m. and clos¬

ed at 7 p. in. Early In the afternoon It
was seen that a very large vole was to
bif polled, and in several of the wards
arrangements were made for counting
the vote during the dny. This was done
in the Second, Seventh, Sixth and
Fifth wnrefs. At the other voting
places, the count began after the polls
closed, nnd for this reason the result
was not known In detail after 4 o'clock
yesterday morning. At 2 o'clock a. m.
three ward* were still out. the First.
Third nnd l>olh precincts of the Eighth.
The Third was completed nt. 3 o'clock
and the two precincts in the Eighth
were reported to City Clerk Dnnnen-
herg nt :»:30 a. m. The First ward was
the last to report, coming In by tele¬
phone at 4 n. m.
When the Second. Fourth, Fifth,

Sixth and Seventh wards had made re¬
turns. It was conceded on nil sides that
Mr. Butts had beefi nominated, and
after that It was only a question as to
the size of his majority nnd the Identity
of the candidate who would be second
in the race. Some thought that Squire
Schultze, who hnd carried the Sixth
ward so handsomely, would come out
of the Eighth with enough votes to
wrest sccond place from Mr. Maxwell.
This, however, he was not able to do,
Mr. -Maxwell having 200 more votes
than the Eighth ward candidate.
Throughout the night there wns n

large crowd at the city building, eager
to listen to the returns as they caine in.
When the First reported nt I o'clock,
there were still twenty or thirty of the
faithful on hand, and they were stay¬
ers who would have remained hours
longer, If necessary. Many Democrats
were there, too, nnd all of them were
dismayed nt the size of the Republican
primary election vote. Such a vote as
that of Saturday does not make Dem¬
ocratic chances In the coming election
very bright It Is not considered likely
that the hemocrats will he able to get
out nearly bo large a volo at their
coming primary election.

All of the defeated candidates took
their defeat In good nature and ex¬
pressed their intention to' support the
successful candidates with all earnest¬
ness and loyalty. There Is little or no
had foolin K as a result "f the content
for the nominations.

He left
school early and accepted his first posi¬
tion in a brick yard, after which he
was bellboy at the McLure house. He
loft this position to drive a team, haul¬
ing lirlck from the brick yard. He has
been enptRed In the brick businesseyer
since. He Is one of the best known c/ins¬
tructors In the city, nnd Is a member
of the tlrm of Butts Sz Brltt, bricklayers
nnd contractors. He lias nerved the city
In the first branch of council nearly
nvo years nnd has left a record of
credit in every transaction.

Chief of Poller.Thorn** fl. ltriinrtt.
Captain Thomas D. Bennett was

horn on the present site of the Ma¬
sonic Temple, on Market street, Octo¬
ber 20. 1S47. Be was educated at the
oM Fifth ward school, where he stud-
led until he was ten years old. Be left
school to help support u large family
of sisters and brothers. He went to
work at Hamilton's foundry, where
he was employed until 18f,4. when he
entered the army. He served ns a sol¬
dier until the close of the war. when
he accepted a position as puddler at
the Riverside Iron works. He worked
at this trade until his election ns chief,of police In 1S51. Me served In this en-'
paclty for four years. When ho retired
he went to work at the Riverside and
remained there until he was elected
chief of police again two years ago. Fie
has Riven the city an administration
above reproach, and no police force has
ever Riven greater satisfaction than
the present one.

Charles B. Watkins was born on

Wheeling Island, Ohio county, Virgin¬
ia, on March 10, 1S42, and Is one of the
best known residents of Wheeling.

out he answered his country's call and
went to the front ns a member ofCarlln's battery. 11c was a faithful sol¬
dier and was captured after about two
years' service and held at Belle Islefor some time, lie was honorably dis¬charged and at the close of the waraccepted a position as book-keeper Inthe National bank of West Virginiawhere he remained for over six yearsSince that time he has been book¬keeper for several firm* on Mainstreet. Mr. Catkins enjoys the dis¬tinction of lining the oldest continuousresident living on the Island, and thehouse In which he was born on SouthFront street, still «tands.
