ever compelled to leave before that hour.

cipal points which have been urged in
the daJly papers of-tho city by unfair and
prejudiced writers, who havs ignnrantly
or wilfully indulged, in misrepresentation
of the factj.

In conclusion, those who have charge
of the public library are ladle# who are
conscientious In the dlscharjco of their
duties, and affable and polite to all who
visit the room, arrcl I can only account
for the unmanly attacks made upon
»hcm as the result of personal spite and
malice.

words of kindly cheer during my eftort
inrvle In the court In tho vain endeavor
to recover tho Jlo.COO which, though hon¬
estly won hy me. wa.i na dishonestly
taken from me by the foulest conspiracy
over perpetrated In the annals of pugil¬
ism. I was Induced to commence the
.suit In the belief that the irsxie of fraud
which I charge would be fairly and
squarely met and l was encouraged In
that belief when General Barnes stated
in oourt that he wanted the doors thrown
wide open and wanted this cuso deter¬
mined upon justice.
