tvell assured and the lack of even the
la uce of .» contest for any of the

other nominations was so apparent,
that there was little or no Incentive
for oven an ordinary vote. The well
known fact that the Democratic
strength In Wheeling has been largely
decreased lr. the past tw.» y»-ar.« Is Jo-
tiled. jls a matter of course, but tho facw
renia'Ms just the same, and will bo
deiiiou.«trated In just as convincing a
manrer at tho election in January.

In
other words, he ha:.* all the latitude he
can possibly desire In getting transpor¬
tation at two cents a mile, and the
customer has a first class ticket with¬
out restrictions, at two arid one-fourth
or two and one-half cents a mile. On
the other hand. If the railway com¬
panies made the coupons good direct
to conductor, the "scalper" would not
browse In thin pasture, which looks
very alluring. The Central pnssemrer
committee will "catch on" to this let¬
ting down of the bars In about a week
after the new book Is on the market.
