Th<? earliest Koine residences were

huts fabricated of straw, conical In
shape. closely resembling those which
may be seen to-day here and there in
tho Homan t'amimgna, within which the
shepherds sleep.
A family residence was known as an

Insula or island, corresponding to a

block and covering with its gardou and
h«>bMinings a space of 54,000 square feet
In this space was contained also the
family tomb.
As time went on the poor found «

»»»w.w»»Kliniiiu>ii. which «1-
most r« ach-d. in those early day# when
they were still u recent Invention, tin*
perfectnemr of squalor which they imvv
since attained In our modern large and
advanced cities. They were built ulImost us badly then as they are now.
Their front walls were but it foot and

a hair In thickness and were formed of
sun dried bricks. The 1 nipaten froze In
winter and were roasted in siitnnier.
They Ml from time t-» time, burying

the Inmates In their ruins, crushing to
death the casual passer-by and blocking
up the narrow Streets. It Is relatinl that
the inarch of an army was stayed by
the mass of some fallen tenementhouses.

It has been calculated that, taking the
population of ancient Rome at a million,
179,000 dwelt In palaces and 821,000 In
tenement-houses
The rents wer*»'hlgh. Sub-letting was

in vogue. Middlemen made a good Inclineby hiring houses and sub-letting
rather than living in them.
The buildings were very hl;h."skyscrapers."they lieve been term *d.
The Btreeis were narrow ami. consequently,cold and dark, as the sun's rays

did not penetrate into them.
A fair Idea of the ancient mode of

building houses close together in ancientRome may be obtained from a

study of the more modem home* jn tinsmalland narrow street opening off the
Phtzxa Navona, though the height of the
unofciit buildings .Martial mentions ^00
fct t as not uncommon.wat much greaterthan those now exlst'n.;.
When the Emperor Nero set the city in

n bln*v of tire, three of t!v_* fourteen
wards, or regions, into which it was di

vided,were completely destroyed, sev -n

were so ruined as to require rebuilding,
and yet not a single life was lust in the
conflagration.

In the rebuilding of the city the architectswere directed to build the new
streets In straight llnejs; wooden ceilings
were abolished In the reconstruction of
the houses, and thelr helght wqs llmlte<l
to 60 feet. |It has bji-n supposed that the building
of houses high and close together was a

result of the want of means of locomotion.Vet vehicles that appear to correa|
pond to our modern cabs were not un!common in Rome.
These were called clsia. and sometimes"Hies" from what the Romans

held to be their rapid pace. They were

two-wheeled vehicles and were drawn
by horses or mules: their pace was
about six miles an hour.
Recent excavations have revealed the

w h> ivabouts of the cab stands.
Sedan chairs.the lectlca.carried by

porters. or lecticarl, were in common use
within the city.
The streets were noisy with the vociferationsof ambittatinu merchant*. The

passvis-b> were bored and annoyed by
Itinerant match-sellers, and the vendorW
or DOJieu jifaa unu dpuih. » « » ivu*

Itraiiuis for tlir Slrndy Drtrrlorntlou of

I lie Kelt .Hoi.

Nothing can be more pathetic than the
steady deterioration und final obliterationof a race or nation. This thought is

suggested by some startling statistics,
recently published, relative to the declineof the American Indian. The last
annua! report of the secretary of the interiorpresents a rather pleasing picture
of the gradual education of the Indian In
the arts, customs and habits of civilized
life, says tin* New York Mall und Kx

Tlx. u<n»r.mf.ntM /if H.'VtM'Ill VP-

iigious organizations seem to warrant
the belief thai a goodly number of Indianshave been, and are still being won
over t» Christianity. It lj» no doubt true
that some bad Indians have become
Rood Christians and useful citizens. But
this fact does not affect tho stutemenc
that the American Indian Is disappearIng.
The latest chapter in the history of

this picturesque race will soon be recorded.They long ago passed the zenith
of their days, and are sinking beneath
the horlxou. Their council Area have
been extinguished upon out mountains,
and their wigwams. ence so numerous
upon our plains, arc things of the past.
They have seen the dccay of their power
and the eclipse of their glory. They have
suffered the usurpation of their natural
rights, and th»* appropriation of their
domal't. They have become outcasts
front the land of their fathers and fugitivesfrom the hand of conqiiest. To
the average surviving Indian the present
Is full of bitter memories, and the future
affords no prospect but that of extinction.An old chief said a few years ago
when visiting Washington. "You will
cease to persecute us. for we shall cease
to exist." This wan the language* of
prophecy, Inspired by the shades of his
ancestors.

facilitate the declension and exterminationof the Indians. They are remarkablytenaClOua In adhering to the
traditions and superstitions of their race
Indeed, their attachment amounts to
reverence. They r"fl<4nt their fate and
thus hasten their doom. Then their Indolontandunprovrettslvo habits: their
ignorance of thecompetitive and stimulatingcontests of civilized lifm their
lark ordinary mutation.and uivii u:ter11 <1 lltcrcnr:- to the ease and luxury of
moderu socl'-t.v, contribute to their rapid
extirpation.
