Foresters must work In harmony,
not only In the sale of thelr products,
bul ms well In the mutual protection of
thelr holdings. Let every man burn
the brush In February or March over
the aren from which the timber haw
been cut, and the great iheentive to
use the torch will be removed. Then
Insist on a wise state policy that will
glve the necessary proiection nnd also
require o careless nelghbor to be
mindful! not only of his own good, tut
of those about him,

1 want to tell u short story—and o
true one—out of the history of an ed-
ueational Institution In a sister sinte,
In 1792 Yale collegn was In desperate
nemd of money. The war had seriously
cripipled Ita resources. It had been liv-

4 Ihg from hand-to-mouth and running

In debt., Bear In mind that the Yale
of that day wan an institutlon with o
history of ninety years of useful and
honotable service, but that its chief
work had been the education of young
men for the ministry of the Congrega-
tional churelh, Nor was It so well
equipped for general oullege work aos
Ils Bethany college to-day, In  thelr
financial trouble the authorities and
friends of Yale appealed to the Con-
necticut leglslature, A grant of muney
to instre the continuance of the col-
lege was made on condition that
theneeforth the governor of Connectl-
cut should be ex-officlo & member of
the Yale corporation.

Now, did those Connecticut leglslo-
tors net wisely or otherwisely in ap-
propriating a few thousand dollars to
ward off threatened desteuctlon from
an honoted  Institutlon  of “learning?
Speaking for mysell, a8 a ‘nazive-born
woodelt nutmeg,” 1 am. bound to take
off my hat to the far-sighted wisdom
of the legislature of 1782 Look at the
matier merely in the way of dollars
and cenly, Durlng all the veara of the
eontury since that sppropriation wasg
made, Yale has contliusd to recelve,
in the words of Its quaint old charter,
Sthe benefactions of liberal and plonsty
digposed persons,” until I8 endowments
In lands, bulldings. books, scientific
colieotions und lnvestsd funds, fool up
many milllons of dollars, The latedt
eatalogue containg the names of nears
Iy twenty-five hundréd students, and
o ‘conservative estimate of the amount
of motiey brought to the state annually
by the college, directly and indirectly,
Is 31000,000, Was there ever an appro-
printion of public meney that yielded
handsomer relucns?

From a mere business point of view,
hose legislatora of w past cenlury
showed themsnives veritable Yankees
Moreover, when one contemplates the
beams of educational and Intellectual
light and power which hnve streamed
out across the continent und over thy
world from the nld college amid  the
elms, It wonld seem (o huve béen o
pity Indeed It denominational Jedlousy
and a narrew view of elvie study had
killed the “bil for the rellef of Yals
college' In 1782,

S0 much for the history of a paraliel
case; now, Just o word as to the ques-
tlon ow denominationallsm. Whatever
Bethiany may have been In the past,
she Is now something more than o de-
pominational school. Bhe 18 a college of
{the NHberal arts and  sgclences, where
men and women are secking (o know
and teach the truth without any kimd
of a depominational labek on It or
atring to It The fac: that at least two
Bethany professors, In charge of im-
partant depariments of college work,
are members of churches In denoml-
nattons other than that foundsld by
Aexander Campbetl ought to be evi-
dence enongh that denominationallsm
Is not rampant in the governing bhody
of the college. 1L I8 true that many
young men at Bethany are preparing
10 enter the ministry in the Christlan
church, In the same way they are he-
lng propared ln the University of Chi-
eagn, the Unlversity of Michigan and
the University of Californin. These in-
stitutlons are not for this reason, dub-
