placed In the vault of the county
clerk'* office. "Cltlaen's" card I* a palpableeffort to Intimidate the member*
of the board and thereby prevent them
from dotal their duty. A* a member of
the board favoring the proportion, I
desire to re*ent the unju*t criticism Id
'CltUen'*" card, a* well a* In the newtpaper*generally. I would not object
to fair opposition by tbo*e who oppoie
thla or any other public meaiure Involvingthe expenditure of public money,but It 1* not fair opporitlon to Insinuatethat there has been a corrupt
"bargain." "collusive bid*" and "ahady
deals." In other words. It seema to me
eminently unfair that bad faith would
be Imputed lo members of the board of
commissioner* because they favor what
they conceive to be a proper public Improvement.Such publlcatlona preaent
no argument, but consist merely of unjustabuae of public officers, and I dealrethose who have Indulged In that
kind of publication to underatand that
there I* at leaat one member of the
board of commissioners who cannot be
made to abandon wlut seem* to him
the proper course In this matter, by
threat* coming from an Individual .who
aaaume* to speak for the whole public.

I believe the majority of the citizen*
are In favor of thla improvement as
they are In favor of every step towards
keeping up with modern advancement.
All-mniWn »uiuilHi am flttetl lin

with the kind of shelving and cases
thst we propose to»put In the county
clerk's vault. Recently the wooden materialhss been taken out and replaced
by this kind of material In the clerk's
offices of the counties of Marshall, Taylor.Wood, Pleasants, Doddridge and
Mercer. The recent session of the legislatureappropriated $10,000 to do the
same -thing In the auditor's office. The
Exchange Bank, the City Bank and the
German Bank have done the same
thing; Indeed, It Is being done and
ought to be done throughout the countrywherever valuable papers are kept.
Unquestionably metallo vault fixtures

reduce the chances of our public recordsbeing destroyed by fire, and moneyspent in thjLt direction Is well spent,
because the loss of these records would
be Irreparable. Should a fire destroy our
court house or should a fire take plac**
In the vault and by the burning of the
wooden file cases and shelving, destroy
the records, then 1 presume "Cltlsen"
and the local press would criticise the
board of commissioners for negligence,
as severely as what is called extravagance,Is now criticised.
Why was there no criticism on the

score of extravagance when the board
of commissioners expended $100,000 for
a new Jail; when they gave away to a
New York syndicate $300,000 to build,
five miles of railroad and & bridge;
when they gave $150,000 to the PennsylvaniaRailroad Company to build the
"Pewlky"; when they abandoned the
old court house and bought the new
one? Nearly a million dollars of the
public money expended within twenty
years and not a word of criticism.
Now because we propose to spend

$4,000 for the safe keeping of public records,which millions would not replace
if destroyed, we are to be abused and
our honesty to be questioned. What
we propose to do is to expend at present
$1,768 for new cases absolutely necessaryIn the clerk's vault, with money
saved by the court house and jail committeeout of this year's appropriation,
and to ask for an appropriation for
next year to enable us to complete the
work at a total cost of about $4,000.
This Is strictly in accordance with Mr.
McGregor's motion made at the las:
meeting of the board. We have bids
from three competing firms, two of
whom were attracted. It seems, by the
newspaper notices. We propose to let
the contract to the lowest bidder and
