LONDON, Buckingham Palace, June
N —The last of the jublles processlon
I out of sight, the roar of cheersa that
mark {ta course up Constitution hill
tells the Leginning of the story of the
queen among her pecple, while the ar-
tillery {n Hyde park, by a royal salute
of sixty guns, are thundering the fact
to walting thousands elsswhere, The
quéesn had actually started and the
hedrts of thousands of insurance pevple
and  members of Lloyd's beat mare
placidly as they remembered the pro-
miums of five mlllions of dollars that
had besn wagered with them whather
or not her majesty would start,

The procession was pmctically in
thres wsections aa far as St Paul's,
thotgh the last twa en route to the ca-
thedral were consolidated as they moved
into Plecadilly. The first 1o take up
position was the Colonial procesalon,
formed on the embankment and moved
vis the Mall, thence past the palace,
where here majesty viewed 1t from a
window vver the routs to St. Paul's. The
march began at 845 and the great cor-
tege proved a welcome rellef to the wait-
Ing multitude. Clos¢ upon the band
came a portlon of the ploturesque narth-
wesl maunted police a8 escort to the first
:'Iunlui premler, the Hon, Wiltred Lau-

er.

ARTIFICIAL NOSE

Of Meal Floh-NRemarkabls Operation

Performed by Now York Sargeons.

NBEW YORK, June 22.—Burgeons Ia
Bellevue Hoepital have added to thelr
st of nccomplishments by making a
woman's nose to order. The extraor-
dinary operation was performad In 15
minutes, and the patlent will return to
her home In o few days.

Mra. Sophin Galderer, of No. 25 Dart-
lett street, Brookiyn, has the satisface
tion of figuring in this feat of modern
surgery, M. Galderer two weeks ago
had rio nose, She has one now that Is
sald (0 be quite as useful and of aa
goixd an appearance as the nasal mem-
ber with which nature endows the aver-
age person. Tho wration, I am told,
wan performed under the direction of
Dr. Joseph D. Bryant, former Presi-
dent Cleveland's family physician.

Mra Galderer, whose husband is o
machinist, enme to this country Mur
yenrs ago from Austria, She long has
wuffered from necrosis of the bones In
her nose, She went to several hos-
pltals  In  Hrooklyn and this olty
bt could get only temporary rellef.
She went (o Bellovue hospltal in May.
at Dr. Bryant's suggestion. Her nose
then had almost entirely dimappeared,
and she readily agreed to trust the sur-
geons to make another nose for her

The operation was performed on Mon-
day, June 7. Tt wan the first of the kind
to be underiaken In Bellevue hospital,
and has wiracted the attentlon of many
surgeons, In the presence of severnl
eminent surgeons Mmm, Galderer was
placed under the Influence of ether,and
Dr, Bryant directed the work of mak-
Ing n new nase for her.

An (nelston wus made, beginning at
the base of the nose and extending on
an oblique lne an inch and & quarter
outward an the eheek. Another incis-
fon was made one Inch below the first
ane, The skin and tissue to the thick-
ness of nosixth of an inch then wae cut
away from the cheek. These operations
were duplleated on the other slde of
the face,

On the raw surfaces thus exposed
the surgeans grafted flesh taken from
another part of the patient's body.
This fesh resembled n nose In shape,
arul nostrils were arranged for by tho
ingertion of two sliver tubes, The new
organ wan carefully encascd and has
been developing eatinfactorily.

Pefore M. Galderer loaves the hos-
pitol pleces of skin will be taken from
other parte of her body and engrafted
on the surface of the new nose. A soon
as this heals the patient will ba ready
to return home, the possessor of o very
satlafactory nose,
