PITTSRURGH, Pa, July 20.—Legol
proceedings are to be taken ngalnst the
marching coal miners unless they dis-
pand and go to thelr homes, This was
decided on this afternoon and Sherlft
Harvey A. Lowry will be cxpected lo
gee 1o It that the assemblages are dla-
yanded, While the muarches on the
mines of the New York Gas Coal Com-
pany have not been as effective as the
minera’ oficlaly could wish, it 1s evi-
dent that the marches are making an
impression on the employes of the com=
pany. To-day thers was postad In  tho
viclity of the ‘Turtle:Creek, Sandy
Creek and Plumn Creck mines, a prec-
tamatlon [asued by the sheriff, coem-
munding that all persons ghall rofealn
¢rom nasembling or congreating on the
publio highways or thoroughfares ot
Alegheny county or Interfering with
the peace. All are commanded to re-
tire to thelr respective homes or places
of residence, or be dealt with according
w0 law.

President Patrlek Dolan was  osked
what he thought of the proclamation.
He mald he d1d not care how many proc-
lamations were lssued, so long as  the
peace was kept, which, he sald, It was
intended to do. He expressed himselt
gs having no fear,

A meeting was held  this morning,
whicl was addressed by Distriet Presi-
dent Patrick Dolan.  He went over
about the same ground an was coversd
tn his lust speech, and added that all
Jabor organizations In  the country,
with the exception of the Brotherhoad
of Locomotive Englneers, was with the
miners in thelr strike, He made an at-
tack on this onler, saying that, owing
1o the Inronds of electrle rallways and
other means of rapld tranall, the wages
of the englneers would drop sponer or
later, and then they would be nsking
agslstance from other organizations,

In other portlons af the district strike
matters are qulet. Thoe s 1
awalting with anxlous Interest the re-
sult at the DeArmitt mines, The own-
¢ of the Castle Shunnon mine have de-
clded to close thelr plant until the pres-
ent differences in the coal trade nré nd-
Justed.

Tranble Feared,

At midnight It looks as though the
gherift's proclamation would be the big-
geat factor In bringing about trouble in
the viclnity of the DeArmitt mines,

To-nlght & meeting of strikers was
held at Oak HOD and (¢ was declded €0
piy no mtention to the sherif's proc-
Lamation as It was comilder=d to be an
outrage. At the mesting, It s reported
that President Dolan, M. P. Carrick and
other leaders told the men that the
mandade of the aherlft was unjust and
ecoulldl not be enforeed., The result of
the moeting wasa that thres mectlngs
were arranged for, one nt mtdnight, one
aut 2. m, and another at 4 o, m,, and
the men are now marching through the
Turtle Creok reglon In three divisions to
reach thelr meeting places, The differ-
et times wore chosen for the mestings
as the best thne to cateh the workl
miners when changing shifts,  Bxclte-
ment 1s runndng high, and if the night
passes without w conflict between  the
atrikers and deputies, it will be consld.
ered mlmost o miracle,

The deputles at the DeArmitt prop-
erty number one hundred and twemty-
five, the mojority of whom are at Tur.
tle Croek pud Bandy Creek, Twenty-
five depullen aro distributed along  the
company's rallvoad  botween  Turtle
Creok and Oak HitL 1t W expeeted the
troubls, It it comes,, will ocour on this
rallroad about 4 n. m,, when the com-
pany's traln comen down from Oak HIil
to guther up the workmen to take them

BINGULAR ACCIDENT,

Mallway Employes Meet Death tu & Tan=
nely Being Overcomo by Foul Alr.
Speclul Digpateh to the Intelligencar,
CHARLESTON, W. V., July 0—A
fearful nceldent occurred In Lewls (un-
nel, about Afty miles cast of Hinton, yes-
terday evenlng, about 7 o'clock, In which
Conductor Edward Bray loat his life, and

tjhrnu others are In a precarlous condl-
tlon,

A west bound frelght traln  stalled
when about half way through the tun-
nel.  Conductor Hray stumbled out of
the eaboose, wnd started for the englne
to find out the trouble. He was over-
come by the gas and fell in a stupor,
When the train cleared the tunnel and
Hray was missed by the ather members
af the erew, nogearching party contlsting
of eonductors Sam Hamilton and_ Ed
Womack and fireman Thomas Daln-
wood went back n the tunnel to look tor
him, and ns soon ns they struck the foul
alr they were also overcame,

The engineor after walting a reagon-
able time and not hearing from them
cut hig englne loose from the traln an
wtarted back to look for the crew,

Humlilton had fallen neross the track
and was struek by the englne, breaking
his back. The engineer suceeedsd In
leading them on the engine together with
Hray, and brought them out. Hray dled
In nbout five minutes after he wid ros-
cued, They were all brought to their
homes In Hinton last night. Hamiltos
wis still alive this evenlng, but it is not
thought he can lve, Dulnwood and
Womack will recover,

W, Mason, of Marion County,

RESTRAINING THE ORGANIZERS

From Interfering with Employes
of the West Fairmont

AND MONONGAH COAL MINES.

