] " and ptruck him on the head with it, in-
| flicting serlous Injury. Ty this time
1,000 men and women had jolned  the
| crowd, They came from Venetla, 8now-
den, Calamity and Finleyville. The dep-
| utles slowly made their way 1o Orange-
ville, taking ull of the Insults and inju-
I rieg, but never firing & shot, They fi-
nallytook refuge in a vacant house, fol-
lowed closely by the mob, which quickly
surrounded the bullding and threaten-
od to burn It.

Fioally one of the strikers approach-
ed the house with a flag of truce and a
conference was held, The deputies were
ordered to leave the town, and after a
short. parley declded to do so, They
] oemerged from the honse o badly seared
Int of men, and walklng between the
aopened ranks of the strikers started for
Custonville. Almost every man in the
posoe wits cut and bleeding and several
were seriously burt. One had his right
hand almost severed by o sharp stone,
A the defeated deputles ran the guant-
lot, they were greeted by hisses and
¢orses and ridicule. The strikers then
closed behind them and marched them
to tho station, where they took the tralf
for Washington, Pa.

NEW FLYING MACHINE

Chicago Man Clalms o Have Solved the
Aerinl Navigation Prohlem,
