CHARLH6TON. W. Va., Nov. 18.Tli-Kf-i-uhlican state administration has

been bitterly censured by (lie Democratic
prt*A for lis leniency towards W. E.
Chilton, laLe Democratto secretary of

state. It was their purpose If possible,
to leave the Impression in the minds of

the pet^ple, that Governor Atkinean, Secretaryof State#Dawson and Auditor La
Foliette are responsible for the delay in

securing what is due the etate. It was

trumped up for use in nert year's campaign,but when the true facts come to

lipht. they will be sorry that the unjust
criticisms ever appeared. Mr Chilton's
shortage was known over a year ago, in
fact, it was notorious In political circles
during the campaign last year, but In deferenceto Mr. Chilton and thinking, perhaps.he might be able to liquidate the
amount, nothing was said about It.
When tiie report oi ui» suuru^o

exploded here soma tims ago by the
leading Democratic paper, the Gasette,

I the organ of Col. John T. McGraw, the

board of public -works, which ts oomIposed of the governor, secretary of state,
auditor of the state and treasurer, met
nml decided to investivats Mr. Chilton's
book*. Mr. Kendall was delegated to

perform Uio duty and at the meeting
Saturday, he presented the following report.which was unanimously accepted:

"I have made a careful investigation
of all the available records and documentswhich shed any light upon the
financial condition of W. E. Chilton, late
sncretary of eta to, and beg to submit the
following report:

'I find that the money which comes
into the state treasury from the secretaryof state is derived from three
sources, namely: Initial license tax on

charters and certificates of incorporation;
rale of books and tax on state seal. By
far the largest of these Is the first named.
Our statutes require Chat 'this should be
paid directly to the auditor, but rho universalpractloe has been to pay It t<» the
secretary of state. An examination of
the books in the treasurer's office shows
that Mr. Chilton has made payments on

this account aggregating JG6.4CO. The
memorandum attached to his last payment,namely, $1,6*0, on March 3, 181*7,
reads as follows, 'Balance on Inftial tax
»n charters and certificates of Incorporationto and Including June 30, 1896.'

MANY INACCURACIES.
"This amount would very nearly comparewith the smount with which he

charged himself in his first report to the

auditor. But a careful examination revealsvarious inaccuracies and discrepanciesin these reports. In the report of
the first half year 1894, there is a mistakeof 11,000 In the footings. This

"On comparing these reports with the

records In the office of the aecretary of
elate. I find that the following corporationsfailed to appear In Mr. Chilton's
re port. (Mr. Kendall here numerates

Chilton's report aa domestic and with
wMeh he has charged himself but 310
each, when the record# show that they
are foreign and consequently must have
