senting themselves to get along credit-
ably with thelr classes, Parents should
co-operate with the teacher, In trying
to correct both evils mentloned, especi-
ally the latter, for It fa a great deal
worse for the pupll to be sbsent than to
be tardy,

There {8 & complaint often heard that
our schools are not'preparing our boys
and gpirls for the business of life, that
they are not tauglt to think, ete, ete.
While we may be foreed to admit that
fome of our boys and girls do not learn
to think while pt schonl, It Is because
they do not remaln long enough at
school. The graduates of our échools
iare young men and women who as &
class, rank among the very hest young
people of the eity, and as thinkers will
compare very favorably with those edu-
cated at private schools. Our puhlic
schools are to glve an education that
wlll enable the reciplents to sueceed
well In 1fe, even if they fall to get any
mare school training, and they will glve
It, If the boys and glrls remain long
enough in school to reeelve It  They
also lay the very best foundation that
can be lald for a higher education.

Rev, J. L. Sooy, pastor of Fourth
etreet M, E. church, last night delly-
ered the fourth of a series of sermons
to young men. .gils text waa the fifth

: nop thy father and
mother,' and he Ustened to by o
very large col tion, y

Dr, Booy compared youth to the May
time of the year, and sald the entrance
of & young man or young Woman L_u._to
life was the Important step of thelr
llves; it prefaced what wes to follow;
It was to be or not be a noble man, to
be or not to be s noble womun, The
young man or young woman who went
out Into the world, following the injunc-
tions of father and mother would pever
go wrong, They seemed, however, Lo
chafe under the wholesome restrainis
of home, But oulside of the Christian
religlon was “honor thy fother and
mother obeyed.” The heathen children
don't need to be commanded to do It
they defer to old age with commend-
able respect,

Dr, Booy condemned the habit some
young men have of referring to their
father as the “old man,” or "the govers
nor," and he scored the hablt In strong
words,  Ipcidentally, he related the
pleasure {t gave him once of hearing o
young man beg permission of his
father, using the familiar term ot “dad,"
and was nop ashamed of it, although on
the deck of the boat where the incident
occurred, a seore of people Were Within
hearing distance. Garfleld's love for
his mother and his demonstrations of
It were also warmly eulogized by the
wpeaker,

He referred to a forelgn writer, and
gald there wos much teuth in lis char-
acterization of the Awmerlcan boy, It
was sald of him by the forelgner that
the American boy spends most of his
time  smoking or chewing whep
“the old man aln't eround,” thinking
It great honor to whip thelr school
teacher; thinking that thelr father and
mother are reservoirs of mdhey and
furnishings for them, And another de-

lorable feature of the boy's wake up
a that he 15 ashamed to be seen with
hils sister; he thinks it {sn't manly,

Not only ghould the father and mother
be honored while they are living, but
also after thelr gray hgirs are borno
to the grave. Thelr teachings should
be honored by the children as long as
thelr ehildren Hve, (It ds true that the
promise made by (od that the man's
fdays will be long in the land, If he obeyn
the fifth commundment. It Is just oa
trun us the promise, "Come all ye heavy
laden, and L will glve you rest.” Ie-
ward a8 promised will surely follow the
observance of this commandment, The
boy with fillal plety will nécome & pros-
perous man. Heeding the home teachs
ings, he will become o good eltizen.
The obedlont boy, obedient at home and
at school, will be obedlent to the laws,

“Agk the conviet behind the l;lriunn
walls what brought him there' sald
Dr. Sooy, “and he will go back to the
time when he was a dirobedlent boy,
In every case he will trace it to dis-
obadience, In many cases, if not al-
ways, b man who hag trouble with his
boy, will tell you that when he was o
hoy he was disobedient to hus father,
Oh, disobedience Lo Your parenis goes
out with you through the yeara, And
1he father's and mother's blessings will
hover over you like Laloa of lizht
What a blight to leave Your homes,
yoUng min or YOung woma, With your
mother's curse.”
