Well Known Citizen Loses His
Right Arm in an Accident

ON WHEELING & ELM GROVE

RAILROAD AT WHEELING PARK
STATION — THE TRAIN HAD
STARTED AND MR, LOUIS ¢, §T1-
FEL, THE VICTIM OF THE ACCI-

Last evening st 5:30 o'clock & shock-

surance Compuny,

My Blfel left town an the b o'elock
mutar of the Wheellng & Elm Grove
road, Intending to get oft at Wheeling
Park stptlon and walk to the home of
My, William Stamm, a few rode away,
where “Grandmother Stamm was hiy-
ing a birthday celebration. When the
motor  stopped at the park statlon,
through some  misunderstanding  Mr.
Hilfel dd not alight from the rear car
In which he was seatcd.  When the
traln started from the station, he hur-
rled to the platform with the {ntention
of Jumping off, The conductor, Wilson
Smith, saw what he itended dolng and
eried o Bm that he would stop the
train,  Mr, Btifel dld not hear and
Jumped off. On allghiting on the ground
on the upper side of the starion, he be-
came Nustered and falled to release his
Lold on the ear rall. The train was
moving with some rapldity at this time,
and the upfortunste man wus thrown
down. Unfortupately his arm was
thrown under the wheels, which passed
over [t both above and below the elbow,
badly vrushing the member,

As oo as possible the train wos stop-
ped and the shocked trainmen and pas-
sengers hurrfed to the spat where Mr.
suifel hud fallan, Willing handw neslgt-
el him to his fest and, notwithstand-
Ing his serious and extremely palnful in-
furles, he walked to the Stamm house
A soon us  porsible phyesiclans were
eilled, A consultation was  held In
which nlx medicil men participated and
the result was that they determined
tht nmputation wis neceseury, Ac-
cordingly at 7:00 o'clock the Hmb was
amputited Just below the shoulder, Mr,
Htifel way sultering intensely last night,
but it Is not thought that his injurles
are more thin serlous,

The news of the accldent gpread over
the clty last night In a remarkably ghort
time, and there was a gencral expres-
slon of sympathy with the unfortunate
man, Who enjoys the universal estesm
of his Lownsmen,
