The banks have gained
heavily In cash and deposits, and the
surplus reserve Is $8,475,823 larger than
seven days ago. The statement Includes
the dividend period covering the first of
the year. "What this means is ehown in
the fact that the clearings for the week
In New York exceed one thousand mil¬
lion dollars. The expansion of $10,528,-
000 in deposits and the gain of $l«,107,000
cash, represent the payment of interest
which have been made. Part of the. In¬
crease, however, can bo attributed to the
Interior movement, which is bringing
$2,000,000 into New York every week.
This money was first attracted by the
temporary high rates prevailing, but its
return from this time on will be a purely
normal operation. xThe reserves of the
New York 'banks for years past have
been swelled from January -well Into the
spring season by Interior remittances,
the expansion being icgulatcd by cur¬
rent business'conditions. There Is no
reason for believing that this movement
will be lesa now than in former years,
and the only inference is that money will
be easier. As the trade balamt In favor
of the United Slate6 seems to be gi owing,
it would not be strange If the Invest¬
ments in srerHng exchange now approxi¬
mating $20,000,000 were Increased. This,
however, Is dependent solely on the
course of money rates abtoad. The
Bank of England's reserve Is lower than
for years but as a heavy Inc. ease Is usu¬
ally made after the beginning of the
year, It looks as it money In Europe la
following the same course as In the
United States. In that case the surplus
funds of this country will have to seek
domestic channel-* for employment. It
need not be repeated that \t will neces¬
sitate a most favorable business outlook
to absorb the full total of the money now
available. The fact that the treasury is
getting on a self-sustaining basis may
relieve the situation somewhat by top¬
ping the steady stream that has been
pouring into the market because of con¬
tinued deficiencies. Another factor Is the
gradual withdrawal ot government de-
posisls now In New York banks. The
demand for loans Is Increasing also and
will operated to steady rates.-
BONDS AND STOCl' QUOTATIONS.
