CHICAGO, Jan, 20.—The Inter-slate
Joint convention of bltuminous coal op-
crators and miners eame to'an end at
10 o'clock to-night.. The miners were
Jubliant over the results of thelr ten
days' sesslon, for It means to nearly
100,000 soft coal miners an advance of
ten cents per ton and o uniform day of
ecight bours at uniform wages, . And the
operators  congratulated  one another

with & victory over themselves.
The following are the resolutlons
rdopted with but two dissenting votes:

Resolved, That an advance of ten
cents per ton for mining screened coal
take effect In the western Pennsylvania.
&isirict, Hocking Valiey (Ohlo) district
and Indinna’’ bituminous ' district, the
Ist day of April, 1508;  and ‘that a rela-
tive run of mine price be determined in
all the districis nameéd, by, a' unlform
flat or Akron’ shaped-bar | screen of
saventy-two 'superficial area, one and
one-fourth Inch space betwean the bars;
that the price of run.of miné coal in
Grape Creek district and'in the Indiana
bituminous distriet be forty cents per.
ton for the same’ district, based upon
sixty-five cents'in Plttsburgh thin veln
distriet, and that In Hocking valley and
Indiana; and that on and after April:l,
1538, the eight hour day shall be In effect
In all districts here represented; that
uniform wages for day labor shall’ be
pald the @ffersnt: classes of labor in
the fleld named; and that internal dif-
ferences in any. of the states, both as
to price and conditions shall:be re-
ferred to the states affected; that we
further agree to the use of the dlamond
bar screen of present pattern in the
block district of Indlana, with the prive
llege of run of méne, as may be desired
by the market conditions.”* - =

The conventlion completed Its work by
naming a scale committee to consist of
the national executlve board of /the
Mine Workers, the dlstrict presidents
and seeretaries and two operators from
<irh~state,” fo tabulate the scale and
perfect all the arrangements for put-
ting It Into effection the date set. It
was determined that hereafter the min-
ers and operators will meet In January
af each year to flx a scale  for the
tielv: months beginnlng April 1. Pltts-
burgh, Pa,, was selected for the next
annual = jolnt:convention, which will
Tl'lsllt on the third Tuesday of January,
1889, 1 F .

The afternoon sesslon of the conven-
tlon to-day was very stormy and for a
fow hours appearances led to the beliet
that after ten days' bard work, the con-
ve

rtion would fall 'to reach o setile-

ne seale committee’s final report, as
ontlined above, wos presented to the af-
ternodn session and with it came the
prolests of two Hocking valley opera-
tars,  Menars, Morton and  Ellsworth,
They Insisted upon g differential belng
cxiablished batween their reale and that
of the thin veln ot Pennsylvanla and
nuoted masges of statistics to show that

he plan were not. put Into operation,
g volley mines wounld be com-
to elose down. [n fuce of competl-
rom Pittsburgh’ and West Vir-
gluis,  Operator Robbins, of Pennsyl-
vanla, finally proposed that' the ques-
tlon of differential In'favor of the Hock-
ing valley district be left to arbltratlon.
‘This was at once accepted by the Hock-
ing valley operators, but hrought out a
demand from the operators of  Ohlo,
outslde the Hockinmg valley, that they
ba included In the arbitration and be al-
lowed a differeatlal as well.

When the Ohlo operatora gol through
objecting to the plan, the Indiana min-
ery, or part of them, announced that
they eould not support the new scale
Instead of besing on Grape Creek scale
of forty cents, they demonded that it
be made forty-three and  two-third
cents, In the midat of this tangle the
conventlon took a recess.  No further
trouble was made by the Indlana min-
ers. they belng  prevalled upon not to
wreek the work of the convention,

Finlshes its Work and Adfonros Saljeel
To Chintrman’s Call.
INDIANAPOLIS, Ind, Jan '26.—It
was not expected that the monctary
convention would remaln in session
more than two days and this expecta-
tlon was realized. It settled down to
work promptly at 10 o'clock thls morn-
ing and adjourned-at 2 o'clock subject
to the call of the chalrman, Mr. Hugh
‘Heana, It was a convention that was
notable far the prominence of lts dels-
gates 'In business elreles and for the
large number who at the sacrifice of
their private interests, made the long
Journey to Indlanapolls to emphasiza
by their presence thelr strong sym-
pathy with the movement for currency
reform. The number of bankers who
attended was Jimlited to less than a
dozen. The remalnder of the four hun-

WASHINGTON, D, C., Jan. 26.—For
more than six houra to-day the senate
had under discussion the Teller resolu-
tion, providing thnt the government
may pay the principal and Interest of
tiie bonds of the United States In sil-

ver. By ogreement the resolution, and
pending amendment, are to be voted
upon before adjournment  to-morrow,
The debate to-day was devold of the
sensational incldents and aerimanious
colloguys which characterized that of
yesterday, but it was replete with ar-
gument and oratory.

(8llver, Colorado), the author of the
resolution and Mr.'Danlel, (Dem., Va.),
who supported the resolutlon  and. by
Ar.
