parent or suorflan atatlns that tho ab-

rule applies to tardlnow. If this Is not
done the pupil may be sent borne for
the excuse. At some puplla live quit®
s distance from the school building
tenchera bavo not been enforcing the
(tile to tho letter, allowing ths pupil to
lTlrrjr tho excuse at the beginning of
the next session. But It l» generally
found to bo tho nis© that thos>! pupils
Mho fall to brine the excuse at ilrst are
almost sure to fall to bring It until al¬
most forced to do so by tho teacher's
cither sending a note or going In per¬
son to tho parent, The attention of
parents Is called to this. They would
greatly aid the teacher In being prompt
In tending excuses, so that the pupil
may have a clear rccora as far as at¬
tendance la concerned.

Quite a number of pupils Ire every
school In the city nre excused every af¬
ternoon before the close of school to
carry the evening paper. All boy* en¬
caged Ire tills business hereafter must
net a permit from the city superintend¬
ent of schools Instead of from the prin¬
cipal, us heretofore. Parents will do
well to pay attention to this also, and
save trouble.

The subject of pensions for teachers
Is being agitated all over our land ut
the present time. Some states have
already passed! laws on. the subject,
making It legal for teachers to con¬
tribute a certain per cent of their sal¬
aries for the purpose of creating a fund
from which to draw after retiring from
the profession after serving a certain
period of years. This Is certainly com¬
mendable. anil If the state will not'
make provisions for Its teachers, It Is
all right for teachers to make sucli
provision for themselves. It is not our
purpose to iUccuss the matter, further
than to say that it Is no more than Just
and right tlmt the state should' do this.
tt> boast that our public schools are
better than a standing army. We pen¬
sion our soldiers, then why not pension
those who give their lives to a better
cause than that of war? Prof. Seely,
of the slate normal school of New Jer¬
sey. In writing on this subject In the
Xtw Vorlc School Journal, gives the
following reasons why the state should
pension Its teachers:

1. Because the teacher Is a state of¬
ficer, licensed and supported by the
Hate, and devoted, to the Interest of
the slate more than any other servant.

3. Because he is Inadequately paid
for the services rendered, and from the
nature of his work Is shut out from
most of the opportunities for personal
gain that other men- have.

a. Because the duties of his profes¬
sion ur.tlt him' for other callings. He
thus sacrifices himself for the state, for
the work of education Is thed uty of the
state, and in consecrating himself to
teaching the teacher consecrates h'm-
sclfto the state.

t. Because its own self-interest de¬
mands if. Such a recognition would
attract more teachers, lead them to
better prepare themselves, and hold
them longer Jn the service. These
things would certafitly bear abundant
fruit to the state.

C. Because it will tend to make
changes fewer and the tenure of the
teacher's oIHce more permanent The
children directly and the slate through
tneni would receive great good' thereby-

<.: Because it would raise the stand¬
ard of rnness for. teachers, for the state
would be more cbreful whom it admits
to^the profession.

Because It would remove much of
care ami- anxiety from the teacher, and
a.!o» him to devote' his whole soul to
toe Interests which the state has com¬
muted to him.

. Because It is an act of simple Jus¬
tice ,o a class of devoted men and wo¬
men tvlio have consecrated their lives
to the service of the state, and have no
Mei|uate compensation therefor. The
J ,.'wh,as more right to allow these
fa.thful servants to suffer or be in want
.Han the general government has a
right to allow its old soldiers to suffer.
The duty of the one is as imperative as
the duty of the other, the teacher It
anything having the superior claim,
-\or is the one a pauper any more than
the other. It is simple Justice. v

The thoughts contained in these eight
reasons why the state should provide
tor .IS teachers after beco mlng too old
to teach, or from sickness or otherwise
i.a\e become disabled, are worthy the
earr.es-: consideration of all. We need
better t eaehers. When we get them we
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NEW YORK, March 11.The profes¬

