Lost evening, In the office of the
mayor, the council committee on health
held a special meeting for the purpose
pf further considering bids on the city's
garbage contract for tho ensuing two
years. At a former meeting, the com¬
mittee had recommended to council tho
bid of Robert D. Cllne, at 18,900, the low-
est of,several that had been submitted.
Council, oi» motion of Mr. Connelly,
pawed a resolution sending the matter
back to the committee, the councilman
alleging that Mr. Cllne had been unduly
favored by the committee.
When the committee gathered, those

present were Chairman John K. List,
and Councllmerc Bucey, "Watson,
Schmidt. McKelvey, Meyer, Beckett)
and Williams, members of the commit¬
tee, and Mayor Butts.
After a short discussion, in: the course

of which it was shown that the com¬
mittee felt disinclined to recommend' to
council any other bid than tho lowest,
Mr. McKelvey moved- that the Cllne bid
be again recommended favorably.
There was some discussion regarding

the bondsmen, who are John W. Kem-
ple and Henry Rltzer, and the commit¬
tee had Information that led, it to be¬
lieve they would be satisfactory, insur¬
ing the payment of fines for non-per¬
formance of duties by the contractor,
or payment of any expense the city
would be involved in in case Cllne gave
up the contract.
"Is there any intimation! that Clino

can't perform the conditions of the con¬
tract?" was asked by Mr. McKelvey.
There was a general "No" In response

to the question.
Mr. Watson spoke of the CMne bid

being bo much lower than the others,
but the committee, believing the sure¬
ties were good, felt that to be Mr.
Cllne's business more than a concern of
the committee's.
There appeared to be some regret that

it was not possible to award the con¬
tract to the present contractor, Charles
Becker, to whose record for good work
the committee gave unanimous assent.
In the posit, It was said*, council had
had some trouble In compelling con¬
tractors, who had bid very low, to per¬
form all of the conditions of the garbage
contract, but in the present case It was
believed CMne, who is a man of experi¬
ence in this line, would do good worlf.
Finally the committee voted unani¬

mously to present its former recom¬
mendation to council, which Is that
Cllne be given the contract, at his bid
of *S,900. , -i
