Our very being and our sublimest sen-
Uments are touched when we hear the
name—Beathoven, who Is in muslc what
Shakespeare I8 In poetry. » A name be-
fore which all others, however great,
seem to diminish,  With only the great-
st reverence Is o sketch of this mon-
arch on muslc attempted, It §s impos-
#ible to separate the man from hls art.
Delng #0 susceptible to every change of
naturs and of environment, his mood
was constantly Influenced by any va-
rintlon, ‘which may have made him
rather eccentric, and have 'given the
reputation among his nssocintes of be-
Ing eaprleious and some times unami-
nble. Yet, on the other side how deep,
strong and tender was the heart which
was  tortured and wounded by the
"'snngn and arrows of outrageous for-
une,'t

Ludwig Vap Beethoven was baptized
at Bonn on the Rhine on December 17,
1770, and was probably born  on the
day. preceding the baptism, The Van
Beethovens  were  Flemlsh  peasants
Ludwlg's grandfather was bandmastei
o the Elector of) the province, His
father was a tenor singer In the Cathe-
dral at Donn, in which the German em-
perors were crowned durlng the thir-
teenth and fourteenth centuries. The
talen; for musle must then have been
mherjked from the paternal ancestors,
who jprere of Duteh lineage. Finaneial
misfcktunes overtook the famlly when
Ludwig was a very young child, and
for this renson the father's chlef desire
was to reap the earliest possible ad-
vantages from the musleal abllitles of
his son, Consequently at the very ten-
der age of five years, o vigorous mu-
sical tralning was begun, The practice
of the plane and violln were undertaken
at, the sune time, and when he was
seven years old much time was devated
to the pipe organ and the study of com-
position, ~Hia father taught  hlm  the
rudiments of his art, but, before he was
nine years of sge he had made such
advancement that the father had no
longer anything to teach him.  When
one year older he was appolnted aas|st-
ant crganist at the town Cathedral,
and played violin in the orchestra. At
this perlod Deethoven sald that onlg
then had he really begun to love mu-
sle. Hefore he was thirteen hls fother
declared his schooling finished. . This
limited educatlon was In after llife a
deep mortlfication, and no doubt In-
fluenced strongly his charnctsr,  As a
vouth he made a profound impression
on all who knew him. There was a
mysterlous air as of one holding com-
munion with another world, “‘only hear-
ing the harmonles of his own soul,”

In 1787, having exhausted the musical
knowledge of the professors at Bonn,
he was sent for a short visit Lo Vienna
to. receive a few lessons from Mozart,
who at ance predicted a great future
for his pupil.  On the first vigit to this
great teacher, Besthoven was exceed-
ingly nervous and felt that he had nol
done himself Justlee. When he  wvery
Impatiently asked for a theme for Im-
provization, Mazart was #o amazed nt
the abllity he displayed that he remark-
ed to those present: “Mark that young
man! The world will hear of him some
dog."

The death of his mother reealled him
to Bolin, where hie remained for several

years, the only support of the fnmily.

o, be Instructor, and he immedi-

| ately recognized the ‘marvelous (alent

Intrusted (o him; however, before long
the young pupll lost all respect for his
teacher, because the master on looking
over some compositions in his portifollo,
discovering serlaus errors, passed them
over uncorrected.” ‘This. so angered
Beethoven that he soon left Haydn and
would ‘not ' acknowledge ‘that he' ever
learned anytlilng from him. Beethoven
had eeveral - famous teachers, among
them Ballerl, with whom he studled the
art of writing far the volce and stage,
It seems diMcult to belleve that he took
lessons on the plano, violin, vlola, 'cello,
clarinet and horn and was considered
profl tIn each, besldes bLelng a ca-
pable organist. We can readily compre-
liend the-benefli:of thiz study of: the
different: instruments in the perfection
of orchestral effect ' which his great
genlua has made known through his
immortal Nine Symphonles,

- For several years he led'a life of the
greatest activity, playing and compos-
Ing, alao devoting some hours each day
In study for general Intellectual  im-
provement., He was especially fond of
poetry, whichshows. the  sentimental
side of  his’ nature.  Bhakespeare,
Geothe, and Schiller ha loved, The Inti-
mate Intercourse with coltlvated people
#con’ lifted him' to' heights unrealized
by other muslelans of his time, Hia
craving for knowledge led  him Into
higher apheres,  Yet the devptlon to hia
art was predominant.

