Well knowing that he could not In'
flict serfous Injury by cannon-fire alone
Capt, Smith had instructed hls vessels
to ram.

yesscl wan the ram Albemarle, destined
10 become o foreeful figure in naval an-
pals and to glve the wise heads of the
ravy department at Washington much
eopcern and much plauning  for - her
capture. Never did the bullding of n
pattle-ship go forward under such odds
as did this one, The country was ran-
packed high and low for fron with which
(o armor her, bolts, bars, and bits of
melal In every form being eagerly ta-
ken for the purpose, The bullding went
on up the Ttoanake river, out of reach
of the Federal guns, Several contracta
were made and broken off, owlng to
the vigilance of the Natlonalists, thelr
fnfivence belng all-powerful with ca-
pable englncers and shipbullders. The
teel of the ram was lald In an open
cornfield, and Captaln Cooke, the officer
who wus to command the ironclad,galn-
ol the sobriquet of Irenmonger Cap-
tain, because of his vigilance In hunt-
frg up lron for castings. ‘An ordinary
tlacksmith outfit constituted the bulld-
ing plant. Even 'fhe most enthuslastic
gupporters hoped little from o vessel
bullt under such conditions.

On April 17 and 18,1563, the Confeder-

ple troops attacked Plymouth, The Fed-
tal gunboats Miaml wnd  Bouthfield
were in the tiver, and under the com-
mand of Lieutenant-Commander [Flus-
per, did much to check the Confederate
onset.  Lieutenant-Commander Flusser
was awars that the Albemarle was
near]y completed, and obstructions had
been put across the river a little above
the town to prevent her coming down
and taking part in the attack. On the
night of the 1Sth, however, the newly
campleted ship appeared on the scene,
the tide having risen sufficiently to float
her over the obstructions in the river,
It may be imagined that the wooden
gunbeatls felt no little apprehension at
her approach,but they resorted to strat-
egem as the first step for the encoun-
er.
: Up to the moment of golng into ac-
tion the men on the Albemarle were ai
work completing their ship, and the
mam in this Initlal voyage down the
rlver resembled o floating workshop.
Ten portable forges with wnumerous
eledge-hammers were placed on board,
that the work might not be -interrupt-
el. On the big casemate that resem-
tled a turtle back numerous'stages
were suspended, standing upon which
eallors wielded  their sledge-hommers,
and o the pllot-house stood the re-
doubtable captain giving osders thick
and fast for the finishing off of his
craft, As the iron-ribbed ship foated
down the river thers arose from her a
perfeet babel of sounds, the shouts of
the bullder captain belng-heard above
the din of the hammering. Nor was the
completion of the practical work all
that was being done at this last min-
uie. Atone of the big guns some of the
rewly taken-on erew were being exer-
clzad |2 leading and unloading, Truly,
it was a strange situation for a ehip
Just going Into action, amd one not cal-
culated to insplire confldence or hope as

When the companion gun-boats Di-
aml and Eguihfield dlscovered thal the
ram had got past the obstructlons, and
wes  hending  for them, Lieutenant
Flueser fiad the two boats connected by
long =parz wnd chalns, with a view to
entangie and hold the ironclad belween
them, an artifiee which, 12 It had sue-
ceeded, would perhaps have counter-
balanced the superlor armor-plating of
the enamy, The resouseetu! Captaln
Cook= was too alert, however, to ha
caught In any auck trap as that, and

Commander Rice look advantage of the
chance to strike o full blow on the ene-
my's broadside. He ordered his en-
gineer to put oll and waste to the fires,
£0 as to get a good head of steam, then,
backing until he had secured the right
posltion, dashed al top ‘speed siralght
for the 'Albemarle's slde. All handa
were ordered to He down just before the
colllslon,

The Slssncus etruck the fronclad at
right angles on the starboard slde abaft
the casemate, The shock was terrifie,
careening the Albemarle over and tear-
ing.away the bow of the Sassacus,
The gunboat swung round alongside,
and her paddle-wheel, contlnulng to re-
volve, struck the deck’ of the lronclad
and forced the vessel several feet below
the water.  Many of the Confederates,
Indeed, belleved that they were sinking
but the ram righted and proved to be
not eerfously injured. At the instant of
the collision the Confederates fired a
100-pound shot, which crashed through
the wooden slde of the Sassacus as
though It were as ‘much paper, Asslsts
ant SBurgeon E. Holden, who was aboard
the Sussacus at the time, had this to
say of. the eventful experience:
“Through the starboard shutter, which
had been partly jarred off by-the con-
cusslon, I saw the port of the ram not
ter feet away. It opened, and like a
Hash of lightning I saw the grim muz-
zle of the cannon; the gun's crew noked
to the waist and blackened with pow-
der; then a blaze, & roar, and the rush
of the shell ae it crushed through,
whirling mie round and dashing me o
the deck.” It was on this ship in this
engagement that the present Congress-
man Boutelle distingulshed himself so
that he was promoted for hls gallantry,

The Corfederates next fired o shot
that plerced one of the gunboat's holl-
ers. Im an instant the lower deck was
filled with steam, which scalded many
of the erew, Taklng ndvantage of the
Sazgacus's plight, the enemy tried -to
board her, but were repulsed. The dis-
abled Sasaacus slowly drifted out of ac-
tlon, herolcally keeping up u fire as long
a5 in range of the antagonist, Another
danger threatened, however; her other
bollera were In momentary danger: of
explosion, and the losa of the whole
crew would have ensued had not En-
gineer Hobby summoned his men to the
fire room to draw the fires—a precaution
that proved effective, but that resulted
in his belng led back to the deck help-
lees und blinded. The other gunboats
continued to shell the  Albemarle, but
she was ghot-proof; and as night drew
on she retired up the river, severely bat-
tered, but having sustalned only such
injuries as could be easily repaired.
The muzzle of one of her guns was
cracked; her smokestack  riddled, her
steering-gear dl=sabled, and everything
which was exposed outside of her case-
male wns swept off.

In o brief time she was as formidable
an opponent as ever, and o constant a
menace to all Federal' movements at
that point that It became a problem to
the navy depariment how to get rid of
her, Beveral Ineffectual attempts wera
rmade to blow.her up by torpedoes, voi-
unteers going to great palns and infinite
personal risk to wreek her at her moor-
ing ground, near Plymouth. How this
desired result was eventually effected
by a dashizg young Union officer, but
twenty-one years old, Is on record as
ane of the mast valiant feats achleved
during the war, o performance of such
consummale benefit to the country that
the officer, Lieut, Cushing, was tendered
a voie of thanks by congress and pro-
moted to hizgher runk in the navy,
