drama of the combat of states and sec¬
tions, by Which at last, through deluges
of blood and oceans of misery; the Un¬
ion was saved to become the mighty
cation that It Is.
How well I remember, too, the streets

of Paris In July, 1870, the sudden-solem¬
nity that came upon and darkly cloud¬ed the gayetles of the splendid city-how the olllcers and soldiers stood in
