The descent of Israel into idolatry was

startling in Hs rapidity. At first, there
was no notion of supplanting the worshipof Jehovah. The dalves were pet
oa substitutes for the awe-Insnlrlnsr
furniture of the temple, to which, for
political reasons, the people were no
longer to resort. "These represent thy
God," was the laoguage In which they
were dedicated. They broke the second
commandment 4n an effort to keep the
first, making: a graven Image to remind
them tJiat they mutt have no other God
but Jehovah. Thus idolatry began in
the mildest form possible. But it was
a start on a down-grade. Velocity augmented.A few decades and the whole
kingdom landed In total apostasy.
Priests of God were fn. exile, and his
nmnhrti irhut in nvM. Tinder oitronace
made the state religion. The cruel and
lascivious worship of Baal and Astarte
were substituted for the pure and ele-
vaittng theism of the Old Covenant. On
the very spot where Abraham had worshipedthe Invisible and Holy One, were
now altars for human sacrifice, and
groves for the goddess of love. Such
disease as this needed heroio treatment.
The case brooked no delay. Elijah was
a physician after the Lord's own heart
He was not lacking In nerve or skill.
He consulted with the Lord* only. Some
deprecate the abruptness wHh which
he -bursts forth into the narrative. He
needed no introduction, however. His
very name, Elijah, "Jehovah, is my
God/. Is a retoufce to the current Idolatry"To have given the pedigree of Eli-
Jah would be merely to satisfy curiosity.
It could not add to his worth. He coul4
smile at the claims of long dcscent. Well
does Tennyson sing:
"Howe'er it be, it seems to me
'TIs only noble to bo *ood;

Kind hearts are more than coronet*.
And ulmpto faith than Norman blood."
That Elijah had & kind heart in spite

of apparent severity. He burst forth
through bound* of psreonal Interest,
stool alone in peril, aU for the rescue of
his fellow countrymen. He was severe
to the few, that he might be merolful
to th- many. History doe* not afford
a subllmer example of faith than in the
man who, single-handed, repaired the
desecrated altar on Carmel, and in
presence of an apostate king and peoplecompeted with 450 priests, dellberIately giving them every advantage
