'| o our disappointment when, on getting

within plainer signal distance, we made
out her ensign to be the Austro-Hun-
garlan and not the Spanish, red, white,
red, Instead of red, yellow and red,
When first seen the white had lnoked
slike yellow, as is o often the case—in
fact the two are indistingulshable be-
yond a certaln dlstance. I then read
her sigpals and found her to be the
Austrian “Marls Thepesa”—an ili-tated
named, (n view of the disaster that had
just overtaken her Spanizh slater. We
were still suspiclous, however, for the

What Astonished Him,

He had been summoned by his na-
tlon's counsel, he sald,to Jook after thelr
{ntereats In Santlago, which might fall
at any moment. He learned of the bat-
tle for the first time, and seemed
greatly astonished to hear that we had
suffered no loss or damage.

Well, he went back to his ship, after
the usual palaver, and she steamed off
to the westward In search of the fing-
ship. All hands then, at 3 o'clock, got
something (o eat for the first time
since eight {n the morning; Wwe were
hungry, thirsty and tired, as you may
imagine, but what did that count after
such & day's work? We went back to
our station oft Bantiago, and towards
evening news began to come in from
the chase. First the Brooklyn herselt
arrived and told ua that the llght-foot-
ed Colon had Been caught at lnst, sixiy
miles to the westward; her officers and
crew had sugrendered and the ship was
beached, there being some hope that
she might be gotten off and saved. The
Brooklyn had been hit, she sald, thirty
odd times, but only one man had heen
killed and several wounded, Later the
torpedo boat Erfcason came along (three
of these boats had hurrled up from
Guantansmo while the sctlon was go-
Ing on, but too late to do anything) and
reparted that there was much doubt
about the Colon being able to get nfloat
ngaln; so as yet we don't know whether
she can be saved or not. T hope she
may be, for it Is & pathetic sight, those
fine. brave ships l¥ing cast vp on the
beach burning and smouldering away
like 5o much drift wood, thelr splendid
guns and barbettes looming through the
biaze and rolling clouds of smoke lke

CUBAN JUNTA

Does nat Cradit the Stories About Friction
Batyreen United Sinivs Troops and Gar-
elnts Baldiers,

WASHINGTON, D, C, July 21—Gen,
Palma, president of the Cuban junta, Is
in the city. He does not eredit the stor-
les about the reported friction between
Cuban soldlers and the Americans.

“1 think," he said, “all Cubans rec-
ognise the nice work of the United
States 1n helping the Cubans to attaln
their indepermdence. I cannot think any
rogular soldiers of the Cuban army
haye refused to help bulld roads, dig
trenches, ete. I do not know what some
{ew scattered soldlers may have done,
but it is not reasonable Lo suppose that
any of the regulars under Garcip have
declined to perform such service, Gen,
eral Garcla from the beginning, sald he
was ready to do all that was neécessary
tn ald the Americans, and his soldiers
have for years been dolng just such
work aa you refer Lo, They have grown
accustomed to IL"

“What do you estimale as the number
of Cuban soldiers under arma In Cuba
at the present time?'” wan asked.

*I think we have about 55,000 Cuban
solers under armn fn Cuba now,' ¥ald
General Palma. “There are probably
about 4,000V 0r 5,000 soldiers with Gar.
ola and the balance of them are scat-
ferad all over Cuba, It must be re-
membered that we have possession of a
good many towns and there must bk n
guard maintalned over them by our
Cuban army All throngh the prove
{nces there are necdn for the protection
which |4 afforded by these soldlera,
sost of our cavalty is in Puerto Prin-
cipe."
