1t {s belleved that this modifl-
cntlon of the regulations will recelve
the favor of the public and thereby re-
gult In o marked addition to the trons-
netlons of the money order syatem, It 18
requested that, $0 far as may be done
without expense, the widest publicity be
glven to this matter, to the end that the
public may be made acquainted with
the fact that money orders may now
be ueed for o great varlety of purposes,
at moderate cost, and with absolute Fe-
curity.

1. Asn aavings bank, at places where
banks are not In operation, when per-
gons desires to  temporarily deposit
funds for safe keeping.
