GENERAL STERNBEEP'S REPORT
Or tin Work of ilia Mcriltml Corp* Daring;

tUn Kccotil War.
WASHINGTON, Nov. 20..Surgeon

General George M. Sternberg has made
his report to the secretary of war. It
relates mainly to the work of the medicalcorps during the war. The following
are the more important feature* of the
report:
The number of medical officers, 192, al-

Iowed by Jaw to the nrmy la inadequate
In time of peaco. The Insufficiency in
time of war was met by the awlffnmcnt
of over 060 contract surgeon*. Tho very
small proportion of medical officer* hav1Iiik experience of a military character
Impaired the efficiency of the depart*
ment at the outset, hut many of the staff
surgeons from civil life showed sreat
aptitude for the service and speedily
became of value «» administrative and
{military officer*. 1

No provision was made for hospital
corps meu for tho volunteer troops ex-

cept that which empowered the secretary
of war to enlist as many privates of the
hospital corps as the service may require.
The number of m*|fc enlisted and transferredduring the war was approximately6.000. »v
The want <»f a sufficient body of trainedhospital corps men necessitated the

detail of enlisted men from the regimentsfor hospital duty In several of the
camps and the employment or. trained
nurses at the general hospitals. Over
1.700 female nurses have been employed
at first at the general hospitals and later
at the field division hospitals when It
became evident that the field service
purpose# for which the latter had been
organised would have to give place to
the imperative need of caring for the
many sick men coming from the regimentalcamps.
Immediately upon the declaration or

war, April 21, steps were taken to obtainmedical suppllee for the new volunteerartny. The manufacture was expeditedwith the utmost dispatch. OnMay3rd
fore-seeing that it would be impossible
to have ready for issue to the volunteer
regiments as soon as they were masteredIn, the necessary articles of field
equipment I telegraphed the governors
of the several states for authority to use
the medical equipment of the national
guard in the service of the state until
our army medical supplies were ready
for issue. Most of the governors who
hod Held equipment responded promptly
an4 satisfactorily, but. unfortunately,
many of the state medical departments
hadno such equipment. Meanwhile the
officers in charge of the medical supply
depots were directed to make arrangement*so <hat supplies could be immediatelyobtained for 100,000 men for six
jnomns.
Whenever notice was recelyed from

the adjutant general's office that commandswere to be moved or camps formed,I endeavored to anticipate the wants
of the troops by telegraphing to the officerIn charge of the nearest supply depotto -forward supplies for the stated
number of men.
In my opinion the reduction of the

age limit from twenty-one to elghteeu
years and the haste with which the volunteerregiments were organized and
mustered into the service, were respon|Bible for much of the sickness which was
reported In the early days of their camp
life. All military experience shows that
young men under twenty-one years,
break down readily under the strain of
war service; and every regiment had
many of these youths In Its ranks.
Medical examiners were a ppointed to tesItlfy to the physical quallflcatIons of each
man before acceptance, but notwith,standing this, so many men were afterwardsfound on the sick list of the
camps unfit tor service from causes exiistlng prior to enlistment that special
arrangements had to be made for their
discharge.
