PARIS, Nov. 21..The United States

peace commissioners have undoubted!}*
made their final proposition nere. wnen

the conference opened this afternoon.
Jud:je Day addressing Senor Montero
Rlos and his colleagues of the Spanish
commission, recurred to the protracted
ncRotiations and reaffirmed the desire of
theAmerican commissioners to reach an

amicable conclusion. Then, handing the
American presentation to the interpreter,Judge Day concluded his remarks
by saying that the Americans, prefer-
ring not to break the armistice or to resumehostilities, had determined to
present another and final proposition
which he hoped would lead to a speedy
and amicable adjustment.
That portion of the presentation settingforth the new proposal, the proposalthat the United States must have

possession of the entir- Philippine archipelagowith a tender of $20,000,000 for a

treaty cession of the islands, was then
read. Without betraying their mental
attitude, the Spanish commissioners
suggested an adjournment until Wednesday.
The now proposition with Its collaterals,was embodied toward the end of the

-American memorandum which filled
thirty type-written sheets. Only this
part was read In the Joint session, the
memorandum being then delivered to
the Spaniards for translation by their
own staff.
Spain's proposition to invoke the

flfllwB of a third power to construe the
words "control, disposition and governmentof the Philippines," was rejected
by the American commissioners on the
ground that the diction ot the third artl«of the protocol, dealing with the
Philippines Is so broad and clear as to
afford no Justification for arbitration as
b-tween the partlce to the agreement.

Annlfiiiof American Proposition.
An nnnfvHis of .the American memo-

rundum (shows that all other suggestions
and ronalderatlons In It "hinge upon
'rr-aty cemlon, at the amount nam*1 by
the United States and within one week.
In the ev«nt of cession Spain may enjoy
for a. term of twelve ycarg, rights of
commerce In the Philippine® equal to
those of rtie United States. If the United
States acquire the Islands by conquest
Mpaln may not enjoy such rights.
Should Spain refuse cession she would

* »naln liable for indemnity claims, nationaland Individual, since the outbreak
«>f the last Cuban Insurrection. Should
she refuse she would oIbo lose, probably,
ss further Indemnity for the expenses of
conquest, one of the Carolines which she
may now «t*n; ana inner caoie priviieg'-ii
within Spanish jurisdiction m/ffht be
ak^n by the United Stut«8 without any
relation to Spain for them.

PARIS, Nov. 21..The Spanish and

American peace commissions met In
joint session at 2 o'clock this afternoon.
The Americans declared, the United
States must have the entire Philippine
archipelago anil for a treaty cession of
the Islands the American! tendered to

Spain $20,000,000.
It Is further declared that It Is the

purpose of the United State* to maintain
the Philippine islands as an "open door"
to the world'* commerce.
On the terms named, the United States

propose* a mutual relinquishment of all
claims (or Indemnity, national of personal,subsequent to the outbreak of the
last Cufcan Insurrection.
November 28 Is fixed a* the date nn

which the United States commission desiresa definite response to to-day** propositionsand all other subjects In Issue
here.

It Is also declared that the United
States defcires to treat on the religious
freedom of the Caroline Islands, as

agreed upon between the United: State*
and Spain In 1880, and also of .the acquisitionof one of the Caroline Ulands
for an American naval station and of
cable-landing rights at other places In
Spanish Jurisdiction and the revival ot
certain Spanish American treaties as
heretofore.
The Americans also refuse to arbitrateartlfcle 3 of the peace protooo!,'

tearing upon the future disposition and
control of the Philippine islands.
The memorandum of the American

commission embodying the aibove propositionsIs long and was not read It) full.

commlsploners, the latter, deeming It essentialthat the present negotiations, alreadygreatly protracted, should be
brought to an earlyuind definite conclusion,now begrged to 'present a new propcviitlonembodying the concessions
which, for the sake of peace, their governmentwould,under; the circumstances,
be willing: to tender.
The government of the United States

is unalble to modify the proposal heretoforemade for the cession of the entire
archipelago of the Philippines: but the
American commissioners are authorized
to offer to Spain, In case the ceaaion
should be agreed to, the sum of $20,000,ooo.to be Dald In accordance with the
terms to be flx»fd In the treaty of peace.

' Open Door to World'* fomm-rcr.

It being the policy of the United
States to maintain In the Philippines an

open door to the world's commerce, the
American commlssfrifrtn nr(* prepared
to insert in the treaty now In contemplation,a stipulation to the effect that,
for a term of years. Spanish ships and
merchandise shall "be admitted into the
Philippine ports on the same terms as

American ships and merchandise.
The American commissioners are also

authorised and are prepared to insert in
the treaty in connection with the cessionof territory by Spain to the United
States a proposition for the mutual relinquishmentof all claims for indemni-
ty, national and' individual, of every
kind, of the United States, against Spain
and of Spain against the United States,

Next followed the term* nearest approachingto a formal ultimatum to

Spain. The United States commissionersexpressed the hope that they might
receive from the Spanish commissioners
on or before Monday, the 28th instant,
definite and final acceptance of the proposalsmade as to the Philippines, In
connection also with the demands as to
Cuba, Porto Rico and the other Spanish
islands of the West Indies, and Guam,
In the form In which these demands
have been provisionally agreed to. In
this event It will be possrble for the Joint
commission to continue its sessions and
proceed to the consideration and adjustmentof other matters, Including those,
which, as .subsidiary and Incidental to
the principal provisions should form
part of the treaty of peace.

