Thereupon the jory was
conducted to the eourt room, and 'the
verdict was read—It finds the defend-
ants, Clarence Johneon and Hugh De-
vinney, guilty of murder In the first de<
gree, for which the punlshment is hang-
ing. The verdiet was recejved ‘with
surprise by & pood many people who
hiaye been followlng the course of the

trial; the general expedtation was that |

the jury would at most glve a verdiet
of murder in the firat degree with ' the
proviso that the punishment be Impris-
onment, Without thls proviso, the pun-
ishment s deaih by the rope.

The cage s nol yet ended, Congress-
man Dovener, 'of counsel for the de-
fepse, having made a mation for & new
trial, which Im to be argued later Defaors
Judge Hugua, It is understood that one
oL the principal objectlons made by the
Jdetense (amainst certaln expressions
made by Mr. John A, Howard dpring
hig address to the jury yesterday), will
figure prominently when the motlon for
A new trial s arsued; this in the face of
the fact that Judge Hugus inktrbeted
the jury ool to conslder the objeclion-
able statemonts.

AFTER THE ARGUMENTS,

‘AL the opening of the afiernoan sess-
{on, Mr. Howard having concluded his
atgument on behall of 1he state, tha
instructions to the jury prepared Ly the
counsel for each side which had heen
piased upon favorably by Judge Hugus,
were read <o the jury, by Captaln Doy-
ener for the defense and by Prosecuting
Attlorney Meyer for the state.

In effect the dafende’s instructions
stated: That the Jaw presumes the deé-
fendants innocent until gulit is proved
beyond reasonable doubt: that a rea-
sonable doubt of any necessary Tact
should favor aequittal; that a verdictof
not gullty anly means the state has not
proved the alleged gullt; that there can
b= na convietion slmply upon & prepon-
derance of evidence: that It is not re-
quired of the defepdants (0 prove them-
salves innocent; that the presumption
of iniocence is blnding an the Jury; that
the bnrden of proof rests with the pros-
ecutlap: there must be more than. pre-
ponderance of evidence Lo canvied: that
i€ the killing was without premeditation
it s murder in the secund degree; that
wiltnl kiling without mallce is man-
slaughter; that if the McLuughling
made any hosille demonsiration there
‘must be a verdict of acquittal

For the state, the Instroctlons siated
that the reasanable doubt provision: ia
10 shield the {nnocent, not to allow the
escape of the gullty; the presumption of
innoeence holds only untll proof ot
gullt is adduced; morder In the first
degree must be premeditated: if  the
defendants killed Charles McLaughlin
they cannot be found gullty until it is
shown by a preponderance of evidence
ahat they acted In self defense; even if
the McLaughling were  agETessors on
other ocoasions, yet If on' this occasion
they premeditatedly killed Charles Me-
Yaughlin, they are ghllty of murdec in
the Arst degree.

At the concluslon of the reading of
the Instructions, Judge Hugus charged
the jury, and took occasion to refer to
the remarks of Mr. Howard that had
been objected to by Messrs. Dovener
and Boyece. Firut he brought up the re-
mark that the defendants were no ald
or comfort 4o thelr parents, and that |t
would be belter for them that thelr
tfives be ended now. "Thore remarks
willl not have any weight with you,"
sajd Judge Hugus. Another siatement
®y Mr, Howard, that he had once be-
fore stood before a jury and fnsisted
upon the death penally and thought it
right then and now—thls, too, should be
discarded by the jury, sald the court.
Sfr, Howard's state/went thar fe had
been approached by tne friends of the
defandants snd refused to accept the
dmak, should also have oo welght with
the jury. The same gentleman had ai-
#o asked the Jury how they could face
the people after Bringing in o verdict of
not guity: this, also, should have nn
wealght. Concluding, Judge Hugus sald
he recollectad no other objéctionabls ob-
gervations upon the part of Hr. How-
aril. The eourt then Instrocied the jory
in regard to the formas of the peveral
verdicis that they might seleet from, in-
clvding first degree murder (hanging).
fArst degree murder with confinement In
the penitentiary; second degres mur-

der: voluntary manslsughter, involun-
tary manslaughter and not gullty.

The Indlctment, instroctions  and
forma of verdlet were then handed (o
the Jury and they retired just as the
capitol clock strock the hotr of three.

E THE VERDICT.

The jury remalned out for almost
three hours, and during that time =«
darge portion of the very large audl-
ence remalned {n the court room or In
the corridors, There wae no (ntima-
tion of a verdict belng reached until
ehortly befare 6 o'clock, when the dop-
uty shieriff on guard ontaide the jury
room was requested to Inform the judge
1ihat the jury had reached o verdict.
Out In the corrldor the word was pasped
along and there was an instantaneous
rush for places of vantage in the court
Togm.

atruck the hour of slx, All of the law-
yors were present, and with the prison=
ers were the senlor Devinney, Devin-
tey’s two sisters and Johnson'a siater.
