HAWALIAN GOVERNMENT,
Senate  Committee Completes the

Revision of the BilL

WASHINGTON, Dec. 21.—The senate
committes on foreign relations to-day
concluded iis revizion of the Bill pro~
viding a {erritorinl government for Ja~
v‘:ﬂl:_l. and Sepator Cullpm reported the
changes to the senate. There were nu-
merous changes. the most important
