Disgussed in the Exceutive Session

WASHINGTON, D. C., Jan. 27.—~The

AGONCILLO'S DENIAL

Or Sending a Dispateh to Aguinaldo,
in Which he Advised the Insurgent
Leader he Would Have to Fight for
Independence.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 27,—Agoncillo
the representatlve of Aguinaldo, au-
thorizin the following stalement to-
day, concerning a published report that
the government had Intercepted  dis-
patehies from him to Aguinaldo, In
which he advised that the Fillpinos
would have to fight for thelr Independ-
ence, and that now was the time to act:

"“The statement s absolutely  false,
and Is caleuladed to exclte feeling and
anlmolaity In this eountry, and o prej-
udlee the Phillppine canse,  No such
telegram has ever been gent by me, and
for that reason no telegram could have
been intercepted.  The falsity of the
statement is shown by the fact that 1
huve cabled my government to continue
the same friendship which was born
on the battlefleld against Spain.  The
Philippine people have no wish and no
purpose to fight against the Amerieans
unless they are driven o It Thelr only
desire is to strengthen the bonds now
existing,”

Other members of the Flllpino junta
who were present when Agoncillo made
this statement concurred In what he
suld, and emphasized the latter's dee-
laration that all his advices hed besn
toward an aveldance of a rupture, In
other gquarters [L was stated that Ag-
oncillo had sent dispatches from time
to time, three rather long ones going
within the last few days.  According
to the Tiipinos nothing has been sent
advised fighting, but ecverything has
counseled contlnued friendship, Under
such eirenmsiances the members of the
Junto assert that  any  ineriminating
dispateh  which has come  into the
hunds of the government is u forgery
if it aseribes to Agenclllo any advice
o Aguinnldo to begin tighting, Beyond
denying this report, Agoacillo sald he
had nothing to make puhblic, as to the
communiciations to or from Apuinaldo.
He expressed the positive opinfon, how-
that the cable report that the Fil-
iplno congress had authorized a declar-
atlon of war was not correct, as he
suya the Filipino people do not wany n
vonfllet with the Americans, and will
do everything posible to avold {t.

State Department Mute,

The officlals at the state department
are mute regarding the treatment 1o be
aveorded Agonclllo, the representative
here of Aguinaldo, althongh It Is known
he has been held under  surveillance
ever sinee his arrivel In this city, and
that it was learned that hie was in cor-
regpondence over the cables with  his
chief, generally through some one of
the Philippine juntas In Hong  Kong,
London or Paris, but whether any tele-
gram has voactually  interrupted
cannot be learned. There was good
ground alse for the belief that Agon-
cilol was receiving adviee from eertaln
persons Infmical to the policy the Pres-
ident has adopted for the treatment of
the Phillppine question at this stage,
This has been tolerated reluclantly by
the administratlon, rather than to
make an open [sgue of what 18 st o
case possible of adjustment.

IN AN HOUR'S TIME

The Eagan Court-Martinl Came to
a Decision.

VERDICT WILL NOT BE KNOWN

Until it has Gone Through tho Pre-
sorlbed Channels of the Intrleate
Red Tape System—The Closing Tes-
timpny Yesterday in Behalt of the
Defense was Characterized by a
Dramntie Incident. When General
Vagan's Dapghter Deseribed her
Father's Pitinble Condlition Alier
Miles Accusations,

WASHINGTON, D. €, Jan —Tha
case of Commissary General Churles 1%
Jagan, charged with conduet unbecom-
Ing an officer and a gentleman, amd
with conduct tending to the prejudice
of good order and military disclpline, is
now In the hands of the court-martial,
appalnted to try him. %

To-day, the taking of testimony was
closed and arguments of counsel sub-
mitted. The trial had lasted three days
and consumed less than elght hours of
actual sitting, A scsslon behind elosed
doors of an hour or #o sufficed for the
court (o reach a conclusion and em-
body it in o report. What the verdlet
was {8 altogether o matler of speouln-
tlon and offficlully, at least, will not be
made publie by the trial board, mill-
tary regulations requiring that its find-
Ings shall go through preseribed chan-
nels and be kept secret until actlon he
had and promulgated by the proper re-
viewing authorities, :

THe attendance at the courtimartlal
was much larger to=day than ot any
other time since the trial began, and
among the specintors waos a score or
more of ladles.  Several of them were
friends of Genernl Bagan's daughter,
who was called as o witness, while oth-
ers were attracted by curiosity.  The
testimony at the closing sesston of the
eourt was divected largely o establish-
ing the foet that the general hoad lost
his mental balance as o result of the
charges made against him by General
Miles. His daughter and her husbond
told of the general's changed conditlon
and intimated that they had great fears
that he might & any time kil his ue-
CUSET,

My Melee, a life long friend, stated
that at the time he believed him actu-
ally Insane. The fuets in this connec-
tion were brought out strongly by Mr,
Worthington in his efforts to show that
General Bagan at thmes was wholly ir-
responsible.

