general committee oCl*2t1ie national
council of the Evangelical Free
Churches cf Great Britain decided to
undertake the preparation of a now
catechism which would exhibit the subBtantlalagreement of those churches "In
relation to the fundamental and essentialtruths of Christianity.?' The Rev.
principal'Dykes, D. D.^nvas-requested
to compile a. draft catechism, and a

preliminary committee, representing the
associated churches,' was'appointed to
revise that draft In consultation with
Dr.. Dykes,'and It pursued Its task dur-
Ins many months.
At (ho close of last year an enlvged

committee was appointed <o make a
further'and flnal 'revision of the,catechism.It Included five conspicuous
representatives of the Congregationalists,Ave of ;the Wesleyan Methodists,
three of <he Baptists, two of the PrimitiveMethodists, two of the Presbyterians,one of the Methodist New Conncc-
tlon, one of the Bible Christians, and
one of the United Methodist Free
Church. "The great object of the com-
inittee," pays the report, "has been to
express' the Christian doctrines held In
common by all Evangelical Free
Churches," and they add that "no such
combined statement of Interdenominationalbelief has ever previously been
attempted, much less achieved, since the
lamentable day when Martin Luther
contended with Huldrelch Zwingli, and
that It is significant and gladdening
that every question and every answer
In this catechism has beer, finally
adopted without a dissentient vote."«
We reprint the ne;v catechism from

the first official publication of it, which
was made at London, during the presentmonth.

Answer..It is the religion founded by

our Lord and SaVfour Jesus Chrlst.who <
has brought to us the full knowledge
of Gcd and of Eternal Life.
