Responsibility will not bo Relinquished.1TlioPoonjo of Cuba and
the Philippines Educated in
Self-Govcrnlnent^Hopcs Entertainedof tho Results of the "Work ofthe

can Protectorate Will be Malntaiu*'
ed.

York Journal of Commerce: The ratificationof tho treaty of peace with Spain
relieves the administration of some embarrassmentsIn Its attitude towards
the dependencies, but Is in a senso only
the beginning* of new responsibilities.
The reports which have been circulated
in .sonic quarters that Cuba was to be
given up to the government of her own

people and that only a protectorate was

to be maintained In the Philippines are,
at least*, premature. ' The administrationdoes not expect to relinquish authorityIn any of these islands for a
long time to come. "What Is proposed
is to place the local civil service in the
hands of natives as far as can be done
with safety. In this respect the Americanpolicy will not differ radically
from that of the British in Egypt, but
the difference will exist that direct
American sovereignty will continue to
prevail for a long time to come in both
Cuba and the Philippines. It may prevailforever, if it is 'acceptable to the
jxiople. but this is a bridge which will
not be crossed until it is reached. Mr.
Porter assured Gen. Gomez, in their recentinterview in Cuba, that the United
States nronosed to build local self-jrov-
eminent in Cuba from the bottom upwards.beginning with local assemblies
and then proceeding, if It seemed advisable,to provincial and Insular representativegovernment. This project
cannot be seriously undertaken until
peace has been restored throughout the
Islands, the Cubans have laid down
their arms, the courts are in orderly operationand some of the friction has
subsided between the Cubans and the
Spaniards In Cuba. When these measureshave been accomplished the project
01" local suffrage for municipal assemblieswill be taken up and will be graduallyextended to provincial and Insular
assemblies. Whether the United State3
shall then renounce control over Cuba
will d-.pend upon a large measure to
the wishes of the people and their apparentcapacity for orderly government
which shall respect private rights and
the obligation of contracts.

The same propositions which are submittedto the Cubans in regard to local
self-government will be submitted by
the Philippine commission .to the people*
of Luzon and other islands of the Philippineand Sulu groups, so far as such
propositions are capable-of Intelligent
consideration. High liopea are entertainedby the administration from the
commission headed by Professor Schurmanand containing Prof. Worcester
and ex-Minister Denby, which is now on

tome cautious steps will be taken to put
this capacity to the tesr. It was the
purpose of President McKlrtley, in appointing:the Philippine commission, to
hold out the olive branch to the peopleof the islands and give them the assurancethat the United States proposed
m deal with them fairly. The measures
taken in the Philippines, it is felt, however.must be more cautious and rudimentarythan those taken in Cuba.

Hardly any steps towards self-governmentcan be expected in the less civilizedIslands, and it is not anticipated
that the United States will ever renouncesovereignty over any of the Philippines.It is believed at the white
house that when the benevolent purposesof this government in refcpiyt to taxation,equality before the lew, and selfgovernmentat home are understood and
appreciated by the people of the islands,
opposition to American sovereignty will
practically come to an end. It is probablethat in both Cuba and the Philippinesthe American governor-general
will for a long time reserve the absoluteright of veto upon any act of the
local government, with jl view to the
full protection of the interests of the
United Stntos nnrt tho rifhm nf norsnns
and property. Within these limits, however.the President desires tq*go as far
us Is :>afo in giving' the control of all
the (islands to the natives.

United States would be likely to impose,
even if a nominally independent governmentwere set up i" any of the islands.The United States will never
consent, according to the programmeof- tho present administration, to the
Interference of any KuropeaJi power
villi the people of Cuba or..the Philippines.A protectorate will *bo maintainedIn this sense, even if ftve'ry other
Fcmblance of United States authority

even by th^ir own act, to pass under
the sovereignty of any other powerwithout invoicing war with ther United
States. It is not likely that the United
States would consent to any discriminationagainst her people in matters of
customs duties and navigation!chargeswhich wore not also levied against all
othor nations.
