NEW YORK, Feb, 14=The Inquest
lato the cause of the doath of Mrs, Kate
Jo Adams, who died on December 28,
from  the effects of polsan, reeejved
through the madls, by Horry Cornish,
at the Knickerbocker  Athietie  Clab,
wits resumed tosdey, after a three days'
recess,

Three witnesses have so far been
called, Roloud B, Molineausx, Harry Cor-
nish and Joseph More, The examin-
atlon of the first and last nomed w
concluded to-day, amd with the forty-
five or more witnesses yot 1o be eilled,
the Inquest s likely 1o continue for the
greater part of a month. Young Molin.
edux, who was the first witness to-day,
wias pale and thing amd seemed to be
Hl when he entersil the court room this
morning, but did not show nay nervous-
ness.

AFFAIRS IN SAMOA

Aunrchy and Rebellion Still Pre-
i viril on the Island.

DECISION OF TRIPLE COUNCIL

In the Matter of Kingly Succession is
“Aunxlously Awaited — German Gove-
crnment Refuses 1o Uphold the
Protest of the German Consul Gen.
eral=OMeers of Civil Government
Before Judge Chambers for Cons
tempt — The British Craiser Pore
polse was Ready for Action When
an Apology from Do Raflel and
Matunfa Arvived,

AUCKLAND, XN, %, Feb. 1L—Ad-
vices recelved here from Samow under
date of February § report that anarchy
and rebellion still prevail there.  The
provislonal government there Insists in
interfering  with the British subjects
and also with the servants of Lritish
residents,

The decislon of the triple council in
the matter of the kingly succession is
anxiously awalited, Annexation is look-
ed upon as the anly possible solution of
exlsting difffculties. It is stated that
even Mataafa's followers woull prefer
English to German control.

The British cruiser Porpolse returned
to Apia on Febroary 1 [rom a crulse of
the Samonn group and reports having
found affairs qulet on the other Istands.
The people of Tutulp are unanimously
I favor of Malieton Tanus.  In Savadl
each clailmant to the throne is strongly
supported,

The German consul general, Mr. Rosge,
has notited  Chief Justice  Chambers
that his government has not upheld his
protest . regarding  that ofticer.  The
news was received with great satisfac-
o,

Chief Justice Chambers reopened his
court to hear the cherges of contempt
agalnst Dy, Jonnes Raffel and  Herr
Fries, chief of police, before releasing
Herr Grievesmuhl,  Dr. Raffel falled
Lo appear, r. Roge, the German cons-
gul, had declarved that the matter enme
within the jurisdiction of his consulate,
Chief Justice Chambers consldered Dr.
Itaftel gullty of contempt and cited him
to appeir at the next term of  court
when judgment will be pronounced. He
snld that force woull not be used to
compel Dr, Raffel to appear, but that
the German consul could keep him in
the tonsulate if  he choge -to do %o,
Chief of Pollee Tries was fined $100.
Here Grievesmuhl has pald the fing of
31000 hinposged upan him by the court.

TEXAS THOROUGHLY CHILLED.

Early Vegetables, Oats and Whent
Killed—Cattle Suffer Greatly.
LAREDO, Texas, Feb. 14.—~The con-
tinued unprecedentedly cold weather of
the past week seemed 1o culminate
when the temperature went down  to
elghteen degrees above zero, and fea
several fnches thick has stood in  the
open alr during the past three days,
Two Mexleans dled from exposure on
the river bank durlng the alght, and
theve has been conslderable suffering
among the poorer classes of Mexicana,
whd are unable to obtaln  employment,
owlng to the prevalence of smallpox
among them. A sharp  wind prevalls,
but there has been no raln or snow, or
the suffering would have been  much -
greater, The weather has moderated

sllghtly.

HOUSTON, Texus, Feb, 14.—~The thera
