Investments thatWill Help Wheeling.

In diseussing the great amount of
cash that will come to Wheeling and
vieinity, by reason of recent consalida-
tlons of pottery and tin-plate establish-
ments, and with the completion of other
combinations now projected, which will
aftect the great industries hereabout,
just how the future will develop, con-
glderable gpeculation is Indulged in as
to where the money for the sale of
stocks and the surplus that already ex-
{sts—where the capital that will be at
the disposal of those In the community
who have profited and will profit by the
denls that are to be made, will find
investment, as well as other capital in
Wheeling, large or small, that may be
idle.

So long as the combines which are be-
{ng formed find 2 boom in the products
of the mills and factories hereabout
labor will find plenty of employment
and the city will be prosperous along
that line, as in the past, but this cannot
always be counted upon as permanent.

© It all depends on the markets and the

demands. Wheeling and her neighbors
may get their share, but times do
come when curtailment of production is
neeessary, when conditions require that
only the milis which produce the cheap-
cst will be running regularly. In o pos-
sible event Wheeling might feel the dis-
advantages of being of a little less im-
portance then certaln greater centres of
these particular industries,

These are but possibilities. The main
nquestlon, how can the surplus of cash
which 15 coming Into the hands of
Wheellng capitalists be best utilized for
the direct benefit of the city, and its
substantinl and permanent prosperity,
and which will pay the best and stead-
fest returns to the investors? Real es-
tate Investments are well enough if the
future assures large Increases in valua-
tions, something which can enly come
when the demand for property is in-
creased, when the city has that to de-
pend upon in the way of diversified in-
dustries which will insure steady em-
ployment, and which, in connection with
cur iron and steel industries, the pot-
terles and the glass houses, when they
are running, will greatly increase the
volume of business, and employ more
men, workmen of other trades, the pro-
duets of which have always a healthy
market.

Wheeling,-sltuated as she is, with the
unemployed capltal she has and will
have, progressive as she is, should not
rest her dependence wholly upon classes
of Interests that are in the hands of
eombinations which have no real local
interest in her permanent development,
however prosperous those interests may
be, There are scores of smaller indus-
tries capable of being started here, for
the manufacture of varieties of articles
that have a ready sale in supplying or-
dinary trade. Our easy ageesa to the
markety, the facllitles for manufactur-
ing, such as shipping, cheap fucl, con-
venlence to the raw material, the ability
to secure labor, and all other considera-
tlong, remder it posible to bulld up
manufacturing community filled with a
diversity of smaller factorles,

There are many kinds of these nro-
ducers that could be started with eom-
paratively small eapltal and that would
place tha city In a poajtion in which her
sole dependenes would pat he upon the
rize and fall and general condition of
the fron and steel markets, though these
Interests, let us hope, may continue to
prosper, 0 that this gectlon of the Ohlo
velley may not lose {ts share of the
prestige. But the need of o greater dl-
verslty 15 Just ag important, and 1here
s awalting here a splenidin apportunity
for additions to our genernl manufae-
turing interests, on smaller ag well n
Ereater #ealee, which need but the invi-
tation from our home capltal and the
peaple in geneml,

Governor and Insnrance Bill.
Considerable comment s being made
on the actlon of Governor Atkingon, on
Thursday, In gending o message of dls-
approval of the valued polley Insurance
bill to the leglslature without o veto,’

'una permitting the measure to hecome o
Qaw witheut his slgnature. The foup-

teen reasons the governor gave  that
the bill Is not wizge, and naming almost
every objection to it that Is possible to
imagine, placed him distinetly on record
as ngalnst It, but some people cannot
understand why, In conslderation of
this fuet, he did not place his veto upon
It. The Intelligencer hos opposcd the
bill from the beginning and heartily
hoped that it would not pass, and that
the governor would veto [t. It has sald
g0 many times, Y

