Strong and Reasonably Actlvc.

SPECULATIVE EXCITEMENTS
Confined to tho Industrial List. ConditionsDo Not Legitimately Warrantany Further Uniform Advance.
I»rudcnt HoldersBeginning to Realizeand Keeping out tho Market.
Effect of tho Adjournment of Congress.

NEW YORK, March 4..In its generalaspects, the stock market exhibits

about the same features as last week.
fundamentally strong and reasonably
active, with the speculative excitements
largely confined to the Industrial list.
And yet a keen observer may detect the
gradual approach of influences that
may before long subject the present
scale of values to a sharp trial. The
external conditions affecting pricessuchas railroad earnings and business
prosperity.remain quite as favorable
as they have been. But the thing to be
noted Is that the opinion Is becoming
more general that these conditions do
not legitimately-warrant"-any further
uniform advance In prices; on the contrary,the feeling Is not exceptional that
current, values are not to be guaranteed
and that they are held up more through
the extraordinary sanguine temper of
outside operators and the absence of
any disturbing elements than from a
common conviction that current prices
really accord with the intrinsic merits
of stocks.

A sanguine speculative temper and
ease In money may possibly ke'ep prices
above legitimate valueswlth consider-
awe persistency; but mere always
comes a limit sooner or later to the extentto which such a state of things
may be carried. When prices have
reached the highest pitch to which they
can be puslied, a variety of reactionary
influences come Into play. When there
is no longer any clear chance of profit
in buying, the demand slackens. Prudentholders begin to realize and keep
out of the market until lower prices affordnew Inducements to buy. The marketgradually becomes stagnant, which
is one of the most fatal tests of
strength. After some yielding In prices,
margins are impaired and then comes
In compulsory selling, which Interested
efforts to sustain the market are usuallyinsufficient to offset. At this point
arrives the opportunity for the "bear,"
who finds the market an easy prey to
his taqtics of attack. These are the influencesthat invariably come into play
after an extraordinary rise in prices;
they are natural to the machinery of
speculation; and, in the present situation,it will be wise to keep a sharp outlookfor the setting In of this sort of
reactionary drift.

Still, it seems reasonably safe to*expectthat, in the present case, such a

reaction would not run to any serious
lengths. The large profits made on the
recent rise have no doubt made the

| speculative Interest exceptionally
| strong. There Is no probability that a
r serious relapse would be encouraged by

conditions in the money market, for
mohey is likely to become very easy after.the middle of April and remain so

during the summer months. Also, It Is
to be considered that the improvement
In the financial condition of the railroadsand the great general prosperity
of the country have Invested securities
with a.much higher intrinsic value
that they have possessed during recent
years; and therefore after a fair shrinkageIn prices stocks would be considered
cheap and bring in new buying orders.
There is yet another consideration
which may deserve attention In this
connection. The recent Immense creationof "trust" organizations Is having
a contracting effect upon the demand
for bank discounts. As a rule, these
new organizations have been constructedupon a basis which gives them a
large surplus for working capital. They
are consequently buying their raw materialsfor cash, with liberal discounts,
and need little or no bank accommodation.The consequence Is that probably
many millions of paper, formerly made
by the original separate companies and
firms, is now beginning to disappear
from the. market. How far this new
condition of affairs may prove permanentremains to be seen; but, for the
present, the banks are finding a hiatus
In their loans which they are anxiously
wn If In trtn T ~th*-.

bank managers are considering the expedientof Investing their funds In railroadbonds and other first-class securities.and some have already taken that
course. The present high prices of
flocks are against making such investmentswith much freedom; but it seems
far from improbable that, in the event
of a break in the market, there might
be an important Investment demand
from this source. For the foregoing and
other minor reasons, it appears to me
that a general break in prices would not
proceed to any serious length before it
encountered a check. Viewing the situationas a whole, the Indications arc
that the market is likely to be more or
less Irregular during the entire month
and attended with frequent fluctuations
resulting probably in a gravitation to
lower prices. As we approach the 1st
of April money, will become temporarily

rate of interest. We therefore, for the
{'resent, advise selling on rallies and onlybuying conservatively on goodbreaks and then only for quick turns
and moderate profits.

But, Inwhat has been done or left undone, thereIs little to disturb public confidence.The new session of Congress 'will findmuch to reconsider; and, with a new
set of congressmen coming fresh fromthe arena of public discussion, It may behoped that «the difficult problems arisingout of our relations to the Philippines,Cuba and Porto Rico will bd disposedof In a way not only, conservingthe Interests of those peoples, but alsowisely consolidating our new positionas the foremost power in the Pacific.The opponents of annexation of thePhilippines have said all that can beadvanced and more than can be legitimatelyurged on the sentimental side ofthe question. It Is to be hoped that,before the meeting of the next Congress,the public, may give-due attention tothe far more serious questions of our
vast commercial interests in the Pacific,and to the protection of those interestsfrom the Inevitable hostility of Europeancoalitions whose interests are
diametrically opposed to those of theUnited States. We have no recourse
Dut to favor a policy of free access to
China for trading purposes, equallyavailable to all countries, and at the
same time resisting all territorial aggressionsagainst that empire. With
our people Intelligently and earnestlycommitted to that position, there is sufficientsupport of this policy in the attitudeof other governments .to defeat
the designs of the military powers
without resorting to war, and thus this
great question might be settled on a
permanently pacific basis.

A Graceful Act.
WASHINGTON, D. C., March 3..

To show the depth of the sympathy felt
by the United States Government with
the British government and the family
in the loss of the late, Lord Herschell,
our government has proffered the .use of
a United States warship to convey the
remains of Lord Hersehell to England.
The particular vessel has not yet been
selected, but It will be one of the. ships
now at Havana attached to the North
Atlantic squadron if the .British embassycares to accept the offer.

Spanish Officers to be Tried.
MADRID, March 3..-Admiral MonteJo,who was in command of the Spanish

squadron destroyed by Admiral Dewey
In the battle of Manila bay, and tho
commander of the Cavlte arsenal, were
this evening Incarcerated in the militaryprison pending trial for their conductat Manila. The government has
also ordered the prosecution of General
Linares, who was in supreme command
of the Spanish forces at Santiago at
the time of the capitulation of General
Shafter.

Sewer Pipe Syndicate.

to-day. The corporate name of the
company Is the United States Cast Iron
Pipe and Foundry Company. The authorizedcapital Is 530,000,000, one-half of

non-cumulated dividends, and the other
half is common. The company is authorizedto manufacture and deal in cast
iron pipe, castings and fittings.
