THOMAS CARLYLE

The Toplc of a Most Instructive
- Address by Pres. Rnymond

DELIVERED HERE LAST NIGHT

Defore a Large Audience in the High
Bchool Holl—Carlyle was not n Be-
lever in Democracy, and had no
Falth in Amerlean  Institutions,
Nevertheless he had Many Admiras
ble Qualities of Mind and Heart.

Last night at the high school hall,
President Jerome I, Raymond, of the
West Virginla' Unlversity, dellvered the
third of n course of lectures an goclal
and economic questlons, It was entit-
led “Thomas Carlyle,’ and Paternal-
fsm," and was heard by a large audi-
ence, Including members of the Ohlo
Valley Trades & Labor Assembly. Dr.
Raymond's lecturea ere treats that are
greatly appreciated, Superintendent W,
H. Anderson presided lust night, and
the opening feature was a splendid mu-
sleal selection rendered by Miss Cora
Courtrite, violin; Mlss Emma How, pla-
no; George Rhodes, gultar, and Willlnm
Detweller, mandolin, v

Dr. Raymond began by saying that
Carlyle knew that things were wrong ia
the world, and he may have had some
clearly defined notlon as to how they

he distinctly told us just what his exnct
plan for improving the world was, He
has glven us hints In many places; he
has Implied many schemes of  soclal
amelloration; but he has told us what
to do with such “Delphic vagueness"
that he has virtually, Uke Browning,
“condemned the world to the task of
explaining him,"

Dr. Raymond proceeded to show that
In spite of hig “Delphie vaguencess” ro
one should pass Carlyle by without
mastering him. He clted the opinion
of James
Russell Lowell, regarding the debt of
eoclety to Carlyle, and then gave an in-
teresting sketch of the life of Carlyle,
touching upon his strong, Scotch par-
entage, his educatlon and his struggles
of soul in attempting to choose a pro-
fesslon. The speaker portrayed Car-
I¥le’s domestle life, ecalling It “one
long tragedy, In which his wife wasihe
vietim.” Carlyle's character wassletch-
ed—his strength of purpose, his perse-
verance, His croed was always, “Cour-
uge! cournge! times wlll mend; or (f
times will not mend, then In the devil's
name, let them stay as they are, or
grow worse!™ While walting Yor suc-
cess to crown his efforts as o writer, he
never lost heart, saying  always, I
have a conslderable quantlty and nqual-
ity of things to Impart to my brothess
in this earth If God see fit to keep me
in {t, and no editor or body of editors,
nor Indeed, the whale world and  the
devil to back it out, ean wholly prevent
me from Imparting  them, Forward,
then!” Al his earller writings were
financial fallures, It was qot untll he
was  forty-two years old that his
“French Revolution” made him famous
and put an end to his poverty.

Dr. Raymond then dwelt on Carlyle's
style as a  wreiter—hls erispness, his
vividness, Iverythlhg must  sparkle
and snap, He has been called more o
lover of earnestness than of truth, yet
t was truth he was after, nevertheless,
He was verbose, arrogant and glven to
exaggeration.  But In splte of all thia,
we must admire hig hatred of hypoc-
risy and cant.

Carlyle was forever talking about the
value of silence, yet he was never silent.
“Speech s silver, silenee 15 golden,” he
sald, Yet he wroie thirty books to In-
crease the hubbub in the world. Con-
versatlon, with Carlyle, was a mono-
Jogue, He did the talking,  Others
present hnd nothing to do buot listen,

The speaker clited o number of yues-

tions which Carlyle habitually de-
nounced—utillitarianism, the movément

farprison reform, the movement for the
emancipation of the negroes. . He ha-
ted democracy., He execrated the rule
of the many—"mabocracy,” he ealled
it. “Cease to talk to me af Amerlen and
its maodel Institutions,” he wrote. “On
this slde of the Atlantle or on that,
demoeracy 13 forever impossible. The
universe Is a.monarchy and n hlerar-
chy, the noble in the high places, the
{gnoble In the low; this Is In all tlmes
and In all places the Almighty 'maker's

it ‘abrogates the old arrangement of
things and leaves zero and vaculty. /It
s the consummation of no-government
and lalssez-falre,”

Dr. Haymond then showed; that Car-
I¥le’s hatred of democracy, of Hberty, of
all movements for the emiancipation of
the human race, form the essence of his

entire doctrine of 'paternalism.  The
speaker  then  discussed  Carlyle's
paternallsm  at some length. Pa-

ternalism Is actlon by a few powerful
men for the many powerless,  Paternal-
{sm is simply the submission of the
wills of the many to the superlor wills
of one ar o few. Paternallsm carrles
with It the notlon of i bensvolent des-
pot, whose commands shall always be
Just and good ‘and beautiful, and tend-
Ing to the common  goad, but which
shall, nevertheless, be commands—com-
mands which must be obeyed. Accord-
ing to this dea, the preat mass of the
Jreople are to be merely serfs, who shall
be led and commanded by thelr benev-
olent masters, This is the system of so-
clety that Carlyle would establish; this
I hls Jdeal of o perfect socinl state.
Yot he never tells us how we shall get
our benevolent despots who shall gulde
and force 1]5 Into dolng what we ought.
1f Carlyle' could tell us some way of
getting these herole leaders for  this
blind world, something might be sald
for his system; but after telllng us with
all manner of emphasis thot we must
get our great men to lead and com-
mand us—Carlyle withdraws into his
clouds and we are left in thick dark-
ness agaln. -

Carlyle's | remedies  for soclal {113
were, emigration, organization, moral
culture and popular education, Ho was,
however, very vapus In-his made of
presenting these remedies to the pop-
ular mind, The fourth remedy was
probably the most fmportant, according
to his mind, and tp his eternal honor be
It sald, that he was one of the earllest
advoeates of o natlonal system aof edu-
catlon, "The diffuslon of knowledge
was with Carlyle u prime object of of-
fort, and I suspeet that no part of his
teaching will be more permanently val-
uable than this advoecaey of universal
education.'

President Raymond then summed up
what he consldered Carlyle’s greatest
services to gocloty,

1—Iis negatlve eritlelsm has been
of Inestimable value. e tore out the
very heart of more than one idolatrous
superstitition. 1t Is something to re-
mave crrors, even If you do not intro-
duee truths,

I—Arruignment of secinl hiypoerisy
cannot ba pralsed too highly., Can't
was his abomination, Upon hypocriss
in high Hfe and low, fn religlon, poli-
ties, art, literature, he tralned his heav-
fest guns, amd his broadsldes have not
been without effect.

i—Carlyle fearlessly Insisted that
social morallty Jdoes not end with the
discharge of money obligations. Man is
his brother's keeper, The payment of a
few pieces of money does not eancel all
obligations of man to man.

4.—Carlyle  Insisted that  individual
competition as proctleed in the business
world of to-day. is hearlless and Insana
and wrong, Some new form of ea-op-
eration must be substituted for compe-
tition,

Carlyle, In a word, preached sincerlty,
honesty, earnestness, “Hetter to perish
than do dishonest work,” he taught, “or
do one's honest worlt -otherwlse than
well," *The question s npot:  what
wages hadst thou for thy work? but,
how was thy work done?” His deoctrine
of the essentinl nobility of labor {5 an-
ather beautiful and etzrnally v@luable
part of Carlyle's teaching.  He move
than any other mnn, taught the world
that “there I2 a perennial nobleness and
even sacredness Ino worl”  Were he
never so benighted, forgetfol of  his
high enlling, there |s always hope In a
man that actually and enrnestly works;
