No more elogquent testimoninl could be
paid to the distinguished dead than that
which will. be manifested to-day, by
the older gencration and the younger at
his home, where he has always held the
esteem of those who knew him best and
has been honoved by the young who
loved him for his kindly words and gen-
erous deeds.

This testimonial will be In the form of
publle serviees In the sacred precinets
of the church of his devotion, o general
suspension of business, a reverent view
of all that is mortal of this man, who
was so truly great, and whose memory
will be perpetuated in the histories of
West Virginia and the hearts of its pro-
plec . That will be his best and most
lasting monument.

The First Governor.

The statements made in so many dis-
patches glving reports of the death of
ex-Governor Plerpont, that he was the
“first governor of West Virginia® nre
historical inaceurncies. Governor Pler-
pont was rightfully entitied to the dis-
tinctlon of belng recognized as the
father of Wett Virginia, and was at the
front nat only In the agltation but the
organization of the state by the people
of the western countles, No man con-
tributed more than he did, none was
more courageous in that‘great cerisis,
and when the people of what is now
thig state organized the unfon or re-
stored government of Virginla, ana
chose him ns the governor, he was the
Unlon governor of the entire state of
Virginla, then including what is now
West Virginla, and his  governmenl
was recognized at Washington.

The capital was retained at Wheeling,
the seceding government malintaining
Its headquarters at Rlehmond., In the
meantime the movement for the division
of the state, and forming the separate
state of -West Virginla went on ot
Wheellng, with Plerpont, and: the other
patriotle leaders In the work os the ac-
tlve promoters, atd when, finally, the
counties composing Weat Virglnin or-
ganlzed z2nd were admitted to the Union
as a separate state, Governor Ilerpont,
happy over the eonsummation of what
he and his ecompeers had labored for
years o hard for and risked thelr Hves,
still ng Unlon governor of the old state,
transferred his headeauarters to old Vie-
ginla territory, and Wheellng beenme
the caplital of the new state, with Hon,
‘A. I. Boreman as the first governor,

Governor Dlierpont  remained  the
Tnlon governor of Virginka for three
years after the war closed, and then re-
turned to the new state he had helped
1o create and of which, before Its for-
mal admlasion and recognition by Con-
prias, he was provisional governor, for
until' Lincoln signed that net, West Vire-
glna, though organized, wasg still technl-
cally a purt of the old state,

The Intelligencer refers to thls hlﬂ-
tory, for the benefit of many of our ox-
changes Inslde and outslle of the state
who-are somewhal esnfused in thelr
statements.  Governor  Plerpont  will
Uve in history ns the father of West
Vieginly, and West Vieginfans will nl-
rh revere ilm as wach, along with the
remdnder of that noble band, but the
firat governor after |t became o state,
and who succeeded him In authority
under the new organization, was an-
other one of the fathers, Arthue I, Bore-
min, who died o few yenrs sinee,

Theae and other evila which have been
the cause of much complaint, nnd which
areraccountuble for so many wrecked
homes, presentlng snares for glrls of
tender years, may, let us hope, soon be
thinga of the past In this clty, If energy
and justice prevall and the proper evi-
‘dence can be secured, Judging from
the tenor of Chief Clemains' talk there
Is 0 large amount of worl nhend, and
there are mothers and fathers and
many other good people who will give
him cordial support.

Aguinalde's American Supporters,

It Is belleved by many that the battle
which occurred north of Manila, and
which was the severest flght that has
been chronlcled from the Phillpplnes,
ending In the deiving back of Agulnal-
do's forces, was declslve in its nature
and the result may lead to the final net
In the trouble with the Insurgents. It
was a great Llow to the cnuse of the
chief of the so-called but visionary gov-
ernment of the Filipino adventurer,
Everybody hopes that this belief s well
based. Certalnly the result of the en-
gagement was most gratifylug In some
respects, The disciplined  American
troops, ns usual, demonstrated that they
are invinclble agninst the disorganized,
undisciplined and deluded followers of
their deceltful, gelfish, barbarous leader,
who If pald his price would surrenider
them all any day. While the situation
I8 serious, the end cannot be far off,
Judging  from the occurrences of the
past week.
