LEWIS BAKER DEAD.

The Former Wheeling Editor Ex-
pires at Washington After

ILLNESS OF SEVERAL WEEKS.

More Than a Third of a Century he
wis Prominent in Journablism. and
Politics—Was Minister to Central
American Republies During Scconl
Cleveland Administration—Was Ie-
cently  Publisher of  Charleston
Gazette,

Last night the Informatlon reached
Wheellng of ¢he death of ITon. Lewls
Baker, of Washlogton Clty. The news
was not generally elreulated, but those
whao learncd of the sad event were sin-
cere In their expressions of regret that
the Great Reaper had called 2 man who
was formerly so prominent In this com-
munitly, Mr. Baker having been pub-
lisher and editor of the Whesllng Reg-
fater from 1563 to 1855, For more thana
third of o etntury he was prominent In
journallsm and polities.  During  the
pagt weels he had suffered from nn at-
tuck of perniclous aenemia, which grew
steadily worse,

Desldes his widow, Mrs. Ruth Baker,
stster of Colonel 8, W, Fordyee, of St
Louls, reeelver of the Kansas Chiy, Plite-
burgh & Gulf ralirond, nine children
survive him, They are: John F, Daker,
M, C. H. Warren
Stubbert, of New York Clty; Lewls Ba-
ker, of Philadelphin; Mrs. C. W, Btlles,
Migs 8 €. Baker and Miss Ruth Daker,
of Washington; W, F, Daker, of Mel-
rose, Minn.; 8. G. Baker, of Elikins, W,
Va. All but one of tls Immediate fam-
Ily were present when he died.

Tewls Baker was born November 7,
1832, In Belmont esunty, Ohlo,- He en-

tereil o country newspaper offlee at the
age of twelve yenrs to learn the print-
ing usiness and with the exeeption of o
few years in tee government diplomatie
soervies devoted his life to newspaper
wurk.,

He owned aml edited varlous Ohlo
newspapers, among them the Woods-
fleld Demoerat; Cambridge Jefferron-
Jan and the Ohlo Stase Journal, at Col-
umbus, being nssoclated with the late
Hon. 8, 8, Cox in the conduct of the lnst
nam<d fournnl. He was netive In Ohlo
politics, serving ns a member of the
State Democratle committee for several
venrs, He was a delegate to nearly eve
ory  natlonal ‘Democcratic  conventlon
from 1560 to 1892, During the eivil war
he established the Wheellng Register
and conducted 1t until 1855, He was
chalrman of the Demoeratie state com-
mittee In West Virginla for twelve or
fifteen years nnd a member of the na-
tlonal conunittes far four years, He
served two derms In the stote zennte
and was presiding oflieer of that body
part of the time,

He jmrchased the 8t Paul Globe In
1885 and made (¢ a power In the palitieal
and commercial  development of  the
narthwest untll 1895, when he was ap-
polnted eninlster to Nicarngua, Cosw
Hicn, and Salvador by Presldent Cleve
lnnd, Mr, Baker was chalrenan of the
Minnesotn state Democratle committer
In the ¢nmpalgn of 1802, In 1586 he was
the unanimons cholee of the Demoeratic
members of the leglsinture of Minnesota
for the United States sennte, He sorved
his country falthfully as minister In the
troublesame conntries of Central Amer-
fea from 1581 to 1888
