Bccrfitnry Long Puts tho Caso in tho
Jliglit Light.Tho Situation in a

few Words.
Louisville Courier-Journal (Dem):

Th» fact that a great deal of tho nolso
made against our Philippine policy i3
nifre Ignorant fuaslness has been clear
from the first.Forone tiling, most of it is made by
people who are never satisfied with
anything, who are usually trying to
personally conduct everything, and who
are always fussing about some thing.
That they don't know what they are

fussing about- in their incessant attacksupon our course in the Philippines
is further Illustrated by * Secretary
Long's definition of that course in his
Boston speechjon May 1. As Mr. Long
is a member of the administration it
may be assumed that he Is better aujthority on this matter than the common
ecoldfl.
Au'.'r cauHucany conuemninjf ineir

charges that we are ns cruel to the
Filipinos as .were the Spaniards, or that
v.e are wantonly cruel to them at all,
an»l recalling that It was our duty to
strike the Philippines while we were at
var with Spain, Mr. Long addod that
at the end of the war the islands were
in our hands, and that there wan a
unanimity of agreement, Including
Senator Hoar himself, that they should
lie left In the nominal possession of
Spain, for to abandon them would have
been to leave tliem in a state of chaos.
Reminding the fussers that Agulnaldo

actually began hostlltles against us, at
the Instance of his representative In this
country, before the fate of the treaty
had been decided in the sennte, he observedthat "som? would think, from
what some say, that the President had
gone uut of his way to begin an assault
and invasion upon the Filipinos. On the
contrary, nn February (5, around that
city of Manilla, where property and life
were congregated entitled to protection,
Agulnaldo and his followers were makingtheir assault, shooting down our
soldiers, creating riot nnd disturbance,
endangering life and property, actually
lighting the torch and attempting to
burn the city. I can hardly believe that
even the critics of the administration
approved of this at that time, or that
they approve of the Filipinos firing on
our flags of trupe. And yet, I cannot
help noticing that some of them have
no word of sympathy for our soldiers
and countrymen, who, in their line of
duty, were exposed to those dangers
In and about Manila. But if some
atrocious slander is Invented against
lha rnnil nf hiiinnnl»\r n# aiip

army, It is a source of deilght to them."
Explaining that the Insurgents are

only a very small part of the Filipinos,
ami that a very considerable* element
of the people. Including several 'of the
Islands and the great city of Manila,
are known to desire American supremacy.Mr. Long came to the real point
of his address:
"H seems to me that to establish stableconditions is the first thing to be

done, and this the administration Is endeavoringto do.
"Second, to go on. through the Schurmanpeace commission, as that commissionIs endeavoring to do. and as speedilyas possible to get Into communicationwith the leading inlluences among

the natives and secure some adjustment.President* Schurman's last advicesare encouraging In this respect.
He reports that the leading Filipinos
ar<» visiting the. commission dally; that
It Is considering the question of amnesty;that the report shows dissension
among the leaders and natives In the
Tagalo provinces, and that witnesses
testltfy that some of the outlying Tagalogovernments which have been practicingpersonal pluniler.ng are supportedby not more than R per cent of the
population, while kthe rest are desirous
of neaee.

I "The third thine: for the administrationI?, while thus insuring order arid
doing everything to secure an adjustmentwith thfi native*, to wait the actionof Congress. wluch must determinewhat the disposition of these islam!s is to be.
"My personal views are of little consequence.but I have already expressed

them to the effect that I should be glad
to see every step taken toward their
ultimate self-government as soon as
they show their capacity for it, and
as soon as there shall be proper guaranteeof order and protection to propertyand organization of government in
n stable manner."
There is the situation In a few words.
It would have been cftwardly and

criminal to abandon the islands to
anarchy.
The immediate duty Is to put down

insurrection and establish ord«»r.
That done, we can decide deliberatelyand formally what we propose to do

about the Islands In the future.
The determination of our policy then

may give ground fpr difference of opinionamong ourselves. There Is no
ground for manly difference as to our
present duty.