The Fall Text of the Conrt's Dealston in
Granting the Greatly Exp 1 Tem=
perary Fujupetion, which the Oficials
afthe Unlied Mine Workers and Other
Teaders Claim ia too Uread In 18 Seope,
Reatrieting Frea Specch and Otherwise
Abrldging Thelr iights as Cltizeus,
What the HUL of the Plalutir lecltes.
Judge Masou's Exhaustive fleview of
thie Case and Anthorities Clted.

FAIRMONT, W, Va, July 30—The
Injunetion granted by special Judge
John W. Mason of the Marlon county
court, restraining Eugene V., Dobs and
othera from Interfering with the em-
ployes of the West Falrmont and Mo-
pongah Conl Companies, has been the
pubject of much controversy of lote, The
labor leaders claimed that (18 scope wos
too brond, and that it abridged the
vested rights of cltizens. In view of
these controversics the full oplnon of the
court 8 subjoined:

“West Falrmont Conl and Coke Com-
pany ve, Eugene V, Debs, et als, bill for
Injunetion,

This 1s a bill fled by the West Fale-
mont Coal and Coke Company, asking
that an Injunction be wwanded by this
court, enjolning and restraining thie de-
fendunts named In the B wnd thelr
confederates, co-consplrators and asso-
clates from In any manner interfering
with the employes of the plaintif now
In its employ, and from In any manner
Interfering with any person who may
deglre to enter the employment of the
plulntift by use of threats, personal vio-
lenee Initimidation or by any other
means caleulzted to torrorize, wlarm in-
timidate or plaee in fear any of guch
employes In any manner or form what-

QVer,

The blll alleges among other things
that he plaintift s a corporation or-
ganized under the laws of and doing
business In the state of West Virginla
with Its principal place of business in
Marlon county; that it owns and op-
trntes two conl mining plints in the
ecounty, ong known as the ‘shaft' and
the other as the New England mines,
both sltunted near the town of Falrs
mont; that the plainti usually employs
n lnrge number of men; that 1ta mines
produce o large quantity of conl apd It
ships the sume by rall 1o eastern, west-
vrn and northern markets; that It man-
ufnctures largo quantities of coke; that
the sald mines furnish employment 1o
o large number of men including ecoal
miners, drivers, coke workers und those
otherwise engnged In and oabout the
mines; that o lnrge number of men are
now ot work In and about the sald
mines; that they desire to contlnué to
work; that n number of the defendants
have recontly como Into this stade and
nre now among the sald coal minors so
engaged In minkg coal and laboring in
and about the mines, for the purpose of
forming o confederation, combination
and congplracy in and among the em-
ployes of the sald eoal mines, the object
of which g to Inaugurate and  bring
nbout aetrike among the sald employes.

Conapiracy Alleged,

The plaintift further nlleges among
other things thet certaln of the defend-
ants known as ‘organlzers’ are forming
combinations and consplracies, the ob-
Jeet nnd purpose of which is to induce
all of the employes of Lhe plaintiff to
quit work and thereby stop the mining
of eonl and the manufncturidg of coke
by the plalntiy, and to stop the ship-
ment of coal and coke to plaintiffs vo-
rlous customers; that the plaintiff has
contracted with various parties in dif-
ferent states of the unlon to farnish
them with quantities of conl nl eokey
thit sald contriuets are now bolng filled
and many remoin unfulfilled; thot it is
the duty of thie pladintdff under sald eon-
tracts to furnish the 1l coke dal-
Iy, or at whort intervals, and that the
plaintift has heretorfore besn nhle to
fuliill Its many  contracts by mining
and shipplng coal to Its varlous cus-
tomers in pursuance of sald contracts,

cAnd plnintdn alleges that Af it be
provented from mining eoal In (ts sald
mines and shipping the same in fulfill-
ment of It controots, and I8 provented
from mining coal and manufacturing It
Into eole and shipping the same, that
the dimage to plalntiff resulting thers-
from will be frreparable for the reagon
that it will be prevoted from fulfiiling

SHOOTING AT SCOTTDALE

NonsUnlon Men Incensed by Jeers Fire
tnto & Crowd,

BCOTTDALRE, Pa., July 30~WII ex=
eltement prevadles at 10 o'elock to-night.