sional tradora were somewhat astonish¬
ed at the effects they achieved li» prices
to-day. The bears, who attacked the
martlet at the openlnn. had buying or¬
ders at the prlce3 (o which they desired
to drive stocks. Tho market showed It¬
self so weak when these prices werjs.
reached that the buying ordera were
quickly withdrawn, This covering
movement accounted for tho sharp ral¬
ly In the first hour and there were some
recoveries at the close. Otherwise there
was nothing to relieve the unvaried de¬
pression, which prevailed through the
whole list of stocks and bonds. The
closely held standard stocks suffered
with the purely speculative Issues, and
In some casei more severely. Lake
Shore Is an example. It sold at 185, «
decline of three points, and closed with
tho bidding at only ISO. Pennsylvania
dropped three full points. St. Paul suf¬
fered very acutely, probably on the tin-
covering of margins on recent specula¬
tive buying and was off at one time 4,®
per cent. Northwest dropped 4U ana
Burlington 3 points. The local traction
stocks were equally weak. Tho number
of prominent stocks, which show net
losses of between two and three points
Is very large. The total sales in the two
hours of trading, 3:3.360, was well up to
tho average of a full day's business for
the week, exclusive of Monday, and
blocks of several thousand shares were
frequently recorded. Part of these offer¬
ings were speculative holdings dislodg¬
ed t>y exhausted margins, but there can
be no doubt that oules of Investment
holdlnas, such as are not usually In¬
fluenced at all by the speculative movp-
ment of prices, aro beginning to absorb
an Increasing proportion of the business
on the stock exchange. There was no
specific item of the day's news that can
be pointed to to account for the demor¬
alization of th£ market. It was caused
rather bv the general conviction that
the reports of the Maine board,of in¬
quiry and a statement of the further
policy of the government towards Cuba
are imminent and the unwillingness of
operators to carry open contracts over
Sunday. The weekly bank statement
shows that the gold imports received for
the week have not been sufficient to off-
Bet the continued withdrawals to the In¬
terior". so that the cash holdings show a
not decrease of *736.700. But as the
heavy drawing down of deposits has re¬
duced tho 25 per cent requirements by
52.634.623, the surplus reserve is enlarg¬
ed by 51.S97.923.

It began it» In a demoralized condition.
The partial recovery of Tuesday and
"Wednesday and the dinimlshed activity
between Monday and Saturday prob¬
ably represented nothing but a natural
reaction, which always follows a sud¬
den decline, the recovery being in pro¬
portion to the violence of the fall.
The New York stock exchange on

Monday shared the depression existing
on every exchange for securities In the
world. On the London and the Euro¬
pean exchanges, the new demands of
Russia upon China, and the tension be¬
tween France and Great Britain over
the West African situation were al¬
most as much causes of alarm as the
relations between the United States and
Spain.
So acute was.the resulting depression

that so important an incident ns the
supreme court decision In the Nebraska
maximum rate case in favor of the
railroads was almost entirely disre¬
garded, although it has been eagerly
looked for each Monday since last year.
Spain'c prompt disavowal of any In¬
tention to demand or even request Gen¬
eral Lee's recall, the satisfactory ad¬
justment of the difficulty over sending
provisions to Cuba In war-ships, and
the voting bv Congress of the 550.000.000
defense fund, were all cited as evidence
of improved conditions in our relations
with Spain. But that none of these had
any deep-seated effect was shown by
the course of prices later In the week.
The course of the exchange market

and the continued Influx of gold must
bo accepted also as additional evldenco
of preparations for emergencies. List
week the heavy demand for monej-
from the interior, due to the desire of-
Interior Institutions to strengthen their
reserves, led to a rise in the moncf- rate
which naturally started an import
movement of gold.

ney market was decidedly easier and

there should be a protlt In leaving
ceflits abroad at Interest. But there ims

So far as relative strength Is concern¬

ed the New York clearing house banks
are in a stronger position now than at
the close of business one week ago.

392 4G0 in loans, as shown by the state¬
ment of March 12, corresponds closely
with the reduction of 510.538.500 in

posits. Early In the week the liquida¬
tion In loans was a marked feature, us a
number of the banks were below their
reserve requirements desired, natur-
allv to Increase their cash holdings. The
unsettled stock exchange conditions
haw also contributed toward the falling
oft show In the averages. The banks
appear to have lost 54.465,400 In legal
tenders, but the receluls of the Ural
gold Imports swelled the specie Item
J3 92S.7G0, so that tho actual loss in
cash for the week was only J73G.700. The
reserve requirements, owing to the de¬
crease In deposits, were reduced S-,631.-
GM and taking from this the octual loss
In cash, tho result shows tnat the banks
have added Jl,837.92(1 to the excess re-
serve reported one week ago. There
now engaged or en route to America,
over 512,000,000 gold and as this will llntl
Its way Into New York banks except¬
ing, of course, the one-half million or¬
dered for Chicago, the outlook must be
regarded as reassuring. It will be seen
that this center can stand a heavy
drain without weakening tho position
of the.local banks, although why thevo
should he a continued movement of
funds to the Interior, with bank reserves
nt nearly every principal center heav¬
ier than usual Is a matter that cannot
he explained easily. The local money
rates during the week have reflected an
easier feeling, falling off somewhat at
tho close. Many of the largor banks
seem to be out of the murket on coin-*
mcrcial paper, but out of town Institu¬
tions, which nro not nlTectod by tho
wlthdrerrdl of money, have been doing