His first appearance in publle was jn
Yienna oh March 20, 1795, al a cancert
or the benefitiof the widows of the So-
Aety of Musiclens, at which he played
il Concerto in C major, At thiy time
ae was known chlefly s a plano virtu-
0. Fls  readiness of executlon and
wvonderful power of linprovisation even
then assured hlm victory wherever he
went. He was In very humble elrcum-
itances, and appreciated only. by a
‘ew, as art In those days was poorly
rewarded,  His'ldeas were so far In
wlvance of the period that he no doubt
wffered from'the sublimity of his con-
reptiona,

Beethoven was always generons, His
friends never applled In valn for as-
fletanee when he had anything to glve,
tnil his purse-strings were often loosed
‘or those who had injured him deeply.
AL this time he was much engaged
sverzeelng the publication of his plano
Sonatns, ' Minuettes, and  Varlations,
Che Seplet and First Symphony were
produced in 1800, The Asodante Canta-
blle 1s the =econd movement from this
Symphony, and a well known favorite,
fts Interpretation, arranged for the vio-
Ilin and plano, can only sirengthen this
lovely melody In our memories. .  Some
af the quartettes scon followed. BHee-
thoven's velations with women were pe-
culinr and characterlstle, He was con-

tantly in love. His aftectlon for the

‘ountess Guleeard] gave to the world
alg song “Adelalde,” which as an ex-
prezsfon of lofty passion i8 famous. The
cendition of which by our estéemed vo-
eallgt will but add new charm to thls
beautiful song.

The yeara from 1505 to 18053 witnessed
the production of the *Mount pf Ol-
Ives,”  “Leonore,” “Pastorale,” and
“Erolen,” besides a number of Coneer-
tos, Songs and ‘Sonates.  The 8cotch
songg which were written In 1810 In-
clude “Faithiul Johnnle," which it will
Le our pleasure to hear to-night,
gong “Affection’s Bliss" s full of love
and devatlon. The third Symphony,
known as the “Erolea,” was composed
In reference to a greut personage—XNo-
poleon Bonaparte—for whom he cher-
Ished the greatest devotlon, and whom
he sought to honor through the medium
af his musgle, The Symphony was com-
menced In 1802 and completed In 1504,
and bore an imposing dedlcation. How-
ever, before the composition was pre-
sented to Napoleon he had accepted the
title of emperor. This so enraged and
disappointed Beethoven that he would
never speal of Napoleon In connectlon
with the Symphony as he sald “After
all then, he's nothing but an ordinary
mortal!  He will trample people under
his feet as others have done.” This inel-
dent elearly {llustrates Heethoven's con-
tempt for position and false titles. Al-
though at times he was much courted
by several princes, he was never the
musleal slave of royalty.

Deprived of 11is Tearing.

While Beethoven was engaged with
his Symphonles and Sonates, the great-
est the world has known, he was de-
prived of his hearing. The first indlea-
tlons of deafness showeid themselves as
early ad 1797, and were percelved by him
with an anxlely bordering on despair,
During the last vears of his life con-
versation with him vould be carried an
by writlng only. He waz wholly de-
barred from the charms of his own
maognificent compositions. It Is related
that when eonducting some of his great
Symphonies, when the  applause was
deafening, Beethoven could not hear o
gound,.