It was at this juncture the Americans
notified the Spaniards they desired to
treat of the rellgloua freedom of the
Caroline Islands, as agreed to twelve
years ago; also of the release of present
prisoners now held by Spain in connec-
tion with the Insurrection In Cuba and
the Philippine islands, also of th* taking
over of the island of Kusale or Ualan, In
the Carolines for a telegraphic and naval
station, also of cable station rights at
other points In spam's jurmaiuuoii anu

also of the renewal «f certain treaties
previously in force between the United
State* and Spain and which may have
lapsed or been vitiated by war.
The commissioners then adjourned untilWednesday next.

General Garcia when seen on the

steamer said he was delighted to be In
New York again and that he looked forwardwith pleasure to the commission's
call on President McKlnley.

indictments, District Attorney Graham
appeared In court and asked for permissionto withdraw the attachment
obtained for the appearance before the
grand jury of Caahler William Montgomery,of the Allegheny National
bank, of Pittsburgh, and Cashier StephenB. Stone, of the Beaver Deposit
Bank, of Beaver. Pa.
The dlstrlot attorney stated tbst he

had desired to present to the grand
Jury through the two cashiers named,
certain evidence In the ault against
Senator Quay and others, but as this
matter had now passed out of the
hands of the grand Jury, their presence
would not be needed until the case was
brought (o trial. He Intimated that
he would then demand their appearance
as witnesses and would also Insist up-
on Ihe production or certain cooks ana

The true bills returned by the grand

Jury are Ave In number. The first.

The second indictment charges M. 8.

Quay with conspiring with John S.
Hopkins to unlawfully buy and sell
stock* knowing that the said Hopkins
was cashier of the People's bank.
The third Indictment charges BenjaminJ. Haywood, M. S. Quay and RichardR. Quay, with conspiring to convert

to their own use the $100,000 of the publicmoney of the state on December 1,
1896, when Haywood was the state
treasurer of Pennsylvania and also with
the use of the $100,000.
The fourth bill charges M. S. Quay

and Benjamin J. Haywood with conspiracy,together with John S. Hopkins,
William Livsey, William B. Hart, John
W. Morrison, «enry xv. isoycv, oumuei

M. Jackson and Charles H. McKee, on
March 28, 1898, unlawfully to use. and
did use to make profit, certain large
sums of public money of the commonwealth,which had been deposited in the
People's bank by the sub-state treasurers.Of those named, Messrs, Quay,
Llvsey, Hart. Boyer, Morrison. Jackson
and Haywood had beta state treasurers
succeeding each other in the order
named.
The fifth &&4 last bill charges benjaminJ. Haywood as" state treasurer, with

unlawfully loaning 1100,000 of state moneywhich It Is alleged went to Richard
R. Quay and also with receiving pecuniarybenefit from the deposit of state
money In the People's bank.
Senator Quay with his son, Richard

R. Quay, arrived here from San Lucie,
Fia., to-day, to which*place they went
over a week ago. They declined to discussthe indictments found against
them. The senator and his son were
for some time closeted with their counsel.It Is Drobable they will appear In
oourt to-morrow to plead to the charges
contained In the Indictments and. as
District Attorney Graham will press for
nn Immediate trial, there Is likelihood of
the case being called for trial on Wednesday.

WASHINGTON, D. C. Nov. I1.-C01.
Charles Smart, deputy surgeon general
of the army, baa sent the following
communication to Surgeon General
Sternberg, comparing the deaths from
sickness In the war with Spain and In
the civil war:
In reply to your Inquiry. I can very

promptly state that the sickness and
mortality during the war with Spain
was not relatively so great aa that from
which our volunteer troops suffered
during the civil war.
In April,' 1861, President Lincoln called

for 75,000 volunteers, but It was not untilafter July 22, when his call for 600.000
was made, that we had armies comparandfn .1 umph Hinse recently In exist-
ence. Beginning, then, with July, 1861,
when we had medical reports from regiment*aggregating only 69,118 men, and
Including August, September, October
and November, live months, wo And recordeda loss by death of 3,075 men In
the reports sent in by medical officers
from an average strength present of
177,690 men, or 17.31 deaths out of every
thousand men during that period of Ave
months. More deaths occurred than
were reported, for some surgeons failed
to send in reports; but the probabilities
are that, had the missing reports been
forthcoming, the deaths would have
continued to have the same proportion
to the reported strength.

In April, 1898, President McKiniey
called for 125,000 men, and later for 76,000,which, with an increase in the regulararmy and the immune and other
special regiments, made a total of over
270,000 men. Beginning with May, 1898,
for which month we have medical re|porta In the ofHce of the surgeon generalof the army from regiments aggre""51"OR twon and includinir June.
July, August and September, five
months, we find on file a loss by death
of only 1,715 men reported by medical
officers In an average strength of 167,168men. or 10.21 deaths out of every
thousand men during that period of
five months. More deaths occurred
than were reported, for some surgeons
have failed so far to send in reports,
but the probabilities are that were the
missing reports forthcoming the additionaldeaths would be associated with
a proportionate Increase of the strength.
If reports had come in from the whole
270,000 men, the number of deatfur
would probably have amounted lp-JT.770.
According, then, to the testimony of
every medical officer who has placed
himself on record then and now, we lost
in the Ave months of the war with
Spain 10.21 men out of every thousand
reported present by medical officers
serving with them, and in the first five
months of the war of the rebellion 17.31
out of every thousand similarly reportedpresent.