A dramatic Ineident of the trial to-
day, was the testimony of the gencral's
daughter, In which she deseribed  her
father's appearance on the day he first
vead Genernl Miles' statement, Stand-
Ing In the door of his house, with the
newspaper containing the evidenee in
hig hand, he had exelaimed. wildiy:

“1 have been eruclfled by General
Miles." 3

Throughout the three days of  the
trinl the members of the court sat In
thelr places and attentively lstensd o
every word of the testhmony. Only on
two or three o asions did they ask the
witnesses any questlons and then, an
answer of yes, #ir, or no, g, sulliced,
Where thelr sympitthies wers or what
was passing in  thelr mimls, was not
digeloned by even the slightest change
of expression.

Tmmediately upon  the  case being
closed, the room was ordered « read
and the eourt went into executlve sey-
glon to deliberate upon thelr findings.

MR. ABBOTT'S VIEWS

On the Philippine Question—He Pre-
sents the Case in an Entively Ra-

thonnl Light.

NEW YORK, Jan i—Dr. Lyman
Abbott addressed o joint® meeting of
the past graduate club of Columbla and
the woman's post graduate club of Caol-
umbla, in Barnard college hall, last
night. Dr. Abbott, during his lecturs,
made it elear ta hig Hsteners that he
thought It cowardiee to desiroy Uhe gov-
ernment of any country and then sall
away and leave the country to its own
resources, He expressed  the oplnlon
that the Unlted States should exewe
nrotectorale over ite newly-nequirad
rlitory until the people have heasy
neated to o conditlon when they w
be able to govern themselves,

ITe would then leave It to them to de-
termine by suffrage whether they wish
to govern themselves or be governed by
the United States, Heosald  further:
“What Is this country to do? 1 believe
myzelf that the late war was a right-
eous one. 1 did mot believe the same
thing of our war with Mexico, but after
the conclusion of that war 1 accepted
the condittons ns they were aml belleved
with those who thought we ought to
accept the new condllions.

“How are we to accept the conditlons
now confronting us? We can disavow
the relations we find ourselves in with
Cuba and the Philippines. We can sall
away from Cuba and the Philippines
and say, ‘We have frecd your lands
from the Spanlards; now do the best
¥ou ean,”

“The golden rule s a good one, 1 be-
Heve that [t applics to natlons as it does
to individuals. Suppose we wers to leave
thise  countries to their destinles, now
that we have shaken thelr former gov-
ernments to the roots. 1 think we ean
supple a better government for them,
I think we ‘mlght send Quay to Cubn
and Croker 10 the Phillppines and im-
prove thelr government and perhaps we
woulld thereby Improve our own.  (Ap-
planse) Tt 18 foollsh for aunp govern-
ment 0 net upon its traditlons 1t is
olmost Ineredible that any Intelligent
perdon ghoulid think  that a  mialster
thought In the slxteenth century, 1t Is
Ineredile to Gelieve that any such per-
san wounld expect any politiclan to think
as politiclans thought In the elghtoe
century.

A FROZEN TRAGEDY.

Prospectorvs for Wealth Perlsh in the
Iey Clasp of n Klondike Glacier
Pititul Tnles ofSuering.
SEATTLE, Wash, Jan. 27, — The

steamer  Cottage City, from Alaska,

brings news that a number of Coppes
river  progpectors  perished In Valdez

Glaeler,  The followlng are known to

have heen leat: Charles Khron, New

Yorlk city: ©.