All this being true, -as the unfortu-
nate cireumstance  that it s now o
law, the Intelligencer can afford to say
that there seems to be some misunder-
standing of the governor's positlon,
which In justice “to him, should be
noted. A cause for his action is found,
in the circumstances of the passage of
the bill'and the provislons of our low
and the constitution which limlits the
governor's veto power. The bill passed
the house early at a night session by o
unanimous vole of nll present=—3% mem-
bers. OF the 32 absentees who hod not
arrived, there 18 no telling how many
would have opposed it, or voted for it._
but even had they been present and 'all
voted mno, the bill would have .l.l_een
pasaed, =

In the senate, In gplte of the vigorous
contest made against the bill by Sepator
Whitalier and others, it passed by o
vote of 14 to 1. The bill kad been the
subject of o hard fight and the legisla-
ture, both houses were determined to
pass It, and fully intended it to become
a law, veto or no veto. This was open-
Iy stated. Unfortunately, o bill can be
passed over the governor's veto by a
mere mojority, In which respect our
constitution is different from the na-
tional constitution, which requires a
two-thirds vote. Another thing: There
was absolutely no constitutional viela-
tion on which a4 veto could be based, an-
other unfortunate weakness in our con-
stitution. The only objections that could
be filed were the ones the governor so
strongly urged, none of them constitu-
tional. . This being true the only thing
the governor felt he could do was to file
his protest, and leave the people swho
forced the measure to ascertain how
they have been deceived. This he states
is his position.

There is no doubt that the measure
will be more unpopular in the future
than it was popular In the legislature
which had the power to make the bill o
law over the povernor's veto in thirty
minutes time, He could not wait until
the legislature adjourned to veto the
bill, for, under the constitution, while he
can approve bills {n such a case, he
eannot veto one—it would become o law
in spite of him.

This was the situztion. It has but
ong precedent that we know of, It was'
in the ecase of the Wilson tarift act,
which President Cleveland never gigned
because of some objectionable features,
We only state these facts in view of
the censures of the governor, who was
at the merey of a determined majority,
no veto could defeat. His veto would
amount to nothing under the unusial
circumstances, The law s vicious and
should he repenled or fought In some
way to Its death. The Intelligencer
mikes this statement in order that,
whatever may be thought of the course
of the governor, his position may be
understood.

Where Speaker Reed Falled.

Speaker Reed's rules, or rather his
parliamentacy decisions, have become
accepted  authorities pretty  generally
over Lthe eountry, even In the West Vire-
ginin Democratic house of delegates,
where Speaker MeKinney had plenty of
fun appl¥ing them before the house
rules were adopted. All parlinmentary
bodies of men have accepted them as
coneluelve, but it remained for them to
run up against a snag In Washington
Thursday In aconventlon which was not
compoged of statesmen, though states-
men's wives and daughters Iargely
made up the body.

The Daughters of the American Itevo-
lutlon were In sesslon, and belng In a
quenduary over i polnt concerning the
re-clection of oflicers, the question wan
submitted to Speaker Reed as the high-
est autharity they know of. Now, Mr.
Teed, has In his day, shown rare ability
In this line, and generally carrled his
point. He has been wonderfully sue-
cessful In handling hodles of men, but
he had never before declded a polnt for
women. In his Inpocent and generous
endeaver to help the fair Inqulrers out
of thelr dilemma, he suggested that the
questlon of re-clection could be solved
by simply continuing the officers now in
oflice without an election. But the big
parliamentarian had not eounted on the
nosgibillty that o great many of the
ladies didn't desire o re-clection, or-at
Teast didn't want to be deprived of the
pleasture of vollng, and o storm ensued,

The distinguished speaker of the
house was warmly denounced, and some
of the members deelared that the
spenker was always In trouble and they
didn’t proposge that he should Interfore
in thelr affairs, So there was no re-
election at all of the president.  The
epealier's well Intended adviee was -
nored and they deeided to ran thele own
affaira, by electing by acclamation an-
ather eandidote.  We apprehend’ thot