GROWTH OF CHURCH UNITY.
Rafts mid Remnants of Old-time Intoleranceout of Place in our clay.
Chicago Tribune: Justice Brewer, of

the United States supreme court, has
an article in the latest number of the
Independent, in which he scorcs denominationalrivalry and predicts that
the twentieth century will be noted for
greater unity in church life. No one
with eyes to 6ee will question the writer'sforecast of clpser and' more cordialrelations between all the denominations,but perhaps his condemnation
of the past rivalry Is too sweeping to
uc nuub'cuier just. jnu nineicenin
century has been one of denominational
strife, and the twentieth will be one of
greater unity, but docs not all strength
come through strife? Were not the
narrow-minded hostilities of the opposingchurch factions as necessary a
phase of evolution ns were the perpetualcombats of feudalism in bringing
.about centralized governments? Justice
Brewer sees the evil of denominational
strife, but he falls to see the good which
he praises has grown out of*the strife
by a natural and necessary process.
The foolishness of the bitter Intoleranceshown by one Protestant denominationtoward another, and of the perennialquarrel between Catholics and

Protestants, Is appaernt enough to-day.
The hard and fast lines that made it
almost an act of heresy for a Presbyterianto go Into n Methodist church a
half century ago are now vanished forever,and the memory of the old prejudicesprovokes a sinlle. The Intolerancethat formerly made It Impossible
for a Protestant and a Catholic to sit on
the same platform, not to mention attendingeach other's churches, is rapidlypassing away. The parliami-nt of religionsin Chicago stands near the end
in me era 01 cnurcn ieuuaiLsm.
Justice Brewer shows, the absurdity

of the old rivalry In a humorous anecdote.Two regiments, one from Indiana
nnd the other from Ohio, were camped
together during -the civil war. The Indianachaplain was an earnest man and
succeeded in converting many of the
soldiers in his regiment. When it was
reported to the Ohio colonel that forty
Indiana soldiers had been baptized he
promptly issued an order to detail sixty
of his men for baptism, saying that he
would be blankety-blanked if any Hoosierregiment should hav,» more ChristiansIn it than the Fourth Ohio.

It is well to denounco the rags ;*ftd
remnants of the old intolerance. They
are out of place In the free air of the
new day. Nevertheless, one cannot,
agree with Justice Brewer in seeing
only misfortune in the old rivalry that
"multiplied the number of charitable
Institutions, missionary societies, collegeand universities, and tilled everycity, town and village with many weak

CROKER AND REED
Arrive at Southampton.The Spenlior

Becomes Indignant.
SOUTHAMPTON, May 4..The Americanline steamer New York arrived

here to-day. Her passengers report
that they had a pleasant voyage.
Speaker Thomas B. Heed said to the
correspondent of the Associated Press,
who greeted him at the steamship pier,
that he had come to Europe for a rest.
He was shown a cablegram publishedhere, in which it was stated that
he had not resigned his post as speaker
of the house of representatives, and
that he might be a candidate for the
presidency. Mr. Reed expressed great
Indignation, and regretted that people
could not leave his affairs nlone. lie
had come here, he said, away from
newspapers, for absolute repose. With
his family he was going to Winchester
and Salisbury and thence to Paris.
Mr. Richard Croker was u conspicuousfigure standing on the upper deck,watching the passengers as they land-

ed from the steamer. He wore a light
neckerchief, a light overcoat anil a
derby hat. He mildly turned away
several reporters, who sought to hare
interviews with him. Subsequently Mr.
Croker said to an Associated Press reporterthat he would remnln In Englanduntil the season closed; he had an
enjoyable trip: he felt at home In Rugland,he said, and expected to have the
same pleasant time as on the occasion
of previous visits here. Mr. Croker
proceeded to London. His baggage was
sent direct to his racing stables, at
Didcot, in Berkshire.