considerable buslncus at this point. It
Is, of course. Impossible, In view of
foreign complications, to predict bow
money will tym within two weeks, but
It will require a very severe crisis In¬
deed to bring the market to an acute
Stan*. A continuance of gold Imports
would operate against Its existence for
more than a brief period of time.

CHICAGO.The break 1n Wall street
made another "bad quarter of an hour"
In wheat to-day. causing July to break
about two cents. There was another
struggle in May between the Lelter and
Armour interests, but Lelter managed
to maintain the former price. Lelter ap¬
plied to the directors for a marginal
price on May wheat, which tended to re¬
lieve the tension toward the close. The
day's decline in July was l^c. Every¬
thing else on the floor showed weakness,
especially provisions, declines of 7%@25c
being recorded in that market Corn
closed a 6hade lower and lost *4©
%c.
Wheat started as If a rally after the

weakness of yetftorday were to take
place. Holders were encouraged by the
steadiness shown by foreign markets,
especially Liverpool, in the face of yes¬
terday's tumble in prices. It was also
known that Letter had placed additional
shipping orders of nearly 150,000 bushels.
Offerings at first were in comparatively
small volume, while quite a good scat¬
tered demand was apparent. Bids were
made for July at 'the opening at 88V£®
SS^c. This was JAc over yesterday's
closing^price, and the buying demand
was good enough to add another small
fraction to the price in a short time. The
market held fairly steady for some time
at around that price, but finally the
weakness in Wall 6treet, giving rise to
apprehensions of liquidation in every¬
thing else, brought longs Into the market
to unload. It also resulted in an almost
total cutting off of support and profes¬
sional shorts taking advantage of that
fact hammered the prices down rapidly.
For about fifteen minutes the market
was exceptionally weak. July selling
down without a stop to SG?ic. a 'break of
2%c from the high point. The decline
brought a good many stop-loss orders,
and considerable selling was also done
through fear of another attack on May
by the bid bears, in this, however, hold¬
ers were agreeably disappointed. Plenty
of May was offered, but there was noth¬
ing like the concerted attempt to 'break
the market which took place yesterday,
and Letter's brokers had comparatively
little difficulty in keeping the price at
$104. Another Influential factor was the
New York bank statement. The market,
after getting down to SC^c for July,
gradually grew quieter. The steadiness
of May had a good effect on the nerves
of the July holders, and brought some of
the early sellers back. Shorts who had
big profits on the break also covered
freely and the price gradually crept
back to 8G"»c. Then for some time al¬
most a holiday dullness prevailed, with
fluctuations infrequent and narrow. A
good deal of excitement was caused by
a formal application by Lelter to the
directors for a marginal price on May,
which was done, he said, In ofdor to re¬
lieve the tension. This action had a
favorable effect on the market and rc-
euled in a further advance In July, that
delivery finally getting up to STVi'ftSTVic,
where It closed. May closed at J1 04.
After the session closed it became
known that Lelter had sold 2,000.000
bushels of contract wheat to Counsel-
man and Day.

The market for oats reflected the ac¬

tion of wheat and corn, though quite
good business was done. Liquidation
Was very heavy during the weakness In
those markets, and a sharp decline re¬
sulted. There was good buying on the
break, 'but only part of the loss was re¬
covered, May ranged from to 2Gc,
and closed c lower at 2G%<$2G,,£c.
Provisions were weak from the outset,

the decline In stocks and grains being
responsible for very general selling,
many stop-lws orders being received.
The demand was only modern to and
prices broke easily, the market ruling
heavy to the close. May pork closed 25c
lower at J'.i 95; May lard 7%c lower at
$5 12V6, and May ribs about 19c lower at
J5 02HT«'5 05.