The tone-poet brings before us a soul
pleture,’ rlich in varlous’ maods  and
feelinge.  His originality and adharence
to form and lutentlon place him far su-
perlor to any composer,. Imaginatlon
was glven full bent without w*!ch no
musical work can bie understoon, least
of all one of his creatlons, Mere musical
knowledpe and acquaintance with the
laws of composition do not sullice,
His Greatest Sonatn,

The Sonata Opusg, &7 in. F . miner,
known as “Appassionata,” has o place
on our programme. It was written
during the summer of 1506, and Bee-
thoven ‘himself consldered It the great-
est of hls Sonatas, The first movement
Allegre Asszal (n quicker motlon than
slmple Allegro), -beging with a short
characteristie theme. Eoft wallings ls-
sus from - the heart. Fate I3 lheard
knocking at the deor. In the second
theme there arizes a wonderfully =ym-
pathetie strain of happy - consolatlon:
The storm bursts forth agaln, and
with restless surglng to and fro, the
consollng motlve takes a gleomy turn,
and at last the angry thunder rolls.
The second  movement  Andante Con
Moto (someswhat slow and contalning
emotion), comes as a contrast between
the first and last movements, This mel-
ody I8 a sunbenm full of refreshing
warmth and unending charm. * ‘Three
short varintlons follow this ldeal song.
It §s brought to a close with palnfnl
strains forboding the storm of the Fi-
nale. The third movement, Allegra Ma
Non Troppo, (lvely, but not too fast),
begins with a serles of sixths, sounding
ke a wild ootery from a soul In an-
puish. After the agltatlon ever In-
creasing, with an occaslonal subsidence,
the gloemy spectacle of the first part is
repented and fsolated flashes of humor
dart aecross the night.  In the Presto
the great genlus comes forth llke a
warrlor In steel harness and with proud
dignity geems to say in the full chords
“Behold! the storm has not brolien the
oak., It may return, but i eannot |
break It." A final outburst follows,but,
It Is powerless; the spirit has freed 1=
s¢lf and at-last the struggle ceases in
golemin tones, The work has been ap-
propriately called’  an  “Emotlonal
Tragedy.”

The compozer hnd o key or sugges-
tion for every composition. On being
asked where he had found the key to
the ‘Appassionata’ he gnswered,  read
Shakespeare's  “Tempest."” One au-
thority says Deethoven was first and
last a writer of Sonatas, another that
his “Nine Symphonles are the great
musleal monument  of  the world."”
Which demonstrates his superlority in
each, While his quartettes are consld.
ered the highest perfection which mu-
sle has attained, the quartette in C
sharp minar, Opus, 131, he callsd  his
“greatest,” and the quarteite apus, 135,
which was written'In 182G, is sald to be
his “dying song." Hls last contribution
to musle classics was in the quartette
form.

His hearing now completely gone,eyve-
slght falllng, harrassed by the Ingrati-
tude of a wayward nephew, to whom he
had been as o father, he was left vir-
tually alone with poverty and disease
to await the end. A few friends sought
to solace his last days with attentlon
and kindness, but his sturdy Independ-
ence wounld not accept more, While sus-
taining friendly relatlons with the pub-
lishers of his compositions, he received
very small remuneration, as he was by
nature Incapable of speculating on his

productions, Belng magnanimous and

unselfish he was not finanelally success-

tul, nelther appreclaled by his contem-
porarles but, “posterity " has' asslgned
him a place on the highest plnnacle of
musieal fame," f

On the afternoon of March 26, 1527, n
little more than seveniy-one years ago
this life came to a'close during ' ter-
ritle. thunder-storm. When  the ' ele-
ments comblned to pronounce a hallg-
lujuh over the passing of this Immortal
genjug, He was burled In the cemetery
of Welrlng, near Vienna, belng follow-
el to hils grave by Kings, princes, posts
and artlsts, all anxious to pay thelr last
tribute of respect, His pupll Sehumann
and the poet, Schiller, are Interred in
the same burging ground.