There are slx emen at Valdez suffer-
ing from frozen feet, hands and face, A
hospltal has been eatublished at Twelve
Mile camp, on the other slde of the gla-
cler, and ifteen men are suffering there
from the same cause, All were forzen
trylng to crosa the glacler, but man-
aged to get back to camp,  The freczing
of the Bvjens (father npd gon), Is par-
tleularly snd, They started for Valdez,
but on gettlng well toward the summit
of the glacler found their feet freczing,
Both started back. The son guve hils
father exten wrapping for hls limbs, and
g a result hoth the son's legs were
frozen In s few minutes and he was
unable to procesd. He bade his father
goodbgpe and eompelled him to go on
without him, Then the boy Iny dawn in
the snow to die. His body will prebably
never be recovered, The father reached
Twelve Mile camp very badly frozen
and s not expected to live,

Smith and Khron were members of the
same party, In company with George
Poalowitz, Sylvester Grog amd several
others, They slarted across the glicler
early in December,
to freeze his feet, After they had or
ed the summil and were golng dow
long streteh toward Valdes hile strer
began to fall him. At last he could
keep up no longer, Calllng his compan-
fong around him he told them he was
doomed, even If they got him into camp,
and that they must try and save them-
selvee, Telling them totell hig wife and
children, back {n Chicago, how he died,
he lay down In the snow amd was soon
Iulled into a last sleép by the deadly
froel,

Chatles Whron wanted to e down and
die when the trip was glmest ot an end.
His comrades Kept him moving, In spite
of the pain of his badly frozen feet, and
at Iazt got him to Valdex, His toes were
g0 badly frozen that they fell off when
his boots were cut awany, Blond poje-
oning set i seon aflter and In ten days
the miners burled him In & rough grave,
He was o member of the Manhattian
Mining company, of New York, and
leaves a widow and family In that el

The third man of the party to lose
his life was a miner nomed Henderson,
from some small town In Wisconsin,
He started out with the party, but was
frozen before%hey rvenched the stimmit
of the glacler. He decided hls only hape
wag toturn baek, Soon alter he lefy the
parts o terrible blizzard swept over the
glacler, obliterating all tails and mak-
Ing travel impossible. He probably lost
his wai then and perished.

George Poalowitz, of the Manhaitan
Mining  company. -of  New -Yack, —was
the fourth member of the party to be
badly frozen. He returned on the Cor-
tage City ta-day in charge of Dr. Lewis,
of Chicago. I1e will lose the greater part
of both feet and Is in danger of losing
his life fram blood poisoning. He would
not let Dr, Lewis amputite his fect In
the north.  He sald: “It was bltier cold
and for four days we wandered about
the glacler trying to fnd our wag down,
We had little food. The cther four
members of the Maghattan company
were waitlng on short rations nt the
foot of the lake. 1 don't know what will
become of them now ¢hat Khron is dead
and I am here fn almost as bad o fix, 1
dan't want my wife to know of my con-
ditlon, so T will not tell you my New
Yorl nddress, -

Georgs Sweeney, of New York, was
a blacksmith at Valdez for a lang time,
He started acrozs the glacles early in
the winter, drawing a heavy sied, The
detalls of his death are uaknown, for
he was alone, He never reached the
ather side.

The miners who arrived on the Cot-
tage Clty say that many athers peris
like Sweeney, They are unable to give
numes,  The men starting out 1o pales
or singly were never heard of again,

SCENES OF HORROR

Witnessed by Survivors of the Wreek-
ed Ship Manbare—Thelr Mates Kill-
ed and Baten by Cannibals.

TANCOUVER, B €., Jan. 27 —After
escaping death by drowning cleven of
the erew of the ship Manbare were cap-
tured and eaten by eannibals of New

Guinea. The Manbare was bound for

Sydney, Australia, when It was caught

In the terrible gale of December, Near

Cape Nelson It began to sink, The erew

of elghteen, all told, left the vessel In

two bonts and soon became separated.

One boat contalning twelve men was
finally thrown ashore ten miles from
the cape.  The sallors were  selzed by
natives from the Interlor and hurrled
off to the village of the chief. One man,
James Greene, escaped.

The sullors were stripped and bounid
and killed, one each day. A wild orgle
was particlpated In by at least o hun-
dred suvages who had gathered for the
feast.

In several eases the sallors were tor-
tured by the old women and children of
the tribe, The eyes of one were gouged
out. The doomed men stoleally wateh-
ed the elaborate preparations for thelr
denth. A huge pot flled with bollig
water was used for the feast, which on
the first day was prolonged away into
the night.

In most cases the men were behead-
ed, thelr heads belng stuck  on poles
and paraded before the men who were
to suffer the sume fate.

Greene was rescued by a stenmer af-
ter tramplng witkout food a day amd a
night to rench the coast. ‘The scenes of
horror he had witnessed turned his hulr
snowy white,
